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Town Council Meeting Minutes of Budget Workshop

Mayor Ruby Clark called the meeting to order at 5:00 PM.  
Town Manager Bill Rolfe gave Council a copy of the draft budget for FY 2018 and reviewed it.  Town Manager stated there is a 3% pay increase for employees effective July 1, 2017 and a $2.50 per hour raise for the Town Manager effective July 1, 2017.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the general fund, water fund and sewer fund are all balanced.  Town Council concurred with adding the draft budget to the June 13, 2017 agenda for Council to further review and authorize advertisement of the same.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there are no proposed changes to the tax rates currently in place.

Town Council decided they wanted to consider amending the commercial water rate from 1,000 gallons base rate to 2,000 gallons base rate and to add this item to the June 13, 2017 agenda for formal consideration by Council.

The sewer rates were discussed and the need to increase the rate in order to comply with the USDA Rural Development grant for the sewer collection system rehab project.  The proposed rate increase will not have to go into effect until 12 months following the completion of the sewer project.  Town Manager Rolfe will provide Town Council with the proposed rates at the June 13, 2017 meeting.  A $2.00 increase in the base rate is anticipated along with a usage amount tied to water used.

Town Council was briefed on two (2) grant opportunities from the Virginia Department of Health. The first grant would pay for abandoning two (2) wells not being used anymore by the Town, and sealing them off according to Department of Health regulations.  The second grant opportunity is for wellhead protection and the Town is asking the Department of Health to fund sewer lateral replacements within the wellhead protection areas to protect our drinking water sources from leakage from failing sewer laterals.  Neither grant opportunity requires any local match or funding.
Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to authorize the town manager to submit the two (2) grant applications on behalf of the Town of Glasgow.
Carried unanimous voice vote.
