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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
May 9, 2017

The Pledge of Allegiance and a brief prayer were led by Mayor Ruby Clark.  
Mayor Ruby Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  
Public Comment:

A. Louise Bobbitt - roads.  Not in attendance.
B. Connie Robinson – roads. – Not in attendance.

Presentation of POW Flag

A. Boyd Walker.  Mr. Walker stated he is a 30-year veteran of the U. S. Navy.  Mr. Walker stated he had two (2) shipmates on the USS Lexington who were taken prisoner during the Vietnam War and were released several years later.  Mr. Walker stated he would like Council to look it up and read about it.  Mr. Walker stated Mayor Clark should receive a letter directly from the POW/MIA organization regarding flying the POW flag.  Mr. Walker presented the POW flag to Mayor Ruby Clark.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the flag will be hung in Centennial Park.  Mr. Walker stated he would like his picture presenting the POW flag put on Glasgow Facebook page and the Glasgow Welcome Mat.  Mayor Clark thanked Mr. Walker for his service to our country.
Review of Minutes:
Regular Council Meeting April 11, 2017.
Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to approve the minutes for Regular Council Meeting April 11, 2017.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Consideration of Bills:

Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he has submitted the request for reimbursement to Rural Development for $464,000 for the sewer rehab project.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has $100,000 bills waiting to be paid.
Motion by Sonny Williams and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to pay bills as listed and any other bills that may come due.

Carried unanimous voice vote.
Police Report:
Town Sgt. Angel Poole stated she had 40 calls for service; 852 miles; made 12 citizen assists; worked out two (2) cases; served three (3) warrants for arrest; served two (2) PO’s; wrote 12 traffic summons/parking tickets; gave out six (6) warnings; did eight (8) business checks; spoke to school children about staying in their seats while riding the school bus.  Sgt. Poole stated she has started giving out warnings on inoperable vehicles on the south end of Glasgow.  Sgt. Poole stated the next step will be towing.  
Committee/Commission Reports:
None.
Old Business:

A. Update on Storm Water Project.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he attended a Rockbridge County Board of Supervisors meeting asking the County for $56,000 toward this project.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the County consented to $46,000.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the major project will be piping water into the old water reservoir, and planting water aquatic plants so the water will be cleaned by the plants before it flows slowly back into the creek.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the second project will be a demonstration project.  A water garden will be planted in the ditch at Town Hall and will do the same thing as the water going into the old reservoir.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Rockbridge County and Town of Glasgow funding accounts for 25% of the projects, with $220,000 being 75%, coming from grants.
Town Manager Rolfe stated the storm last week flooded 4th Street and Pocahontas Street along the railroad tracks.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the water almost got into several homes.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he contacted Norfolk & Southern, telling them we had an emergency with flooding and asking for help to clean out their ditch.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he was told N&S employees are off on Fridays and there was no one to send.  Town Manager Rolfe stated N&S did stop any trains for about 30 minutes while town employees cleaned the   ditch.  Town Manager Rolfe stated water immediately started receding when this was done.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he is sending a letter to Norfolk & Southern telling them they must maintain their ditches.  
New Business:

A. Replacement of Fence at Playground.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the fence at the playground is in bad shape, having been torn up by vandals.  Town Manager Rolfe stated a bottom rail needs to be put in, replace the section of damaged fence, and the double gate will be moved to be more accessible.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he is in the process of getting quotes.  Mayor Ruby Clark asked if the town will be purchasing a new softball fence.  Town Manager Rolfe stated a new one is on backorder, and the old one is being used in the meantime.
Other:

Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he gave Council a copy of a VDOT map showing Glasgow streets they maintain and streets that belong to the Town of Glasgow.  Town Manager Rolfe asked Council what he is supposed to tell residents who are not getting their streets fixed.  Councilor Monica Dock asked if they can be graveled.  Town Manager Rolfe stated every time gravel is put down and it storms, the town has to go back and replace the gravel.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the roads need to be fixed right so that VDOT will add them into the state system.  Councilor Dock stated we need to find out from VDOT if there can be a compromise worked out to get these roads fixed.  
Town Manager Rolfe stated he talked to the contractor with VDOT who has been slurry sealing the roads.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he told the contractor they had never contacted Rockbridge County regarding streets being closed for paving and school buses not being allowed through.  Town Manager Rolfe asked if they had contacted Mohawk as they will be working on Anderson Street tomorrow.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he told the contractor Anderson Street cannot be closed entirely as there will be shift changes and school buses delivering children home.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he told Lexington Resident Engineer Susan Hammond about the problem the town is having. Councilor Monica Dock stated she had received phone calls from residents about being blocked in their driveways for hours.  

Town Manager Rolfe stated the June 13, 2017 Council meeting will be held at Town Hall as there will primary elections held the same day at the Library.

Mayor Ruby Clark stated Town Hall will be closed Monday, May 29, 2017 for Memorial Day.

Mayor Clark stated the last day to sign up to run in the November election is Tuesday, June 13, 2017 at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Clark stated there are three (3) council seats and one (1) seat for mayor.

Mayor Clark stated Bike Virginia will be in Glasgow Friday, June 23, 2017.  Mayor Clark stated there will be approximately 1,200 bikers.  Mayor Clark stated the Antique Automobile Association will be in Glasgow Wednesday, July 12, 2017.  Mayor Clark stated there will be approximately 100 cars in Glasgow.
Mayor Clark asked Town Attorney Tom Simons if there was any more information on the Walker building at 709 8th Street.  Town Attorney Tom Simons stated no.

Mayor Ruby Clark dismissed the public at 7:30 PM for Town Council to enter into Executive Session to discuss legal matters and a claim against the Town of Glasgow.
