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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
November 10, 2015

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark, followed by a brief prayer led by Councilor Jeremy Kilgore.  
Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Mayor Clark congratulated new council members that were elected.
Public Comment:

Reese McClanahan – Mrs. McClanahan thanked Council for Glasgow’s contribution to the Jonathan Jarvis celebration in October.  Mrs. McClanahan stated tractor trailers hit a power line pole on the corner of her property twice within one (1) week.  Mrs. McClanahan asked Council to do something about tractor trailers coming down that road going to Mohawk.  Mrs. McClanahan asked what Council is going to do about the property located below her property at 709 8th Street.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the owner is presently cleaning his property out.  Town Manager Rolfe stated it will likely be sold for back taxes.  
Review of Minutes:
Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Mike Turner to approve Regular Council Meeting Minutes for October 13, 2015.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Consideration of Bills:
Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked what the monthly charges for Mary Earhart are for.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated part of it is for switching to the new software.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he would like to talk to Council in the future about hiring a part-time person from Mary Earhart to do Glasgow’s books at about $4,800 per year.  Councilor Funkhouser asked if the charges for C&S was a monthly charge.  Town Manager Rolfe stated it was trash and septage for the boat landing, AT shelter, and brush pick-up.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the boat landing and AT shelter will end this week.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Dominion VA Power fee was paid for out of the water project.
Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser to approve bills presented and any other bills that may come in.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Committee/Commission Reports:
None.
Police Activity Report:
Town Sgt. Fred Smith there were a lot of children out for Halloween but no incidents of vandalism.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser stated he had received many compliments about Sgt. Smith being out Halloween night.  Town Sgt. Smith stated he had 56 calls; 1 call out; 1 arrest (DUI); 41 traffic stops; 34 summons; 8 warnings; 4 interviews; 9 juvenile petitions; attended 5 meetings (Town Council, Ruritan, RRCC, Crime Line, Law Enforcement Subcommittee); used 113 gallons of fuel; travelled 1,375 miles.  

Old Business:
A. Request to Close Portion of 16th Street from Fitzlee Street to Intersection of Alleyway.  Mr. Carter McCrowell stated he and his brother reside at 1528 Fitzlee Street.  Mr. McCrowell stated he wants to build a garage/utility building.  Mr. McCrowell stated they want to extend the setback so the garage will not be so close to the house.  Mr. McCrowell stated there are no utilities in the area they are talking about, which is about 30’.  Councilor Sonny Williams stated this would put the building in the right-of-way.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked if this portion of the street is closed, is the property deeded to the owner and are the adjoining land owners notified.  Town Attorney Will Hancock stated he will have to check on this and should be able to let Town Manager Rolfe know within the week.  Councilor Williams asked who the other property owners are.  Town Manager Rolfe stated they live out of town.

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Mike Turner to advertise for a public hearing to close portion of 16th Street from Fitzlee Street to intersection of alleyway.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

B. Breakdown of Credit Card Bill/Check Register.  
No comments.

C. Town Vehicle Replacement Plan.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Council needs to work on a capital plan when work on the new budget begins.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Council will need to decide where they want the money.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser stated this plan was never adopted and it will need to be updated.  Council agreed to bring back up at January 12, 2016 Council meeting.    

D. Contract with Taxing Authority Consulting Services for Collection of Delinq. Real Estate Taxes/Tax Sales.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Rockbridge County is using this company.  Town Manager Rolfe stated this will not cost Glasgow anything.  Town Manager Rolfe stated their cost is added on the sale price.

Motion b y Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to contract with Taxing Authority Consulting Services, PC for collection of delinquent real estate taxes and tax sales.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

E. Update Water Project.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated tie-ins to the tank will be done on November 17th, Blue Ridge Road will be closed on November 18th for VDOT to replace a culvert.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he hopes to have the platform built at well #4 by Thanksgiving.  Town Manager Rolfe stated everything should be finished by the end of December.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he is waiting on the final prices to extend the water line from the railroad tracks to Anderson Street.  Town Manager Rolfe stated if there is enough money left, we will do the radio read.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the radio read has been approved by West Virginia.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he has to write a letter to Richmond Health Department asking to use the leftover money to pay for the radio read project.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he is pretty sure this will be approved.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the resident at 427 Pocahontas Street has still not fixed the water leak and asked for permission from Council to turn water off, even though Council already passed in the new water ordinance.  Council concurred to turning water off at 427 Pocahontas Street until the water leak is fixed.

New Business:
A. Grant Application to VA Tourism Corporation to Promote Upper James River Blue Water Trail.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he should hear within the next 90 days if Glasgow will get the grant.

B. A.T. Journeys Magazine Article Featuring Town of Glasgow.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the article was written by Carolyn Bradley.  Town Manager Rolfe stated our hiker shelter overflowed several times this year.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Glasgow needs to start making plans for next year as it is the anniversary of the Appalachian Trail and the hiker population is supposed to increase.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Mr. Locher is getting ready to donate and deed the two (2) lots that house the hiker shelter to the Town.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he would like to see a fence up to designate exactly where hikers can and cannot camp.

C. Truck Traffic Problems.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated when tractor trailers hit the power line pole twice within one (1) week, there were about $11,000 in expenses.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Town will file a claim with Dominion VA Power, which will in turn be added to the trucking company owning the tractor trailers.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he would like to adopt a motion to send to the Rockbridge County Board of Supervisors asking them to work with VDOT to make the intersection of 8th Street and Rt. 130 “No Thru Trucks Allowed”.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Board of Supervisors can then discuss at the December 2015 or January 2016 meeting.

Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to send letter to Rockbridge County Board of Supervisors requesting they work with VDOT to make the intersection of 8th Street and Rt. 130 “No Thru Trucks Allowed”.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

D. Farmers Market.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he spoke with a representative from Timber Framers Guild and a civil engineer professor from Virginia Military Institute.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Timber Framers Guild would like to build our farmers market as a project using VMI Cadets in March or April 2016.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Glasgow would only have to feed everyone for 4-5 days while they are here.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the only thing left would be for Glasgow to put the roof on.

Other:

Mayor Ruby Clark asked if the newly revised personnel manual and employee handbook had been received from Springsted.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he has received them electronically and will have to make copies.  Mayor Clark reminded everyone that tomorrow, November 11th is Veteran’s Day and Town Hall will be closed.  Mayor Clark stated Town Hall will also be closed Wednesday – Friday, November 25-27th for Thanksgiving.  Mayor Clark stated the Christmas Parade will be held Sunday, December 6th @ 3:00 PM.  Mayor Clark stated the next Council meeting will December 8, 2015 @ 7:00 PM.

Mayor Clark dismissed the public meeting @ 8:12 PM for Town Council to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel and legal matters.
