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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
November 8, 2016

The Pledge of Allegiance and a brief prayer were led by Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark.  
Mayor Ruby Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  
Public Comment:

Jeri Schaff stated she used to be the Director of the Maury River Senior Center in Buena Vista and is now Executive Director of Valley Program for Aging Services (VPAS).  Mrs. Schaff stated they are partnering with Drs. Jay and Jane Sailor of Maury River Family Practice to hold a Chronic Disease Self-Management Program and a Live Well VA Program to rural communities in Virginia.  Mrs. Schaff stated qualifying Glasgow residents receive daily meals on wheels, daily transportation to the senior center, personal care, emergency services, recreation, and counseling for medicare.  Dr. Sailer stated a grant was received to bring these programs to rural communities and they are starting with Glasgow.  Dr. Jane Sailer stated the Live Well VA program will be 2 ½ hours per week and is a 6-week program.  Dr. Sailer stated the Live Well VA program can begin with a minimum six (6) participants and a maximum of 18.  Dr. Sailer stated the first program will begin January 17, 2017 at 6:00 PM at Maury River Family Practice.  Dr. Sailer stated Rebecca Wilder will be teaching healthy cooking on a budget. Dr. Sailer stated the Chronic Disease Self-Management Program will be a great program for anyone dealing with a chronic condition.  Dr. Sailer stated the Chronic Disease Self-Management Program will run from February 11 – March 18, 2017 from 10:00 AM – 12:30 PM for six (6) weeks.  Dr. Sailer stated this program is great for helping people cope with the disease in their everyday life.

Town Manager Bill Rolfe thanked Dr. Sailer for their commitment to Glasgow.

Committee/Commission Reports:
Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the Planning Commission will need to start meeting in January 2017.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he met with two (2) representatives from the State this week.  Town Manager Rolfe stated they have reviewed Glasgow’s flood plain ordinance, and stated it is out of date and needs to be updated.  Town Manager Rolfe stated they gave him an example to go by.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he told them it would take at least six (6) months to get it completed.
Old Business:

A. Update on Farmers Market.  Town Manager Rolfe stated bids were to be opened on October 31, 2016 for the construction of the farmers market but we received no bids.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he is going to re-advertise and will open bids on December 2, 2016 at 2:00 PM.
New Business:

A. Jeri Schaff, Valley Program Aging Services (VPAS).  Under Public Comment.
B. Consideration of Resolution Extending the Scenic River Designation on the Upper James River.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Glasgow is now part of the Upper James River scenic river designation.  Town Manager Rolfe stated we have to contact our local General Assembly representative requesting they serve as patrons for the designation legislation in the upcoming legislation session and 

send them a copy of our adopted Resolution.
Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Mike Turner to pass a Resolution in support for extending the James River scenic designation.

C. Consideration of Resolution Requesting CSX to Repair or Remove Railroad Grade Crossing on Route 684, Jarvis Trail.

Mayor Clark reminded everyone to burn green lights supporting our veterans.  Mayor Clark stated Sandy Blackburn is now back in Town and Council needs to schedule a dedication date for the flag pole memorial in honor of Sam Blackburn before it gets any colder.  Mayor Clark stated the Toys for Tots for the Glasgow police department is December 15, 2016.  Mayor Clark stated there is a dead tree inside the play area at the park.

Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated we need to get storage for all the papers in the attic and in the safe.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there are a lot of historical papers and we have run out of storage room.
