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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
October 11, 2016

The Pledge of Allegiance and a brief prayer were led by Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark.  
Mayor Ruby Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  
Public Comment:

None.
Review of Minutes:
Regular August 9, 2016 Town Council meeting minutes.  There was no September 2016 Town Council meeting due to lack of business.
Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Mike Turner to approve the minutes for the Regular August 9, 2016 Council Meeting.
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated he would have minutes for the September 8, 2016    special called meeting at the November 8, 2016 Town Council meeting.

Consideration of Bills:

Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the $126,320.66 bill to Hydrostructures for the first        payment on the sewer project was $24,000 less than budgeted in the grant program.  Town Manager Rolfe stated CHA is finished with the closed circuit tv (CCTV) portion of the project.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the construction project will go out to bid in January 2017 construction should start Spring 2017.

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Sonny Williams to pay all bills listed and any other bills that may come up.

Carried unanimous voice vote.
Committee/Commission Reports:
None.  Mayor Ruby Clark stated the Parks & Recreation Committee has not met in over one (1) year.  Mayor Clark thanked town employees for fixing the swings at the playground.
Town Manager Bill Rolfe introduced Angel Poole to the public.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Ms. Poole is currently with the Rockbridge County Sheriff Department and has been hired as Glasgow’s new town sergeant.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Ms. Poole will begin December 1, 2016.
Old Business:

A. Recommendation from Community Strong Committee to Adopt Project Summary and Action Plan.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Town Council asked to have the Project Summary and Action Plan recommended by the Community Strong Committee (CSC) and Central Shenandoah Planning District Commission (CSPDC) put back on the agenda for discussion and adoption.  Councilor Sonny Williams asked if there is a time limit on adopting this.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Summary and Plan are dated 2016, 2017 and 2018.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the CSC and CSPDC recommended looking at each year to amend it.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser stated he would like to see a follow-up done each year if it is adopted.  Councilor Monica Dock stated Council can adopt it, then get those who are assigned to the different tasks to report to Town Council at quarterly meetings.  Councilor Jeremy Kilgore stated CSC is supposed to track it.
Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser to adopt the Project Summary and Action Plan and turn it back over to the Community Strong Committee.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

B. Update on Farmers Market.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated construction bids are due on October 31, 2016.
C. Update on Sewer Rehab Project.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the CCTV is finished and the engineers have what they need to come back to Town Council and the December 2016 or January 2017 Town Council meeting with their recommendations.  Town Manager Rolfe stated we will then go to bid in January 2017.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there will not be a lot of trench digging required in this project and is projected to be finished Summer 2018.

New Business:

A. Purchase New Police Vehicle.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the Town can purchase a 2017 Chevrolet Tahoe for $38,000 under state contract.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there is also a 2017 Ford F150 with 4 doors and 4WD for $34,000 under state contract.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Ms. Poole would prefer the truck.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there is $40,000 in this year’s budget.  Ms. Angel Poole stated most police departments are now going to trucks so they can be used for many things.  Ms. Poole stated some of these cannot be done with the Tahoe, i.e. picking up animals/cages.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked what will be done with the current police vehicle.  Town Manager Rolfe stated it will be sold on govdeals.  Mayor Ruby Clark asked how long it will take to get the truck.  Town Manager Rolfe stated approximately three (3) months.
Motion by Andrea Bradley and Seconded by Jeremy Kilgore to purchase 2017 Ford F150 for $34,000 under state contract.

Carried unanimous voice vote.
Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked if the truck would be the same color scheme as the other town vehicles.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Ms. Poole prefers a darker color, maybe gray.
B. Authorization to Enter Agreement RE:  Blue Ridge Road Shared-Use Path.  Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated phase one (1) of the grant pays for the design and construction from the library to Fitzlee Street and the design from Fitzlee Street to Blue Ridge Road over to the hiker shelter.  Town Manager Rolfe stated phase two (2) would be the construction from Fitzlee Street to Blue Ridge Road over to the hiker shelter.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked if the Town will have to pay to remove the current sidewalk.  Town Manager Rolfe stated yes.  Mayor Ruby Clark asked if the new path will be paved.  Town Manager Rolfe stated it will be asphalt.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Town went through CSPDC in getting and managing the grant.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there is no timeframe to get this done.
Motion by Roger Funkhouser and Seconded by Jeremy Kilgore to pass a Resolution to enter an agreement with the Commonwealth Transportation Board for $235,520 in federal funds for the first phase of the Blue Ridge Road Shared-Use Path, Project EN16-223-103, P101, C501.   
Carried unanimous voice vote.

Other:  
Mayor Ruby Clark stated she was contacted by a citizen regarding losing the dumpster site on Sallings Mountain.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Rockbridge County Administrator Spencer Suter stated the site will not be closed until another location is found.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the County is looking for property in Natural Bridge Station so it will still be close to Glasgow.  Mayor Clark stated citizens want Town Council to be aware of this situation and stay on top of it.

Councilor Roger Funkhouser stated there is a street light out on Anderson Street or McCulloch Street.

Reese McClanahan asked where the Town stands on the 709 9th Street property.  Town Attorney Tom Simons stated the County Building Inspector looked at it and said it is secure so there is not anything that can be done from the standpoint of structure.  Councilor Monica Dock asked about the abandoned property on Shawnee Street.  Town Attorney Simons stated he can file a nuisance with the circuit court for both properties.  Councilor Dock stated she would like to go ahead with filing a nuisance with the circuit court.  Town Attorney Simons regarding the 709 9th Street property, Billy Walker has no plans for the building as he owes too much on it.  Town Manager Rolfe stated is will cost approximately $15,000 to tear the building down.  Town Manager Rolfe asked what happens to the property after the building is gone.  Town Attorney Simons stated the land still belongs to the property owner.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked if the Town could get the lienholders to sign the property over to the Town so the Town can have control and have the building torn down.  Town Attorney Simons stated Mr. Walker and Judy Loughhead are the lienholders.  Town Manager Rolfe stated there are quite a few abandoned properties in Town and he will get the Town Attorney a list and do all at the same time.  Town Attorney Simons stated if Council authorizes him, he will contact the judgment holder on the 709 9th Street property stating it is an eyesore and the Town wants to tear it down, and ask if they will release it to the town.  

Motion by Monica Dock and Seconded by Roger Funkhouser for Town Attorney Tom Simons to contact lienholder on 709 9th Street property asking them to the release to property to the Town.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Mayor Ruby Clark asked about the chickens in Town.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the Planning Commission should handle this.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Council will have to hear back from Ms. Brown first.  Town Manager Rolfe stated the previous minutes gave her six (6) months.

Mayor Ruby Clark asked about the memorial plaque for Sam Blackburn.    Town Manager Rolfe showed Town Council what the plaque looks like.  Town Manager Rolfe stated Mr. Blakcburn’s daughter, Sandy, will be back in town the end of October.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he will get in touch with her to pick a date for the dedication of the flag pole and plaque in front of Town Hall.
Town Manager Rolfe stated Town Hall needs storage space.  Town Manager Rolfe stated he had approached Dr. Jay Sailor about donating the old doctor office to the Town after they move into their new building.  Town Manager Rolfe stated it would cost about $30,000 to move the building up beside Town Hall.  Town Council stated they would like to proceed with this idea.

Mayor Ruby Clark stated the next Town Council Meeting will be held Election Day, November 8, 2016 @ 7:00 PM @ Town Hall as the library is used for voting.  Mayor Clark stated Town Hall will be closed Friday, November 11, 2016 for Veteran’s Day.  Mayor Clark stated time changes back one (1) hour on Saturday, November 5, 2016.
Mayor Ruby Clark excused the public to go into Executive Session.
