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Minutes of Town Council Meeting
October 14, 2014
Glasgow Public Library

The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark, followed by a brief prayer led by Councilor Jeremy Kilgore.
Mayor Ruby Ogden Clark called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  
Public Information/Input Session:
Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the Town will apply for a TAP Grant with VDOT for a multi-purpose trail.  The trail will be 10 feet wide and will start at the Library and go down Blue Ridge Road to Rt. 130, cross Rt. 130 and go as far as the railroad tracks, turn right and end up at the hiker shelter.  Mr. Rolfe stated the trail will be for bikes, walking, jogging, roller skates, etc.  Mr. Rolfe stated he is trying to tie in the amenities in Town with the hiker shelter.  Mr. Rolfe stated signage and cross walks will be needed.  Mr. Rolfe stated a second option would be to go down to Rt. 130, then turn right up Rt. 130 as far as Scotto’s, then turn left on 9th Street as far as the hiker shelter.

There were no comments, questions from the public.

Mayor Clark reminded everyone that the November Council Meeting has been changed from Tuesday, November 11, 2014 (Veteran’s Day) to Tuesday, November 18, 2014.  Mayor Clark reminded everyone of the end of daylight savings time on Sunday, November 2, 2014.

Public Comment:
Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated Public Comment has been added back to Council meetings but guidelines have been established for public participation.  The guidelines have been posted on the Town’s website and copies are available in Town Hall.  Mr. Rolfe stated comments will be limited to five (5) minutes per person and must pertain to what is on the agenda.

Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Mike Turner to approve minutes as presented.

Carried unanimous voice vote.
Consideration of Bills:
Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated National Night Out has been re-advertised and money will come from Community Watch.
Motion by Mike Turner and Seconded by Andrea Bradley to pay all bills presented and any other bills that may come up.
Carried unanimous voice vote.
Committee/Commission Reports:
None.  Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the new date for National Night Out will be October 25, 2014 from 6-10PM.

New Business: 
A. CHA Contract – Addition.  Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the original contract with CHA was for $119,000.  Mr. Rolfe stated the Town submitted a grant application to receive $30,000 next month.  Mr. Rolfe stated he recommends putting the $30,000 grant bank into this project to clean the lines that are clogged and in bad shape.  Mr. Rolfe stated in the course of doing the initial work, many clogged lines were encountered.  Mr. Rolfe stated when this project was put out to bid, the contractor would have to do this, but it would be better to do it now and know what we will be looking at in the future.  Mr. Rolfe stated the Town will get refunded the $119,000 for the PER when we apply for funding to do the actual repair (permanent) of sewer lines.
Motion by Andrea Bradley and Seconded by Mike Turner to execute agreement and sign contract for $30,000.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

WWTP Supervisor Jeff Ranking stated the additional $30,000 would give us another 30% of line videoed, for a total of 70% viewed and filmed.
B. TAP Grant/Multi-Purpose Trail Resolution.  Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the grant is for $60,000 and the Town’s contribution will be 20%, which included in-house contributions.  Mr. Rolfe stated the Town will maintain the facility once it is built.  Councilor Roger Funkhouser asked what the timeframe is on the grant.  Mr. Rolfe stated the grant will be submitted November 1, 2014, will have an answer by February 1, 2015, and would go to construction by summer of 2015.  Mr. Rolfe stated a possible phase two (2) could be to extend the trail to the boat landing.  Mr. Rolfe stated crossing Rt. 130 and continuing down Blue Ridge Road to the railroad tracks, then cutting thru the woods to the hiker shelter is the least intrusive route.
Motion by Jeremy Kilgore and Seconded by Mike Turner to adopt Resolution to apply for TAP grant for multi-purpose trail.

Carried unanimous voice vote.

Manager’s Report: 
A. Expense Report.  Acting Town Manager Bill Rolfe stated the report is showing the sewer fund is short but it is not, something was put in the wrong place.
B. Influent Pump Project.  Mr. Rolfe stated the pumps are supposed to be here mid-December and the project should be a quick one.
C. Water Project.  Mr. Rolfe stated the water project is on time and on budget.  Mr. Rolfe stated the contractors will probably not work this week due to bad weather being forecast.  Mr. Rolfe stated approximately 175 water meters have been installed (about 1/3 of project).  Mr. Rolfe stated he has written a letter to VDH regarding adding a water line to Blue Ridge Road.
D. CSPDC.  Mr. Rolfe stated the Town received a grant for small communities in Rockbridge County.  Mr. Rolfe stated he would like a committee of 5-7 people to identify major issues, concerns, plans for Glasgow.  Mr. Rolfe stated they would have one (1) meeting per month for one (1) year.  Mr. Rolfe stated there would be no cost to the Town.

E.  Lynchburg College.  Mr. Rolfe stated students from Lynchburg College are surveying small police departments with 1-5 employees in Virginia.  Mr. Rolfe stated he will be writing a cover letter which will be used by the students to send the survey to these police departments.  Mr. Rolfe stated as a participant, Glasgow will receive the information obtained from the surveys.
