Chief Angel Poole introduced Mr. Ellestad to Town Council.  Chief Poole stated she worked with Mr. Ellestad for many years when she was with the Lexington Police Department and Mr. Ellestad was the City Manager for Lexington.  
Mr. Ellestad stated he has spent forty (40) years working in government.  Mr. Ellestad stated he was the City Manager for Lexington for twenty-four (24) years.  Mr. Ellestad stated he worked as Interim Town Manager for Buchanan beginning in December 2017 for approximately 5 ½ months until they found a new Town Manager.  Mr. Ellestad stated he is familiar with Central Planning District Planning Commission (CSPDC) and all local governments in Rockbridge County and north toward Harrisonburg.  Mr. Ellestad stated he knows the computer basics but does not do websites, etc.  Mr. Ellestad stated one of the reasons he retired is because he is not a tech person.    Mr. Ellestad stated he has talked to Bill Rolfe about the Town’s grants they have right now.  Councilor Monica Dock asked if he has certain days or certain hours he will work.  Mr. Ellestad stated he thinks he can do 25 hours a week, maybe 30 hours sometimes.  Mr. Ellestad stated he is very involved in volunteer work and is on Boards and has commitments to that work and meetings that he cannot miss.  Councilor Dock stated Council needs someone to tell them the progress of the grants and to oversee those projects.  Chris Flint with Public Works stated there is a construction meeting being held tomorrow, September 5, 2018 at 1:00 PM at the Library for the sewer rehab project.  Mr. Flint stated everything is on track.  Mr. Flint stated CHA is the primary engineer on the project.
Councilor Greg Hartbarger asked Mr. Ellestad what are his salary requirements.  Mr. Ellestad stated Buchanan paid him $35/hour.  Councilor Sonny Williams asked if Mr. Ellestad can give Council a schedule when he can work.  Mr. Ellestad stated for September he can give Council and Town staff a week at a time as he already has commitments for the month.  Mr. Ellestad asked Town Council if they are interested in him bridging the gap for the Town of Glasgow working on specific on-going projects or as an Interim Town Manager.  Councilor Hartbarger stated Council will discuss it and decide.  Mr. Ellestad stated he would like to attend the construction meeting being held tomorrow.  Councilor Dock stated the Town needs to have someone with authority to oversee the projects and grants that are going on right now, and also need someone in the office if someone wants to speak to the Interim Town Manager.  Councilor Dock asked Mr. Flint to make a list of big things coming up that Mr. Ellestad would be needed to be here for.
Council thanked Mr. Ellestad for coming to talk to them and for offering his services to the Town of Glasgow.
