Monday, November 9, 2026  - USA/ROME
 Check in at the airport for your flight to Rome.

Tuesday, November 10th ROME / ASSISI
Arrival at the airport and collect your luggage, clear passport 
control and customs.  Travel to Assisi. Stop for lunch on your 
own in route. Stop in lower Assisi to explore the Mary Queen of 
the Angels church and see the most sacred little chapel of the 
Porziuncola. Of all the places St. Francis stayed, this is the most 
connected with his holy life. Celebrate MASS. Continue to Upper 
Assisi to the hotel and check in. DINNER in the hotel.  

Wednesday, November 11th ASSISI  
BREAKFAST, then at walk to the Basilica of St. Clare. MASS at 
the Basilica of St. Clare and see her relics. See also the painted 
crucifix where young St. Francis was in prayer and our Lord spoke 
from this crucifix saying “Go, Francis, and repair my home, as you 
see it is falling into ruin”.  Your local GUIDE Will explain more about 
the Basilica. Walk with your local guide to enjoy a visit to San 
Rufina where St. Francis and St. Clare were baptized. Continue to 
the Basilica of St. Francis for a visit of the Basilica. Visit the Tomb 
of St. Carlo Acutis. Enjoy lunch on your own and then the balance 
of the day is free to explore the charming hilltop city. Dinner will be 
on your own. 

Thursday, November 12th  ASSISI / LA VER-
NA / SIENA
Check out of hotel BREAKFAST at the hotel and then walk to the 
Basilica of St. Francis to celebrate MASS at the Chapel of Peace 

Depart by bus for the Sanctuary of La Verna. This is the place 
where it’s believed that Saint Francis received the stigmata. The 
monastic complex includes the monastery, church, museum, 
chapels and the cave that was his cell, arrive and enjoy lunch on 
your own and some free time. Visit the monastery complex. Join in 
the procession and prayers, if available. Depart for Siena   
Check in to hotel. DINNER will be in your hotel

Friday, November 13th SIENA 
BREAKFAST at your Hotel. Travel to the Basilica of St. Dominic / 
St. Catherine where Christ appeared with his Blessed Mother and 
the whole court of heaven and handed Catherine a mystical ring 
as a sign of the espousal union. The incorrupt head of St Catherine 
is also here. Visit the sanctuary of St. Catherine and the Siena 
Cathedral. Continue to the Piazza del Campo and enjoy lunch on 
your own. Celebrate MASS at the Basilica of St. Francis, the site of 
a Eucharistic Miracle. The “miraculous” hosts, physically incorrupt 
and chemically pure are kept here. There may be an opportunity to 
view these hosts. Return to your hotel. DINNER will be in the hotel.

Saturday, November 14th  
SIENA / FLORENCE
BREAKFAST at your Hotel Depart for Florence Meet your GUIDE for 
a tour of the Academy Gallery, see the famous statue of “David”, 
visit the Duomo of Santa Maria Del Fiore with the dome decorated 
with an immense Fresco of “The Last Judgment” and the church 
of Santa Croce and celebrate MASS. Time for shopping. 

Return to Hotel 

Sunday, November 15th SIENA / ORVI-
ETO / ROME
BREAKFAST and check out  Visit the Abbey of Saint Antimo 
(near Montelcino) one of the most beautiful Romanesque 
churches in Italy.  Depart for Orvieto Arrive in Orvieto and 
enjoy lunch on your own.  Celebrate MASS in the Cathedral. 
The site where the corporal from the Eucharistic Miracle that 
happened in nearby Bolsena is kept. Continue to Rome and 
check in.  DINNER at a local Restaurant

Monday, November 16th ROME
BREAKFAST and depart by bus this morning and meet your 
GUIDE to take a walking tour visiting the Pantheon, the 
church of Saint Mary above Minerva, Piazza Navona and 
the church of St. Agnes and St. Augustin where St. Agnes 
was martyred in the ancient stadium of Domitian. Lunch on 
your own. Board your coach to continue the tour including 
St. Mary Major, (one of the oldest shrines dedicated to the 
Blessed Virgin which contains a relic from the Manger of 
infant Jesus) St. John Lateran, Holy Steps (Scala Santa) and 
the Church of the Holy Cross in Jerusalem. Celebrate MASS 
at the Tomb of St Monica. Return to the hotel and Dinner is 
on your own this evening.

Tuesday, November 17th ROME
BREAKFAST and then depart to visit the Catacombs and 
celebrate MASS, Have lunch on your own. Depart by bus for 
a tour of St Peter in Chains and afterwards visit the church 
of St. Paul Outside the Walls. Walk to DINNER at a local 
Restaurant

Wednesday, November 18th ROME 
BREAKFAST Then Travel to St Peters Square for the Weekly 
Papal Audience. Take the afternoon to explore Rome on your 
own. Dinner at the Hotel

Thursday, November 19th ROME
BREAKFAST, depart to celebrate MASS in St. Peter’s Basilica 
at the Chapel of the Blessed Virgin of the Childbirth.  
Afterwards free time to visit the Vatican area and shops. 
Lunch on your own. Meet to walk to the entrance of 
the Vatican Museum. Meet your GUIDE to tour Vatican 
Museum, the Sistine Chapel and St. Peter’s Basilica and 
see Michelangelo’s masterpiece, the Pieta, and many other 
masterpieces. Those not wanting to go to the museum will 
have the afternoon free. Depart by bus from the hotel this 
evening for a special FAREWELL DINNER.
