Meeting Minutes for May 15, 2024
In attendance were Board Members Jennifer Ritchie, Suhasini Goud and Colleen Lunn, as well as Property Manager Megan Judson.
Suhasini motioned to open the meeting at 6:36 pm, Jenn seconded.
The first topic was a request from a homeowner for the HOA to pay to resolve a drainage issue in the backyard. The Board reviewed the request and quote. After discussion, the Board determined that this was a maintenance issue within the backyard and that as a result, it would fall on the homeowner to pay for the work.
The second topic was driveway inspections. Megan presented the information that was collected regarding issues with driveways in the neighborhood. The Board reviewed the information and asked Megan to begin getting quotes.
Megan provided a landscaping update. Nick’s still hasn’t completed her work list. They did ask if the Board would like them to trim all the arbs in the property and quoted a price of $5,000. The Board discussed it. They would approve the trim, but only at the best time for the arbs to be trimmed, and they want him to trim the trees as well. Motion was made and seconded.
Megan noted that the Board may want to consider planting additional pine trees along 75W to enhance that area. The Board would like her to get quotes for this from companies other than Nick’s.
Megan shared a quote for repainting the address numbers on the driveways. The Board asked this to be tabled and placed in future projects.
Colleen presented a concern she had regarding the playground installed on the grounds owned by the Master Association. She shared a story from a neighbor associated with the playground. It was determined that since this was property owned by the Master Association, any concerns should be handled by the Master, and since Village Pines had no input or involvement in determining what was to be done on that land, Village Pines isn’t able to explain why certain decisions were made.
Megan presented a bill from bank-a-count for $48.69. Motion was made to approve, seconded, and all were in favor.
Colleen motioned to close the meeting at 7:15 PM, Jenn seconded and all were in favor.
