Psalm 46:1-2 God is our refuge and strength, A very present help in trouble. Therefore we will not fear,
Even though the earth be removed, And though the mountains be carried into the midst of the sea.

Psalm 56:4 In God (I will praise His word), In God | have put my trust; I will not fear. What can flesh do to me?
Psalm 64:1 Hear my voice, O God, in my meditation; Preserve my life from fear of the enemy.

Psalm 118:6 The Lord is on my side; I will not fear. What can man do to me?

Romans 8:15 For you did not receive the spirit of bondage again to fear, but you received the Spirit of adoption
by whom we cry out, “Abba, Father.”

2 Timothy 1:7 For God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind.
Hebrews 2:15...those who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.

Hebrews 11:27 By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king; for he endured as seeing Him who
is invisible.

Hebrews 13:6 So we may boldly say: “The Lord is my helper; I will not fear. What can man do to me?”

1 John 4:18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves torment. But he who
fears has not been made perfect in love.
