The way to
become creative is to produce a lot. The way to produce a lot is to give ourselves
permission to create junk.

So don’t be afraid to share some of your “junk” at a future show-and-tell,
especially if your experimentation results in a new technique, method or
combination of materials. And remember to have fun!
