	T1 will walk around the room, checking visually for understanding, and passing out graph paper for upcoming groups. She will also put a colored post-it on each student’s desk to indicate if they’ll be in the blue or yellow group. (Yellow = visual/auditory; Blue = kinesthetic/tactile)

After T2 has demonstrated how to use graph paper to determine fractions, T1 will ask students to get in their groups. T1 will take the yellow group to practice taking problems and converting fractions to decimals using graph paper. Answers will result in patterns on graph paper.
	T2 will demonstrate fractions from a grid paper on the overhead. She will model the connection of fractions as they relate to decimals. For example:

15/100 can be read as 15(100) or 0.15.

T2 will take the blue group to practice taking problems and converting fractions to decimals using graph paper. T2’s group (mainly kinesthetic learners) will also use Wikki Stix to group and algebra tiles to count if needed.
