	Teacher 1 and Teacher 2 will show a grid 10x10 (will shade in 3 examples with different colors) on overhead, write as decimals

	Teacher 1 and Teacher 2 will divide students into 2 groups.

Teacher 1 will take group 1 to the left side of the class and will go over what percent means, using the board and examples. Go over the model of the examples and explain that to change a decimal to a percent (e.g., you move decimal two places to the right and add the % symbol). 

Teacher 1will share a flow chart of the steps involved in changing decimal to percent on the board with Group 1.


	Teacher 2 will take group 2  to the left side of the class and will go over what percent means, using manipulatives 

Teacher 2 will share a flow chart of the steps involved in changing decimal to percent on the overhead with Group 2.
	Give an enlarged copy of a flow chart to Jason, and Claudia.

Re-teach the lesson to Victoria, Ashley, and  Kimberly if necessary

Group 1 will be comprised of students who are primarily visual/ auditory learners. Group 2 will be comprised of students who are primarily kinesthetic/ tactile learners. Groups are easily created in CTSS Co-Teachers’ Toolbox (coteachsolutions.com)
