	Students will return to their seats.

If the student solves the problem correctly, Teacher 1 will write a tally mark on the board. If the student answers incorrectly, she will draw a part of the “bear on a chair” on the board. Challenge the class to earn ten tally marks before you’re able to complete the drawing.
	Teacher 2 will play “Bear on a Chair” (like Hangman but more kid-friendly) on the board using subtraction problems that require regrouping. Ask a student volunteer to come to the board to solve the problem.. If the student solves the problem correctly write a tally mark on the board. If the student answers incorrectly, draw a part of the hangman on the board. Challenge the class to earn ten tally marks before you complete the hangman drawing.
	Re-teach 2-digit subtraction w/regrouping to Judy, Kimberly, and Steven if necessary.

Go over the rules of “Bear in a Chair” (like Hangman) to the whole class.
