	Tell students to place their hands with their palms together and quickly rub them back and forth. Ask students to describe what happens to their hands, then confirm that heat is generated.

	Divide students into 2 groups. Teacher 1 will stay in the room.

Teacher I will explain that there are two main sources of heat: natural and man-made. Natural sources include sunshine, volcanoes, and lightning. Man-made sources include heat caused by friction such as rubbing hands, striking a match, running a car engine, etc).

Have students brainstorm other examples of the 2 main sources of heat on board: natural and man-made, and record their answers on board.
	Teacher 2 will take students to the class next door.

Teacher 2 will do the same with her group.

Group 2’s brainstormed examples are written on overhead transparency so they can be brought back to the room when groups reconvene.


	Make sure that the classroom next door is available.

Have visuals available to show differences of kinds of heat. Bring in a match, a battery-powered flashlight and a solar-powered calculator.

	Brain break for group 1.

Ask students to take out a paper and divide into a half. First half is titled “natural sources” and second half is titled “man-made”. Then have students write down the list of sources that both groups came up with.
