	Teacher 1 will pass out story starters to group 1 and group 2. Group 1 will write a descriptive paragraph about themselves. Group 2 will write a descriptive paragraph about a family member.

Teacher 1 will monitor

Group 1 and Group 2 and ring the bell every 5 minutes for the students to move to the next station. Students will go to all 4 stations.

Give directions to return to seats and give direction to use thesaurus to come up with new and improved words.


	Teacher 2 will pass out story starters for group 3 and group 4. Group 3 will write a descriptive paragraph about their best friend. And, group 4 will write about a place where they went on a vacation.

Teacher 2 will monitor Group 3 and Group 4

and ring the bell every 5 minutes for the students to move to the next station. Students will go to all 4 stations.

Help students move back to seats quickly and orderly.


	Remind students that they need to use descriptive words make their paragraphs realistic.

Each student needs to have a thesaurus.

Make sure every story starter has at least 3-5 sentences.

Include at least 5 descriptive words in every story starter (more for Sam).

For the students who finish early, have an opportunity to expand their paragraphs to include more challenging vocabulary.
