	AFTER clarifying the limitations of what can and cannot be said, and ask students to name any words which are considered harsh, or “not nice” things to say about another person (a general person, not someone specific)
	Take roll

Put some of these words on the board

Walk around, make sure everyone stays on task
	Explain the word “euphemism” to Ryan and Stacy the day before 

Talk to Brandon and Sven about what they cannot say when asked for “not nice” things in advance

	Divide students into 2 groups.

With half the class, ask the students to pretend the person’s best friend was listening to the conversation. How could each word be changed to a nicer synonym.  (Ex:stupid- slow to catch on, fat- heavy, slob- relaxed about appearance). Discussion.

Switch groups and repeat. 
	Write euphemism on the overhead with YOO-FA-MIZZUM directly under it. Students tell definition and teacher writes it. They can copy this information on notebook paper.
