	Teacher 1 will survey students about eye color. Use wall chart to create graph.

Teacher 1will review continents and have water samples available to view (e.g., clear, murky)


	Teacher 2 will use wall chart to create graph of eye color data to model a histogram.

Teacher 2 will provide students with data concerning countries that provide drinking water for their people groups (by continent)


	Continent review using fill in map to provide background for students having difficulty.

Students will be grouped to lesson by continents.

Whichever teacher is not talking will write all continent notes on the Smart board.

	Students will be assigned to groups by continents. Each group must create graph of data for its continent. Group must decide on type of graph and how data will be grouped.
	Both teachers will circulate among groups to encourage and facilitate. Teachers will give groups “cooperative learning roles” to ensure parity among students (e.g., reporter, facilitator, timer)
	Be sure groups decide on the basic criteria so there will be enough time for graphing.

Make sure strongest and weakest students are mixed equally in groups.
