	Have students answer Bell ringer (warmup) on adding integers

Introduce calculator number line program

Teacher 1 will do additional examples of subtracting integers on the overhead calculator to facilitate discussion and model subtracting integers. 
	Take roll

Walk around & check work, while passing out calculators
Lead students in discovery of subtracting integers using NUMLINE program on TI-73 calculator. Have 5 or 6 sample problems on the board for students to type into their calculators and look for observations. This will enable some higher functioning students to make observations while getting all students comfortable with calculator.

	Divide students in two equal  groups by learning styles.

 Teacher 1 will take the Visual/Auditory group and will demonstrate a number line to visualize subtracting integers. Hand out individual number lines for each student in the group. Students  will be moving their finger on their individual number lines, while teacher (or a student) moves a token on a numberline on the overhead. Each part of the problem will be described orally while demonstrated visually
	Teacher 2 will take the Kinesthetic/Tactile group and will demonstrate a number line to visualize subtracting integers. Hand out individual number lines for each student in the group (same as in other group). Demonstrate subtracting integers using a student physically moving on the number line. While the student is moving on the number line, other students will be moving their finger on their individual number lines. Teacher will ensure that each student gets a chance to “be moved” on the physical number line.
	Jonny and Suzy may use calculators as needed

Hand out half-sheet example at each station of simple subtracting integers problems.

Change stations after 10 minutes so that students can get a reinforcement of lesson in their less preferred modality.
