	Take roll

Review Bellringer

Have index cards with the names of the layers of atmosphere ready to be placed on the poster. Call on students with special needs first (Teacher 2 helped to  identify for the task).

Pass out diagram on the Earth and its atmosphere. Instruct the class to fill it in as the index cards are placed on the poster.
	Use proximity control to make sure that the children are on task and completing the bellringer. 

Pick a couple of students who are willing to put up the first couple of index cards labeling the lower layers of atmosphere.

Produce a poster including the Earth and the layers of atmosphere. Label them aloud with the students.
