	Teacher 1 will pass out a synopsis of the 3 branches and vocabulary to all the students.

Each group will be given a handout, and a piece of poster paper with one of the branches of government written on top. In addition, each group will be given a small drawing paper.  Both teachers will instruct students that they are to read their handouts together, which gives a more specific description of their particular branch of government. 


	Teacher 2 will lead a short power point presentation for the whole class. It will include visual aides and music. 

Teacher 1 will be monitoring groups # 1-3.

Teacher 2 will be monitoring groups # 4-6.

Students will be instructed to put down as much information as they can about their particular branch without using any words. They are allowed to draw symbols & pictures to do all of the explanations. This will be done on their poster board paper, then duplicated on the small drawing paper given to them.
