If, within those 48 business hours, the puppy is determined to have a life‑threatening defect, the buyer may return the puppy within 5 days of the purchase date, at the buyer’s expense, for:

· A replacement puppy of equal or lesser value
· Replacement will be of the same coat color and gender, as availability permits

*Note: If a health concern is identified before pickup, the buyer will be notified and given the option to proceed or decline ownership after discussing options with the breeder.

Dal‑Rhe Golden Retrievers is dedicated to improving the health, temperament, and structure of the Golden Retriever breed through ethical breeding and comprehensive genetic testing. All breeding dogs hold OFA‑recognized health clearances.
Each puppy is sold with a Limited 2‑Year Genetic Health Guarantee, which covers documented congenital or hereditary defects diagnosed within the applicable warranty periods outlined below.

· Must be confirmed by an ACVO‑board‑certified canine ophthalmologist
· Diagnosis must occur before 12 months of age
Heart
· Diagnosis of a hereditary heart defect by a DACVIM‑board‑certified canine cardiologist

· Selection of one remedy constitutes a full and final settlement of all claims related to the covered condition.
