Men’s Accessories:

These are things carried or worn based on the major garment to compliment and complete the overall appearance. This could
be umbrellas, canes, glasses, binoculars, cameras, watches, cufflinks, pipes, pocket knives, flasks, wallets, luggage, and sports
equipment such as golf clubs or tennis rackets. Men often carried an umbrella or a walking cane. Watches were worn with
any outfit. Wrist watches were worn and pocket watches were also popular. They could be attached to a simple chain or a fan-
cy fob. Eye glasses and binoculars for men looked much the same as for the ladies. Cuff links could be snap apart or have
chains or bars between the front and back Smoking products were often carried and pipes were popular. Flasks might be
found in pockets!
