Orchids Were A 
Scream Twenty-twenty 
Boo!       That was the name 

of the Eastern Iowa Orchid 
Society’s winning exhibit at 
our just completed orchid 
show. And what a show it 
was!  We had 450+ entries for 
judging from 19 exhibits with 
attending orchid societies 
from Minnesota, Wisconsin, 
Illinois, Missouri, and Iowa - 
Nine in all.  The American 
Orchid Society judges gave 13 
AOS awards - a show record.  

Enjoy this newsletter which 
attempts to highlight the 
show from ‘top to bottom!’ 
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Orchids are a scream, 2022:  show review 

EIOS’ exhibit: A 100 sq ft ‘in the round’ 
display of 75 plants from 18 members re-
ceived 56 ribbons including 2 Best of Class 
and 2 AOS awards plus the Show Trophy 
and a Silver Certificate (86 points) for the  
best display in the 

show. Jon & Joan Lorene's Van-
da Jairak Pink ‘Nancy’s De-
light’ AM 83 pts (left) and Mar-
cia Whitmore’s Bulbophyllum 
cocoinum ‘Lyric’ CCE 90 pts 
for culture (right) were two AOS 
awards. Marcia also won the 
‘Grand Screamer’ for the Best 
Plant in the Show!  Phal. OX 
Honey ‘Iowa’ AM of Robert 

Bannister received Best of Class for all Phalaenopsis in show; his second year for the 

award! Competition was tough! 
EIOS edged the Illinois Orchid Society 
Display (left) by one point in show trophy 
voting and by 9 votes for the ‘Peoples 
Choice Award’. In recognition of excel-
lence for their display, judges issued two 
Silver Certificates - one for each exhibit. 
Congratulations to our sister society for 
the friendly competition but beware of 
their spider on guard! They received Best 
of Class Cattleyas, and Dendrobiums 

Spooktacular for the Best Thematic 
Display  went to the ‘balding’ skull  present-

ed by the Orchid Growers Guild of Madison 
Wisconsin. (right) Our club plans to attend 
their show the first weekend in February, 2023 
in Madison, Wisconsin. It is always a fun show 
and is close by. All are encouraged to attend.

the Reserve Grand Screamer for the second best 
plant in the show  and a CCM for culture. (right)

Our guests from The Orchid 
Society of Greater Kansas City set a lovely exhibit (right be-
low) and two of their members, Rae Ann and Cindy Meyer,  
brought a collectable table setting dis-
play (below). Their counter-cross 
stitch Phalaenopsis won Best of Class! 
We encourage displaying  orchid 
crafts and collectables. They are divid-

ed by, made by the ex-
hibitor  and collected by 
the exhibitor.

Jean Snyder  displayed their photographic and composition skills 
- pictures, calendar, cards - What Fun! (right)

Vendor exhibits from left 
to right below were from Natt’s 
Orchids (also won Best of Class 
Lycaste, Anything Orchids 
happy witch and ghosts and Fri-
day Embroidery, wonderful 

artificial orchids.  She won Best of Class for Arts and Collectables. 
Marcia Whitmore shared her wonderful paintings and sold an origi-
nal! Dorothy Hampton  presented an amazing Fall  Orchid Quilt and 
Don and Phyllis White’s son-in-law presented etched orchid art.
