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We’re Back -  September EIOS meeting at Shueyville Church

early 2020. We discussed and decided to proceed with our upcoming EIOS show ‘Orchids Are A Scream Re-
turns!’ We likely will have a smaller show than in the past and we will observe and encourage proper Covid pre-
cautions. Everyone in attendance  at the meeting received a free orchid for confirming their membership. Nice 
show and tell plants were enjoyed by all.

a look back at our last seven shows.  

Our first show was Oct. 2012 at the 
Horticultural Hall lobby at Kirkwood 
College. Our display took the Show 
Trophy and Kris Sigsbee’ pictorial of 

Rochester Cemetery Orchids, a Best of Class. 
Phyllis White did a class on corsages and Dor-
othy Hampton and Andy Coghill-Behrends 
displayed crafts.  

In 2013 - we moved the show to Noelridge 
Greenhouse and even helped Noelridge with 
their own display, (below). Plenty of room for 
setup and natural foliage backdrops. Our ex-
hibit again won the show trophy.            

We repeated the 3rd EIOS Show and Sale at 
Noelridge, October of 2014 and again took 
the show trophy. This was the first year Doro-
thy Hampton exhibited her quilt and received 
an Artistic Certificate from the AOS. Jon 
Lorence did yeoman’s work categorizing the 
entries for the show. We had clubs exhibit 
from Minnesota, Wisconsin, Illinois, Kansas 
and of course Iowa. We continued to have 
craft displays including Marcia Whitmore’s 
paintings. 
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Vignettes Continued 
October 2015 again saw our show at Noelridge Greenhouse with anoth-
er EIOS show trophy exhibit. The Illowa Orchid club from the Quad 
Cities has been an exhibitor at our shows since the beginning. Deno, 
Jackie, and Pat pictured with their display. Bill Englert showed a Bonsai 
table. Lois Dusdieker showed her Cypripedium acaule quilt and photos.  

Our 5th EIOS show was held at Noelridge 
and our friends from the Batavia Orchid 
Society wanted a different backdrop; so, 
we provided an archway for them and they 
walked away with the show trophy. They 
also have been to every one  of our shows.  
EIOS display featured several ‘blue’ cattle-

yas and Nile did a number of 
crosses, some of which are just 
now in 2021 getting ready to 
bloom - wait and see!  2017 was 
our first disaster. We had to 
cancel the show in early October 
on short notice due to unsafe 
conditions at Noelridge. That 
prompted us to look for a new 
venue. Our 2018 and 2019 shows 
were held at the Elks Club Hall in 
Cedar Rapids and we decided on 
‘Orchids Are A Scream! Participants all bought into the Halloween 
theme. Moving the show back a couple weeks also brought some new 
varieties in bloom. Our 2018 show trophy exhibit was one of our first 
exhibits-in-the-round; to be viewed from all sides. In 2019 we did a larg-
er ‘round’ and won a Silver Certificate, AOS special quality award. 
WELL, we all know what happened in 2020; locked down and locked 
out, but our orchids continued to grow.  This year ‘Orchids Are A 
Scream Returns! With careful covid precautions we hope the show will 
be a success. The Elks Hall is a large space where we can spread out. We 
have 4 vendors coming with plants and crafts for sale. So far, we have

What do these two late summer blooming bifoliate cattleyas have 
in common? 

1- both crosses were made and registered by Hausermanns in the early 
1990s. 

2- they both have C. Interglossa (amethystoglossa x intermedia) as one parent 

3- they both have C. guttata in the pedigree 

 

The only problem I have is that I can’t seem          

to  grow either  of these parents but can                  

bloom the offspring above on a yearly basis.  

This is called ‘hybrid vigor!  Nile D
