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CHAPTER 3
WHITE MAGIC AND BLACK MAGIC

There are seven truths, seven sublime lords and seven secrets...

The secret of the abyssis one of the seven great unutterable secrets...

Abaddon is the angdl of the abyss. He wears a black tunic and a red cap, like those worn
by the Dugpas and Bhons from the orienta Tibet and from the regions of Skkim and
Bhutan, aso as worn by the black magicians from the dtar of Mathra (pronounced
Mazra by the Rosicrucian school A.M.O.R.C. from Cdifornia).

The Intimate is our Divine Spirit, our Red Being, our Internd Angel.

The Guardian of the Threshold isthe internal depth of our animal ‘1.

The Intimate is the ardent flame of Horeb. In accordance with Moses, the Intimate is the
Ruach Elohim who was sowing the waters in the beginning of the world. He & the Sun
King, our Divine Monad, the Alter Ego of Cicerone.

The Guardian of the Threshold is our Satan...our internal beast, the source of al of our
anima passions and bruta appetites...

The Red Being of the Theurgig is the Intimate. The superior ‘I’ of the Necromancer is
the Guardian of the Threshold.

The powers of the Intimate are divine. The powers of the Guardian of the Threshold are
diabolic. The Theurgig worships the Intimate. The Necromancer worships the Guardian
of the Threshold.

The Theurgist avals himsdf with the power of his Intimate in order to peform his greet
works of practicd magic. The Necromancer worships the Guardian of the Threshold for
hisworks of black magic.

We have arrived at the omnipotent empire of high and low magic.

The Adrd Light is the baitlefidd between white and black magicians. The Adrd Light is
the clue of dl empires and the key of dl powers. It is the great universa agent of life. All
the columns of angdls and demons live within the Agtrd Light...

In order to atain Theurgy one firsly needs to be an Alchemid, and it is impossble to be
an Alchemist without a spouse.

‘VIT.RI.OL. is one of the clues of the Gnodic Alchemis. The word dgnifies
“Visitam Interiorem Terre Rectificatum Invenias Ocultum Lapidum.” “Vigt the interior
of the earth, which through rectifying you will find the occult sone.”

The due is found within the flexible and mdledble liquid glass.. This liquid glass is the
semen. Therefore, we have to snk oursdves within our own organic laboratory to
increese, to rectify our liquid glass, with the god of heroicdly expanding the
philosophical stone, the force of Nous, the Immorta Logos, the Solar Snake, which
degps with slent inquietude within the bottom of our ark.
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The woman is the vestd of the temple. The vedta is the one who ignites the sacred fire of
triple incandescence.

The dixir of long life is the potable gold, and that potable gold is the semen... The secret
is to sexudly connect onesdf with the priestess wife and withdraw from her without
spilling the semen.

Each letter requires a complete inhdation into our lungs. One completely fills his lungs
and vocdizes the fird vowd, then one completdy fills his lungs agan and pronounces
the second vowel, and likewise the third.

This must be peformed mentaly in cases when the prietess wife is not prepared, in
order to avoid wrong interpretations from her behalf.

The Kunddini awakens with this cdue. We findly atain the mariage of Nous, and we
conquer the beautiful Helen, the one for whom al the illustrious warriors of ancient Troy
fought for.

The beautiful Heen is the igneous mind of the soul who is dready betrothed to her
eterna beloved, to her Intimate.

The beautiful Helen is the ardent mind of the Theurgid. The Theurgig tranamutes the
lead into red and permanent gold... The Theurgist grasps the sword and as a King of
Nature, he resurrects the dead, heds the blind, the crippled and pardytics... He unleashes
the hurricanes and heroically walks through the fiery gardens of Nature.

What inductive or deductive logic serves as a foundation for the Neoplatonic Plotinus and
Porphirius in order to combat the phenomenon of Theurgy?

All of the infinite existences of the universe are children of the phenomenon of Theurgy...
There exigs an enormous difference between the mirror of Theurgy and the mirror of
Necromancy. Themirror of Eleussis different than the mirror of Sodom.

The mirror of the school of Sodom is Necromancy and black magic. The mirror of the
myseries of Eleussis pure and divine Theurgy.

The Initigte of Eleuss while in the date of Manteia (ecstasy), was pronouncing the
sacred syllable. Then, the Initial€'s Intimate was gppearing with light and beauty within
the resplendent mirror... Many times the Initiate was provoking the state of Manteia when
drinking from the chdice of Soma. He was thus transported into the ineffable pleroma of
love.

The Necromancer of the school of Sodom begs the Guardian of the Threshold to appear
in the mirror. Once the vison appears, the candidate becomes a dave of the Guardian of
the Threshold and is converted into a black magician.

The ritud of fird degree of the school of Sodom is the most mondrous crime ever
committed againg humanity. While saring in the mirror, the disciple invokes the monger
of the threshold with these following questions that he asks to himsdif:

1 - Do you want to know the mystery of your being?

2 - Would you like to know the terror of the Threshold?

3 - Would you ligten to the voice that answers?

4 - Did you ever hear the consciousness?

5 - Do you know that the consciousness is the internd voice that speaks when it has an
opportunity to do so?

6 - Would you give the consciousness the freedom of spesking to you?
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7 - Do you know that the consciousness is your guardian and therefore the guardian of
this Sanctum?

8 - And do you know that this sacred guardian will dways be present in this sanctum in
order to guide you and protect you?

These questions are asked by the naive disciple, and after reciting some other paragraphs
of black magic before the mirror, he says “Before my brethren and lords and in the
presence of the guardian of the Sanctum, | declare that | have approached the terror of the
Threshold and that | do not have terror for my soul. Now | am a dweller of the Threshold,
| have been purified and | have commanded my true ‘I’ (the Guardian of the Threshold)
to exercise dominion over my physical body and mind.”

This is how the naive distiple remains converted into a black magician, into a dave of the
Guardian of the Threshold and of the darkness.

This ritud of black magic, adapted for this XX century, is very ancient. Bedzebub started
his horrible career as a demon after having performed it in ancient Arcadia. In 1387, with
just reason, the Tibetan reformer Tsong-Ka-Pa cast every book of Necromancy that he
found into flames. As a result, some discontert Lamas formed an dliance with the
aborigind Bhons, and today they form a powerful sect of black magic in the regions of
Sikkin, Bhutan and Nepad, submitting themsaves to the most abominable black rites.
Jamblichus, the great Theurgigt said: “ Theurgy unites ourselves more strongly with divine
nature. This nature is engendered by itself and acts in accordance with its own powers. It
isintelligent and sustains everything, it is the ornament of the universe, and invites us to
the intelligent truth, to perfection and to share this perfection with others. It unites us so
intimately to all the creative acts of the Gods, in proportion to the capacity of each one of
us. After accomplishing these sacred rites, the soul is consolidated within the actions of
the intelligence of the Gods, until identifying itself with them. Thus it is absorbed by the
primeval and divine Essence. Such is the object of the sacred initiations of the
Egyptians.”

Firdly, one becomes an Alchemid, then a Magician and findly a Theurgis. We awaken
the snake and become Theurgists by practicing sexud magic. The whole secret resides in
learning how to sexudly connect ourseves with our spouse and to withdraw without
spilling the semen (reaching the orgasm).

Andramdeck, the wedthy and pompous black magician of China, says that the human
being is an angd, therefore, he does not need to suffer. He dways advises his friends to
enter into the aristocracy, to dress like princes and to collect alot of money.

The black K. H., when taking aout socid maters, says that his disciples must be
triumphant, and that the disciple who is not triumphant cannot be his disciple.

The black magicians love fornication and in order to judtify themsdlves, they say such is a
divine rdaionship.

The black magicians greatly know tha the souls who move away from ther Intimates
eventudly disntegrate themsdlves into the abyss. This is why a spokesman from the
teachings of the brothers of the tenebrous caverns says that the soul is just a vesture and
that it must be digntegrated, because they only have interest in their “Red Being” and
that they long for the condruction of ther hiding place in the absolute. This is the
dangerous mysticism of black magic.

Any neophyte in occult science will easly fdl into this philosophy of a terribly mdignant
and seductive beauty...

The black magicians hate the Chrig...and they consder him an evil personage. They say
that the Lord Christ was not an Initiate, because no Initiate dlows himsdf to be killed...
With this philosophy of darkness is how the black magicians eaborate ther mysticiam,
and filled with rgoicing, they drink, cohabit and enjoy themsdves.. They assg in ther
great fedtivities and ddectably dance in their degant hdls while enjoying and laughing in
the arms of fornication...

The black path is easy and open. So, Beelzebub, the handsome and smpatico @lant of
ancient Arcadia was oriented in this easy and happy path...

“...Srait is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leadeth unto light, and few there be
that find it (the path which leads unto light is filled with caltrops and thorns). Many are
called and few are chosen.” (Matthew 7: 13).

Therefore, the mgority of souls in our terrestria evolution are lost. The black path, filled
with vices and pleasures, was the easer and more accessible path for dl of them.

The human evolution has faled! Only a hendful of souls will be united with their
Intimate and will enter into the angdica kingdom.

The mgority of human souls will disntegrae themsdves into the abyss throughout the
centuries and eons, within the exterior darkness and the weeping and gnashing of teeth.

Chrig, the divine Redeemer of the world, came in order to publicly open the Initiatic path
for dl of humanity.

The whole Via Cruss of the divine Rabbi of Gdilee is the path of the Initiation that the
Initiate must walk on to go towards the Golgotha of “High Initigtion”. Once there, the
soul is united with its Intimate and immortdizes itsdf and reaches the ineffable souls of
pleroma.

The lethargy of impenetrable centuries weigh upon the august and sacred myderies. The
Verb made flesh les in the bottom of our sacred ark, awaiting for the supreme moment of
our resurrection.

THE STAFF OF THE PATRIARCHS

Bedzebub, each time more anxious for wisdom, was fathfully and sncerdy
accomplishing dl of the commands, which his Sniger ingructor was giving to him.

He knew the course of his semind currents and he awoke his Kunddini negatively
through the procedures of fornication and concentration, as taught by Necromancy.

The twilight of the cosmic night was extending the vevet of its myderious wings over
the profound valeys and over the enormous and gigantic mountains of ancient Arcadia
The corpulent, millenarian trees, the last offspring from unknown parents, had dready
sen thar autumn leaves fdling during meny long years, but now they seemed to
definitively wither in order to fdl into the aams of desth.

Our current human bodies were in those times resembling human phantoms and the
Intimates of our present humanity had aready received their more fine vesture.

Terrible earthquakes were shaking Arcadia and everywhere a breath of death was sensed.
From the enormous multitude of human beings, two types of creatures were the outcome:
Angels and demons.

The ancient beauty of Bedzebub, the handsome gdlant of Arcadia, had disappeared. His
body was covered with hair and he took on the resemblance of a gorilla. His eyes took on
the crimind and horrible aspect of a bull. His mouth became gigantic and presented as a
snout of a voracious beast with its horrible teeth. His head with an enormous mane, his
deformed and gigantic feet and hands gave him the aspect of a horrible, corpulent and
enigmatic mongter. This was Bedzebub, the enigmaic and handsome gdlant of ancient
Arcadia...

Was this the cup of wisdom from which he had wanted to drink from?

In order to reach such horrible mongtrosity, did he have to pass dl of those sacred
initigtions in the temple? Was this the nectar of science or the liquor of wisdom, which he
was longing for?

There was an old woodsman of the country,
who did not know how to read nor write.

He was watering the furrows with histears,
while feeling love for Wisdom.
His pale cheeks were smiling
when he inebriated himself with love and poetry.
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Wisdom, Wisdom, Wisdom,
how much thou burns me
exclaimed the agonizing elder
under the blonde stars.

Wisdom, liquor of Gods,
isa liquor which poisons,
thus, in a very hard way my spirit will come:
Terrible, oh God of mine, is this torture of waiting.

Wisdom, for thee, | raise my cup,
since | amtired of crying.
Wisdom, to thee | chant my strophes
and await within the roses,
the love that must come.

Wisdom, divine treasure,
Thou bums me with thy fire,
when | want to cry, | do not,

and if | do, Thou consoles me.

Thus, the Kunddini awakened in a negative way and converted Bedzebub into a
tenebrous potency of Nature.

During passonate fornication, the black magicians teke advantage of the moment of
semind gaculaion by means of mental concentration. This is done in order to exert the
ascenson of the vitdizing hormones that are segregated by the sexud glands, towards the
head. Then, with ther mind, they take the hormones into the heart, which then sends
them towards the fat toe of the right foot. This is how they awake ther Kunddini in a
negative way and they convert themsdves into a monster with seven heads, which the
Book of Revelation (Apocaypse) refersto.

There exig schools of black yoga in India, which ingtruct their disciples in that tenebrous
science. We can reduce dl of the profound studies of occultism into one synthess The
Serpent. If we spill the semen (reach the orgasm), then we convert oursaves into devils,
and if we do not spill it, we then convert oursaves into angels.

If the serpent ascends, then we are Gods, but, if the serpent descends, then the tail of the
Demon isformed in us, and we become demons.

The tall of the Demon (the Kundartiguador) is a prolongation of the astrd counterpart of
the coccyx and is the result of the movement of the serpent, downwards, towards the
earth.

The Kunddini is the Staff of the Petriarchs, the Rod of Aaron, the Reed of Brahma and
the scepter of the Gods.

The Gnogic Alchemis awakes the Kunddini through the practicing of sexud magic.
Thus, the Kunddini ascends through a conduct, which is in a cand cdled Sushumna
This igneous serpent is thick in those who have accumulated a lot of christonic substance
(semen), but, it isthin in those who have not stored alot of sexud energy.
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The postive awakening of the Kunddini is accompanied by a great fedtivity within the
temple.

Terible pain is produced in the coccyx. Afterwards, the serpentine fire opens its way
upwards, towards the head. The passng from one cannon into another is performed in
accordance with the morad merits of the disciple. These cannons are the vertebrae of the
spind column, they are dso cdled pyramids.

Any unworthy action takes the Kundaini of that disciple out from one or more cannons,
in accordance with the magnitude of the fault. There are 33 camnons that we must
conquer in order to reach the High Initiation, thet is, the union with the Intimate.

These 33 cannons belong to the 33" degree of Masonry. They relate aso to the 33 years
of the life of Christ. Thus, the 339 degree is only acquired by the Masters of Mgor
Mysteries.

The two 3s when united are the symbol of the union of the matter with the Spirit, the
pefect circle of eternity, whose center is everywhere and whose circumference is
nowhere.

The High Initiaion is performed when the Kunddini has dready reached the heed, but in
order for the Kunddini to triumphantly rise through the 33 cannons, it is necessary to
prectice in detall dl of the teachings of the holy gospes. In order to reach the High
Initistion we must first pass the nine arcades, that is to say, the nine Initiations of Lesser
Mysteries.

All of the powers of the human being are awakened according to the ascenson of the
serpentine fire through the spind column, since each cannon has its occult name and is
related with specific powers.

A certain Magter of Mgor Myderies said that before reaching the High Initiation, he had
the weskness of fdling into a certtan fault, therefore his Kundaini descended four
cannons. Consequently, in order to reconquer them again, he had to struggle very much.

The ordeds of Initiation are extremely severe. The disciple has to follow a perfect, holy
and chagte path. Thus, when reaching the Intimate, the human being becomes converted
into aMagter of Mgor Mysteries and into a Theurgi<t.
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CHAPTER 6

| ACCUSE

After a period of cosmic repose, before the start of the Solar epoch, life recapitulated the
Saturnine epoch. Then afterwards, the Solar epoch began.

The Earth was shining with resplendence with the ineffable colors of the adrd light, and
the matter of the universe was the same adtrd light.

The physca bodies of our present humanity were deveoped a little more and these
bodies received the vitd body, which in the present time serves as a foundation for the
whole human biology.

The angedls and demons of the Saurnine epoch were floating in the environment of the
Solar epoch...

Here we clairvoyantly see Bedzebub, the prince of demons, surrendered to the worst
crimes, an active member of a great temple of black magic. He was intensdy struggling
in order to make proselytes among that humanity of the Solar epoch. Consequently, there
were many souls who he conquered for his tenebrous temple.

| accuse the black lodge of the crime of profanation; | accuse the black lodge of making
merchandise of the souls of men. | accuse the black lodge before the verdict of the public
consciousness of the horrendous fraud of making their naive disciples believe ther
inditution to be white.
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People of America, rise as a single individua in order to once and for al end those dens
of corruption which are leading millions of souls into the abyss. Brave people, heroic
people, the hour of the great revolution has arrived, and there is no time to wadte.

The hour of the great decisons has arived, and we, dl human beings, must reunite
oursdlves around the Divine Rabbi of Gdilee, who from the summits of Golgotha
exdams “ My Lord, My Lord how hast thou glorified me!”

The black magicians of the fifth degree will scream their password “ Astro” in van,
because that den of black magic will snk into the abyss, where the great beast and the
false prophet abide.

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CHAPTER 7

THE ATOM NOUS

Bedzebub, the prince of demons was expanding the lines of his legions with new
prosdytes, which he daly recruited among the human beings of the Solar epoch. In this
way he converted himsdf into a hierarch of legions.

Filled with an ineffable beauty, the universe was resplendently shining. The humanity
from the Solar epoch was amilar to the humanities of any epoch. There was one among
the human beings of that epoch who was tremendoudy <ruggling in order to atan
perfection. This man was later known as Chrid, the Divine Rabbi of Gdileg, the Solar
Logos.

There was another temple of black magic in the Solar epoch in which many human
beings were initiated. They were later converted into demons. Astaroth was initisted in
that black and gigantic temple.

When the cosmic night of the solar epoch approached after millions of years, the Four
Lords of Hame endowed the present human Intimates (Spirits) with a Spiritud Soul or
Buddhic body, which is the body of intuition.

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CHAPTER 8

THE MIND AND THE INTUITION

The intdlectud man lives in his head with its seven portals. The brain is made in order to
eaborate thought, yet, it is not thought. The brain is nothing ese but an instrument of the
menta body.

The mentd body is a materia organism, yet it is not the physcad organism. The menta
body has its ultra-biology and its internd pathology, which is completdy unknown to the
present men of science.

The mental body is enveloped by a slken membrane, which protects it and keeps it in
line with the cerebrum spind nervous sysem. This covering is the Slver Shidd of the
mental body. Such a shield is completely covered by certain “truncated cones’. These are
cdled “modules’ which are the senses of the mental bodly.

One among these sensorid centers of the mental body permits this body to manipulate the
individud and universd semind currents. There dso exids in our menta body certan
senses which dlow us to receive the wisdom from distinct stars. The lower counterpart of
our Shied forms the convolutions of the brain.

The mentd body has an aomic nucleus, which serves as its base. Such a nucleus is the
Mager Atom of the mind. This Mastler Atom contains the whole wisdom of Nature.
Whosoever learns how to be in communication with such an Atom through meditation
will be taught and ingtructed upon the cosmic wisdom, since this Atom is a sage.

This Magter Atom resides in our semind sysem. By practicing sexuad magic, this aom
rises towards our head and then illuminates us in the world of the mind.

The Psychoandyss of Sigmund Freud should be sudied in order to know the first
notions of sexudity in relation with the mind.

Some bdieve that by playing sports, riding horses or by sdecting other sensdtions, they
will get tha which pompoudy is cdled “the most new conceptions’, “menta erudition”,
“arigocracy of intelligence’ and spiritud rebirth.

How can an individud degenerate by the morbidity of cand passon tadk of having a
methodica life and complete attention®?

How can an individud whose mentd body ill has not been trandformed by the
transformation atoms talk about associations of ideas and of longings?

How can someone who has yet to have the Master Atom on his throne tak of having
menta expansion?

How can the oversexed person talk of having a creative mind?

Do they not know that the thoughts which are not penetrated by the Determinative
Energy of Nature (sexud energy) become disintegrated?

Do they ignore that the Determinative Energy is the sexud force?
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How can an individud whose pined gland is arophied because of fornication tak of
having courage, willpower and triumph?

Is it perhaps that the intimate exident reationship between the pined gland and the
sexud glands is unknown, and dso because the pined gland is the messenger of the
center of thought?

How can an individua whose brain is weekened because of the vice of coitus tak of
mental concentration?

How can an individud who has not re-encountered himself and who has become far away
from his Intimaie due to black magic tak about personad satisfaction and of being
aufficient in onesdf?

How can awesk soul be sufficient in onesdlf?

Did they not redlize that the soulswho are far avay from the Intimate are weak souls?
Themind is divided into the concrete mind and the abstract mind.

Onething isthe critic of practica reasoning and another isthe critic of pure reasoning.

The contextud concepts which belong to the critic of practicd reasoning are based upon
experiences of externd sensoria perceptions. Yet, the contextud concepts which belong
to the critic of pure reasoning are nourished with prompt ideas and intuition.

The philosophy of Mr. Emmanud Kant, the great Philosopher from Koeniggsoer, is
totaly ignored.

Therefore, the sysems of “control” and of sdection of sensations only yearn for
endaving the disciples of the critic of practica reasoning and the disciples of the inferior
mind and concrete mind. Those sysems are nothing dse but pure and legitimate black
magic. The desred outcome of such systems is to convert the disciple into a $ave of the
exterior Sensations and into a black magician.

The Brahma-Vidyais the mind of the Intimate.

The mind of the Intimate becomes the fruit or extract of al of the experiences acquired
with the menta bodly.

The Brahma-Vidya becomes the aureole body of victory, mentioned in the book The
Dayspring of Y outh.

One thing is the mind as a mind and another thing is the mind as an instrument. The great
cogmic illuminations are the outcome of the momentous unions of Brahma-vidya with the
mental body. Thus, the soul united with its Intimate is submerged within the great soul of
the world, within Emerson's “super-soul”, and perceives dl of the macro-cosmic
marvels.

The one who is dready intuitive is so because he has a specidly congtructed mental body.
The nucleus from such a mind is a circle of a resplendent violet color. Within the book

of the authentic Magter of wisdom Kout Humi (K. H.).

So, the system of sdecting sensations and piercing the mind with “controls’ and more
mind controls everyday, only achieves to endave the disciple to his anima mind and to
his no less fadidic intdlect. All of this is nothing dse but black magic. The only thing
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which is achieved with these tenebrous teachings is the total separation of the Monad and
the persondity. Hence, the person ends up despisng his Moned and rendering cult to his
Guardian of the Threshold, to hisinterna beast.

One thing is the reasoning and another thing is the intuition. The reasoning only
nourishes itsdf with the externd sensorid perceptions (by means of the senses it
perceives or recelves the impressons and then produces the sensations). Thus, the
reasoning ends up being negative and limited.

The reasoning person believes that he can atan the truth through the druggle of
antithesis, but this only divides the mind and incapacitates it to comprehend the truth.

The intuitive person only knows how to listen to the voice of the slence. Thus, within his
serene mind, the eternd truths of life are reflected with splendid beauty.

The reasoning person converts his mind into a battlefiedd filled with prgudices, fears
anxieties, fanaticiam, theories and his conclusons are dways favorable to him. Yet, such
aturbulent lake can never reflect the sun of truth.

The mind of the intuitive one serendy and glently flows very far awvay from the black
gruggle of antithess and from the storm of exclusivity.

The mind of the reasoner is like a ship that only knows how to change from harbors.
From these harbors, which are called schools, theories, religions, politicd parties, etc., he
acts and reacts with the dready established precepts. A mind like this is a dave of the
stagnant energies of life. Therefore, it ends up with complications and pain.

The children of intuition, as rebdlious, high flying eagles, soar towards the sun of the
great ineffable truths free from fear, free from the longing of accumulation, free from
sects, religions, schools, socid  prgudices, fanaticisn of flags, anxieties, theories,
intellectudism, hatred, selfishness, etc.

The mind of the intuitive one serendy and dlently flows as a ddectable, crysdline
fountain of replendent beauty within the august thunder of thought.

The menta body of the intuitive one is a marvelous vehicle of the Intimate. The mind of
such an intuitive one only acts under the direction of the Intimate I-fence, from this
action emerges right exertion, right thinking and right feding.

The human being who only moves himsdf under the direction of his Intimate in the
world is a happy human being because he is far awvay from many types of complications
and conflicts.

In order to reach the ineffable summits of intuition, there is the necessity of integraly
living in accordance with the wise teachings brought unto the earth by the Divine Rabbi
of Gdilee. Therefore, the teachings of Chrig ae the teachings, which leads us towards
the ineffable summits of intuition.

Wha is intereing is to exactly move oursdves in this physcad world, in accordance
with the wise teachings of the Mager. What is important is to make the teachings of
Christ become flesh and blood within oursdves.

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The practices of the teaching of Christ awake the chakra of the heart within oursdves and
put in ectivity the Buddhic or Intuitive body, which leads us towards wisdom and eternd
happiness.

Sexud magic forms part of the teachings which Chrig taught to his seventy disciples in
SECrecy.

The mind of the intuitive one is the sacred cup of Pleroma, the sacred cup of Samadhi,
the liquor of the Gods. It is the Soma, drank by the Lords of the Mind. It is the liquor of
love, the Buddhic liquor, which is the wine of light dready tranamuted within the igneous
vess of the beautiful Helen. It is the cup of the immorta Gods!

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CHAPTER 9
THE LUNAR PERIOD

The dawn of the Lunar period began after the passng of the Solar period’s cosmic night.
Then the solar universe condensed itsdlf into ethered matter and life recapitulated dl of
the states of the past cosmic periods.

The beginning of our ethered Earth, which is cdled the Eath-Moon (the Lunar Period in
al of its plenitude), wasinitiated after those processes of recapitulation.

The human beings of the Lunar epoch were short in dtature, and their bodies were of
ethered matter. They built their houses underground, even though they were placing
roofs on their homes that were smilar to those, which we place on our present houses.
They negotiated, worked and were enjoying themselves the same way as we do. Their
urban populations were smal and were connected as our own towns are, by avenues and
roads.

They dso had automobiles smilar to our cars Their mountains were transparent like
caysd and were of a very beautiful dark blue, which is like the blue color seen when
looking a the mountains from a far off digance (which is the ether). The whole of our
ancient Earth was of that beautiful color.

Volcanoes were in incessant eruption, and there was more water than in our present
epoch. Immense lakes and vast seas were existing everywhere...

In this Lunar period, we see Bedzebub living in an enormous house, which was
condructed benesth the ground. Here, within a large room, he was indructing his
disciples. He was wearing a tunic of black and red sripes, a turban and a cape of the
same color. He was a black magician who had a tal and robust body. All of his black
chelas (disciples) were profoundly venerating him.

Bedzebub had two books: One book which he was reading to his disciples in order to
ingruct them, and the other that only he was sudying in secrecy. There were a lot of
prosalytes among the human beings of the Lunar period, which he conquered for black
meagic.

The flora and fauna of that time was very different to our own. Here we clairvoyantly see
plant- minerds, that is to say, semi-plants, semi-mingrds, semi-animd  plants, ec. In
other words, the three kingdoms of Nature were not completely defined as in the present
time, since in that epoch one kingdom was integrated with the other.

Among the trees there was the marked tendency for the branches and leaves to make a
concave shgpe, which caused them to resemble gigantic umbrelas. Through al exisent
things, this marked tendency of inclining downwards was Natur€s living scripture
foreseen everywhere. Its process downwards was towards the condensation of our present
physca Eath. Nature is a living scripture everywhere; therefore, its designs are written
based on this living scripture.

On the other hand, we see in our present epoch, in this XX century, a marked tendency of
the human being to build very high buildings, and arplanes each time more and more
rapid, etc.

The branches of our actud trees do not want to incline downwards, instead they want to
elevate themsalves upwards to the sun. This is because our earth has dready reached its
maximum materiad condensation, and now it yeans to devate itsdf anew, to
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“etherealize” itsdf agan.. Redly the ether is inundating the ar and etherializiing the
Earth each time more and more. Thus, a the end of the great Aryan Root Race, the ether
will be totdly visble in the ar. Then, dl the creatures who live in the ether will share dll
of their activities with the human being.

During the Lunar period, the physicd bodies of our present humanity reached a high
degree in their perfection. We acquired the astral body during that period.

We, the human beings of present times were the animas of the Lunar period. The angels
and demons of ancient periods were floating in the ethered amosphere of our Earth
Moon. They were visble and tangible to the whole of that humanity.

Those human beings perceived the Archangels (Archengeloi) or Creeatures of Fire behind
the erupted fire of volcanoes, and the Lords of Formation behind al of the existent forms.

The Children of Life were regulding the vitd functions of every exisent thing, and the
dementa cregtures of the five dements of Naiure were coexiging with the human
beings.

The Lords of Wisdom were the ones who endowed us with the astral body. The Lords of
the Persondity were the ones who endowed us with persondity, which at this present
time is looked upon with much despise by the Theosophists.

The Intimates (Monad-Spirits) of this present humanity acquired the body of the Human
Spirit, caled the body of Will-Power, which Krishnamurti despises so much.

Will-Power is the power with which we can dominate our passons in order to convert
oursalvesinto Gods.

When the law of the Gnogtic Alchemist is accomplished (the introduction of the virile
member into the feminine vagina and its withdrawa without spilling the semen) then, the
fire of passon is tranamuted into astrd light. This is how the adra body is strengthened
and isfilled with resplendent light.

Therefore, dl of the resplendent fruits of this marvelous adra organism are plunged
within the body of Will-Power, which beattifiesit.

The fire of chadity is the fire of the Holy Spirit, and the body of the Holy Spirit is the
Body of Will-Power, dso caled Abstract Mind and Causal Body.

Redly, the body of the Absract Mind is converted into the Fire of Pentecost when
inundated with fire by means of sxud magic. It utters ineffable things in dl the
languages of the world within the speechless human who is inebrigted with the Holy
Spirit. It iswhat the Holy Gnodtic Bible textudly states:

And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one
place.

And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled
all the house where they were sitting.

And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.

And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as
the Spirit gave them utterance. (The Acts of the Apostles, 2: 1-6)
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Jehovah, the Holy Spirit, guards the body of the Holy Spirit in oursdves. Jehovah was the
highest Initiate from the Lunar epoch.

Humanity was divided into angels and lucifers when that great period ended, snce many
are cdled, but few are chosen.

Max Heindd and Rudolf Steiner affirm in their books that dl of humanity will be saved.
This is due to the ignorance of these authors. Verses 23, 24, 25, 26, 27 and 28 of the 13"
chapter of Luke textudly say:

Then said one unto him, Lord, are there few that be saved? And he said unto them,

Strive to enter in at the strait gate: for many, | say unto you, will seek to enter in, and
shall not be able.

When once the master of the house is risen up, and hat shut to the door, and ye be gin to
stand without, and to knock at the door, saying Lord, Lord open unto us. and he shall
answer and say unto you, | know you not whence ye are:

Then ye shall begin to say, we have eaten and drunk in thy presence, and thou hast taught
inour streets.

But he shall say, | tell you, | know you not whence ye are; depart from me, all ye workers
of iniquity.

There shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth, when ye shall see Abraham, and Isaac,
and Jacob, and all of the Prophets, in the kingdom of God, and you your selves thrust out.

When the cosmic night of the Lunar period arived, Jehovah and his angels, Lucifer and

his demons, withdrew themsdves from the cosmic scenario. Thus, the whole of Nature
entered into a profound repose.
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CHAPTER 10

THE TERRESTRIAL PERIOD

When the cosmic night of the Lunar period had passed, then the universe became
condensed into a nebula, which is referred to by Laplace. It was the beginning of this
physical-chemica epoch in which we presently livein.

Nature recapitulated adl of the former cosmic periods, which are dlegoricadly described in
Genesis.

“In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. And the earth was without form,
and void, and darkness was upon the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God moved upon
the face of the waters” . (Geness1: 1-2)

These were the times of Laplace's nebula, during which the earth recapitulated the Saturn
epoch.

“ And God said let there be light: and there was light. And God saw the light, that it was
good: and God divided the light from the darkness.” (Geness. 1. 3-4)

Then, the molecules of the dark heat nebula entered into friction under the powerful
impulse of the lost word of the Creator, and this nebulaignited and became luminous.

This was the Hyperborean epoch during which the solar atoms from the Solar epoch
entered into activity. Our Earth was an igneous globe filled with the wisdom of the fire,
and filled with the light that the same fire produces. Thus, the Archangels (who were the
human beings of the Solar epoch) were the beings who lived within this fiery globe. They
expressed themsalves with dl of the plenitude of their wisdom.

“And God said, let there be a firmament in the mist of the waters, and let it divide the
waters from the waters. And God made the firmament, and divided the waters which were
under the firmament from the waters which wer e above the firmament: and it was so. And
God called the firmament Heaven. And the evening and the norning were the second
day.” (Geness 1. 5-8)

Here the Bible keeps referring to the recapitulation of the Solar period. Moisture was
generated by the contact of this igneous globe with the surrounding interplanetary
regions, which are cold. Enormous clouds were condensed which were gravitating back
to the source of hesat in the form of rain, and enormous seas and wells were formed which
were incessantly boiling upon the fiery globe. Thus, the clouds separated the waters of
heaven from the waters of the fiery globe:

“ And God said, let the waters under the heaven be gathered together unto one place, and
let the dry land appear: and it was so. And God called the dry land Earth; and the
gathering together of the waters called He seas; and God saw that it was gpod.”
(Genesis 1: 9-10)
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The incessant boiling of the water wdls surrounding the fiery core findly caused
encrugtation and the dry land agppeared upon the surface of the fiery globe. Thus, the
word of the Creator was accomplished when He said: “ and let the dry land appear...And
God called the dry land Earth.” This is how the firg terrestrid crust caled Lemuria was
formed.

During this Lemurian epoch, the Earth recapitulated the Lunar period because the
fdlowing lav in life exigs Before initisting its new manifestations, Nature has to
recgpitulate dl of its former manifedtations.

Therefore, whosoever wants to objectivdly know dl of the evolving processes of
humanity has to obsarve the human fetus from its very conception. Within the maternd
womb, the human fetus recgpitulates the whole metamorphosis of the human body from
itsvery ancient origins.

The human body is nothing else but the scde of our igneous serpent. Thus, the solar
universeisonly the scale of the serpent of the Solar Logos of this Solar System.

When the serpent abandons the scale, the scde is disntegrated (this igneous serpent is the
Kunddini, referred to in the chapter entitled the Staff of the Patriarchs).

The Mountain of Juratena

There exids in Colombia a very high mountain named ‘The Juratena. This mountain is
Stuated in the Vasguez territory, state of Bocaya It is a the shore of the broad and
profound waters of ariver named ‘Minero'.

The pessants say that the mountain is “enchanted”. They tel the mogt ancient traditions
about it. They say tha when it is going to rain they fed the noise of enormous, rocky
boulders, which roll towards the aiyss, and when they want rain, it is enough for them to
light the mountain with fire, in order to have rain in abundance.

These peasants do not care a hit about the commentaries of scientists regarding these
matters. As Goethe has stated: “ Every theory is gray and only the tree of the golden fruits
of lifeisgreen.”

These peasants narrate that the summit of this mountain is accessible through some high
steps of rock, which were carved by very ancient hands. One of these peasants was telling
the author of this current book how he was stopped by a rain of rocks thrown by invisble
hands when drawing near to these millinery high seps. He was close to perishing under
the rolling weight of a gigantic boulder, which dmost squashed him.

Another peasant explored the base of the mountain while following the course of the
broad and profound waters of the river. He happened upon enormous boulders of granite,
which were bathed by the boisterous waters of the river, and then he found a gigantic
temple inlayed within the living rock. This peasant tried to enter into the temple through
the centrd door (snce this gigantic temple had three doors), but he found himsdf
surrounded by many serpent skins. Consequently, he flew away terrified. Later on, he
returned to this place in order to see the temple, yet he did not find anything. That temple
disgppeared, asif it had been swalowed by those gigantic rocks.

I, Samad Aun Weor, vidted that temple in my adrd body. The Masters who dwell there
welcomed me with their open ams. They lead me towards the interior of this monastery,
which was illuminated by a seven amed candelabra of massve gold, smilar to the seven
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amed canddabra of gold from the temple of Solomon. | then received from them secret
teachings.

Theosophigts believe that the Madters are only in Tibet, and some of them would like to
travel there in order to follow the “ Chela-hood” (fdlowship). Yet, the monasteries of the
White Lodge are sprouting al over the world.

In the east, the Mahatmas are called “ Nagas’, that is to say, “serpents’. This is why dl of
the guardians from the sacred crypts of the temple of myderies have the figure of
gigantic serpents, who only dlow Initiates to enter.

The poison of a sneke kills yet, we can arive to the High Initiation with this poison,
which is a ‘precious arcanum’. Listen to me, Initiate Reader, “the hiss of the snake is the
base of 4fe” This statement is not for al reeders, therefore, “He that hath an ear, let him
hear.”

The inhabitants of “tierra liana’, State of Zulia, Venezuela, make the serpents flee when
they pronounce the following mantras:

The vowels of these mantras are I. A. O. which are combined with the tremendous letter
S. “Hereiswisdom. Let him that hath understanding, understand.”

Even though Grammarians do not say o, the letter 'S isaso avowd.

We have to pronounce the three vowes I. A. O. together with the priestess wife, while
connected during sexua magic, because, 1. A. O. is the name of our serpent..

To darify this chapter, we will say: The Polar epoch corresponds to the Mercurid
Intelligence of the serpent of the Logos (the hest).

The Hyperborean epoch corresponds to the serpent’s solar atoms (the fire).

The Lemurian epoch corresponds to the lunar atoms of the serpent of the Logos (the
humidity).

Our Kunddini is dso formed from solar and lunar atoms and from a synthess of
omniscient atoms. Hence, the wisdom of seven eternities is integrated within the serpent.

The woman is the vestd of the temple, thus, the fire of the temple is lit by the vestd. In
ancient times, the fire was guarded and lit by the vedtas. This symbolizes that only the
woman has the unique cagpability of lighting her husband's fire of Kunddini, which is the
fire from our body or our temple. The temple of the very high living God is our body and
the fire of this temple is the Kunddini, which our vestd spouse lights by means of the
same sexua contact, or sexud magic, as taught in the book The Perfect Matrimony, or
The Door Entering into Initiation, and as wdl within this current book.

Past and
future are joined within an eterna now.

Time does not exid! It is the mind of the human being that is in charge of dividing the
eterna now int6 past and future!

The powerful Saurning, Solar and Lunar divilizations ill exis in the depth of our
semind sysem. We can enter into their dominions by means of interior meditation. The
trangtion of the consciousness from one date into another is what we erroneoudy call
time, but these states of consciousness are in a successve enchanment within an eternd
now.

Therefore, the human being must learn to adways live in the present, liberating himsdf
from dl type of pompous theosophy, reigious sectarianism, country and flag fanaticiam,
religions, intdlectudism, yeaning for accumulation and generd atachments. All  of
these hedonistic parrot cages are nothing ese but a den of business and tyranny. We gain
nothing from ther gibberish, because they only achieve to fill us with prgudices and
abaurd fanaticism!

The whole wisdom of al ages is within oursdves. Past and future are joined within an
eterna now!

All of the cosmic wisdom is within oursglves The solar a@oms initiate us into the wisdom
of the fire. The lunar atoms initiate us into the very ancient Neptunian Amentine wisdom.
The sacred fire awakens and we convert oursalves into Gods when these solar and lunar
atoms make contact.

During full moon nights, the lunar aoms meke contact with the Siver Shidd of our
menta body. At that time we can recave the teachings of the lunar wisdom by means of
meditation. Seven lunar ethereal currents exis. The civilization of our ancient Earth
Moon intensdly lives within them.

The sola and lunar civilizations live within our interior worlds and we can vist those
civilizations by means of profound interior meditation.

The sola and lunar dcivilizations, which intensdy pdpitate within our own internd
worlds, initiate us into therr profound truths. They teke us to the great illumination by
means of the awakening of the sacred fire of Kundaini, through sexua magic.

Our seven chekras are seven internad churches and each one of these seven churches
contains the wisdom of a cosmic period. When we have opened the seven sedls from the
seven churches of the human book with the sword of the Kunddini, then the seven
churches ddiver to us the whole cosmic wisdom of the seven cosmic periods of the
Mahamanvantara. Thisis how we become omniscient...

The book of the Apocaypse (Reveation) says the following:

And when he had opened the seventh seal, there were silence in heaven about the space
of half an hour.

And | saw the seven angels, which stood before God, and to them were given seven
trumpets.

And another angel came and stood at the altar, having a golden censer and there was

given unto him much incense that he should offer it with the prayers of all saints upon the
golden altar which was before the throne.
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And the smoke of the incense which came with the prayers of the saints, ascended up
before God out of the angel’ s hand (Revdation: 8: 1-4)

Here, the Apocaypse refers to the book sedled with seven seds which is within our
organism with its seven churches. It dearly tels us that only the Lamb can open its seven
sedswith the sword of the Kunddini.

The Lamb is our interior Angel, that is to say, our Intimate. When the seventh sed is
opened (the sed that is rdated with the church of Laodicea, sStuated on the head) then the
Lamb teaches that the saven Anges of the seven trumpets are the same seven Angels of
the seven churches.

The Angd with the golden censer is our Intimate, who triumphantly enters into the white
hierarchy adong with his diamond soul. He becomes another perfect one among the
community of the elected ones...

And the angel took the censer, and filled it with the fire of the altar, and cast it into the
earth: and there were voices, and thundering, and lightings, and an earthquake.
(Revedtion: 8: 5)

Here the Apocaypse tells us that when we have opened the seventh sed with the sword
of the Kunddini, then the seven churches open ther doors for us, and teach us the
wisdom of the seven great terrestria periods, which correspond to the seven great cosmic
periods.

The eighth chapter of the Apocadypse continues referring to the seven Angels dating that
when they consecutively sound their respective trumpets, the great cosmic events are
successively occurring.

These seven Angds are the Angels of our seven planets, who direct the seven chakras of
our organism and aso the seven terrestrid epochs.

Therefore, the seven terrestrid epochs are directed by seven cosmic hierarchies and te
whole wisdom of al of these seven epochs is within our seven chekras.. Our terredtrid
period has seven epochs.

And | saw another mighty angel come down from heaven, clothed with a cloud; and a
rainbow was upon his head, and his face was as it were the sun, and his feet as pillars off
ire

And he had in his hand a little book open: and he set his right foot upon the sea, and his
left foot on the earth.

And cried with a loud voice, as when a lion roareth: and when he had cried, seven
thunders uttered their voices. (Revdation: 10: 1-3)

This Angd is the hierarch of the seventh epoch. The ranbow symbolizes our present
terrestrid  period, which started with the rainbow (Geness 9:12-13). This happened in
Atlantis, because Lemuriawas arecapitulation of the Lunar period.

The little book that the Angel had in his hand is the book of human evolution. It is the
book seded with seven sedls, ye, it is the book dresdy without sedls. It is the human
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organism of the one who has dready opened the seven sedls, it is the body of the Madter.
It isthe cosmic wisdom of the one who has dready reached deep sdlf-redization.

“And cried with a loud voice, as when a lion roareth. and when he had cried, seven
thunders uttered their voices.” (Revelation: 10: 3).

Here the Apocaypse tells us about the logt word, about the sacred syllable that the seven
thunders of the seven chakras uttered with their voices. These voices are the seven notes
of the lost word. The sacred syllable opens the seven chakras and so each chakra hasits
own key note. “He that has an ear, let him hear. Here is wisdom. Let him that has
under standing under stand.”

The lost word shdl be found in the seventh epoch.

And when the seven thunders had uttered their voices, | was about to write: and | heard a
voice from heaven saying unto me, Seal up those things which the seven thunders uttered,
and write them not. (Reveation: 10: 4)

Each note of the lost word encloses tremendous unutterable secrets. Each note of the lost
word is the key note of a terredria epoch. Thus, the key note of the Egyptian civilization
is one note, and another is the key note of the Hindustani civilization, and so forth
successvely.

In the days of the seventh epoch, the log word shdl totdly fulfill the mysery of the
kingdom of God. The Swedish mystic philosopher Swedenborg said the following when
referring to the lost word: “ Search for it in China, and maybe, you will find it in the great
Tartar.”

The black magicians of Sodom use the mantra “Mathra’ (they pronounce it Mazra) for
their demonic goas. They assart to ther disciples that “Mathra’ is the lost word, yet, in
redity, this word is the name of a temple of black magic of ancient Atlantis and a the
same time amantrafor black magic. Thus, “Mathra’ is not the lost word.

In India, the Arahats were persecuted because they were possessing the sacred syllable.
In Ching, the disciples of “Tathagata’ possessthe lost word.

In Tibet, the lost word is very well protected, for hereis where the “Maha- Choan” abides.
Thelogt word shdl be found in the seventh epoch.

But in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he shall begin to sound, the
mystery of God should be finished, as he had declared to his servants the prophets.

And sware by him that liveth for ever and ever, who created heaven, and the things that
therein are, and the earth, and the things that therein are, and the sea, and the things that
are therein, that there should be time no longer. (Revelation: 10: 7, 6)

The Initiate who is dready united with his Intimate is liberated from the illuson of time
because past and future are joined within an eterna now.

Each one of the seven teredrid epochs finishes with a great cataclysm, which is
symboalicaly described in the Apocaypse in the following way:
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And the first angel sounded, and there followed hail and fire mingled with blood, and
they were cast upon earth: and the third part of the trees was burnt up, and all green
grass was burnt up. (Reveation: 8:7)

Thiswas the firgt cataclysm of the first epoch.

And the second angel sounded, and as it were a great mountain burning with fire was
cast into the sea: and the third part of the sea became blood; And the third part of the
creatures which were in the sea, and had life, died, and the third part of the ships were
destroyed. (Revedtion: 8: 8-9)

Thiswas the end of the second epoch.

And the third angel sounded, and there fell a great star from heaven, burning asit were a
lamp, and it fell upon the third part of the rivers, and upon the fountains of waters;

And the name of the star is called Wormwood and the third part of the waters became
wormwood; and many men died of the waters, because they were made bitter.
(Reveation: 8: 10-11)

Thiswas the end of the third epoch.

And the fourth angel sounded, and the third part of the sun was smitten, and the third
part of the moon, and the third part of the stars; so as the third part of them was
darkened, and the day shone not for a third part of it, and the night likewise. (Reveation:
8:12)

Thiswasthe end of the fourth epoch.

And the fifth angel sounded, and | saw a star fall from heaven unto the earth: and to him
was given the key of the bottomless pit.

And he opened the bottomless pit; and there arose a smoke out of the pit, as the smoke of
a great furnace; and the sun and the air were darkened by reason of the smoke of the pit.
(Reveation: 9: 1-2)

The abyss is the Avitchi, which is a submerged plane of consciousness, where only the
weeping and gnashing of teeth are heard. Here is where the souls who have horns on ther
forehead enter. The horns on the forehead are the mark of the beast. In this present times,
the abyssis open and millions of demonic souls are entering into the abyss.

And they had a king over them, which is the angel of the bottomless pit, whose name in
the Hebrew tongue is ABBADON, but in the Greek tongue hath his name APOLLYON.
(Revdation: 9: 11)

We are in the epoch of wars because they are necessary, snce war produces millions of

dead. Thus, the souls who have horns on their forehead enter into the abyss. (Any
clairvoyant can see the demonic souls).
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And the sixth angel sounded, and | heard a voice from the four horns of the golden altar,
which is before God.

Saying to the sixth angel, which had the trumpet, Loose the four angels which are bound
in the great river Euphrates.

And the four angels were loosed, which were prepared for an hour, and a day, and a
month, and a year, for to slay the third part of men. (Revdation: 9: 13-15)

This will be the sxth epoch. In that epoch the luman demons will be taken into the abyss
again, after avery good opportunity for progress has been given to them.

And the seventh angel sounded; and there were great voices in heaven, saying, The
kingdoms of this world are become the kingdoms of our Lord, and of his Christ; and he
shall reign for ever and ever. (Revdation: 11: 15)

In those future times, the Eath will be more ethered and only the human beings who
have reached the angelica date will live in it, because the millions of demonic souls will
definitively go into the abyss, where they will be disntegrated throughout the ages. This
is the second desath!
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CHAPTER 11

LEMURIA

And Jehovah Elohim planted a garden eastward in Eden; and there he put the man whom
he had formed. (Genesis. 2: 8)

There has been much discusson regarding the topic of the teredtrid paradise. Max
Heindd sudtained that the terredrid paradise is the adtrd light, yet, he did not inquire
into what the word “terregtrid” sgnifies.

Redly, this paradise exised and was the continent of Lemuria, which was Stuated in the
Pecific Ocean. It was the firgt dry land that existed in the world. The temperature during
that time was extremely warm. “ But there went up a mist from the earth, and watered the
whole face of the ground.” (Genesis 2: 6).

The very intense heat together with the water mist was creating a foggy amosphere.
Consequently, human beings were bregthing through gdls like fish. “ So, Elohim created
man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he
them.”

(Genesis: 1. 27).

The human beings of the polar epoch, the hyperborean epoch and even in the beginning
of the Lemurian epoch were hermaphroditess They reproduced themsdves as
hermaphrodite microbes reproduce themselves.

In the earliest times of Lemuria, there was dmost no differentigtion between the human
goecies and the anima species.

The atis who was handling the brush inspired
himsdf with the eernd wisdom. He gave to his ddicate sculptures the tremendous
majesty of God.

Oh, the epoch of the Titand It was an epoch in which the rivers were pouring forth milk
and honey.

The Lemurians were of a high dsature and they had a broad forehead. They wore
gsymboalic tunics, which were white in the front and black in the back. They had flying
ships and boats propelled by aomic energy. The lighting sysem used in the Lemurian
structures was made from nuclear energy. They reached avery high degree of culture.

Such were the times of Arcadia The human being knew how to listen to the voice of the
gods through the seven vowels of Nature.

The seven vowels |. E. O. U. A. M. S. were resounding in the Lemurian bodies with al
of the ineffable music of the accentuated rhythms of the fire.
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The Gnogtic disciple must vocdize for one hour daly the vowds in the described written
order. Each vowed must be prolonged as follows, emptying the lungs with each
intonation.

The letter ‘I’ makes the pituitary and the pined glands to vibrate, thus, the human being
becomes clairvoyant.

The letter ‘E’ makes the thyroid gland to vibrate, thus the human being becomes
claraudient.

The letter ‘O’ makes the chakra of the heart to vibrate, thus the human being becomes
intuitive.

The letter ‘U’ awakes the solar plexus (tip of the ssomach), thus, the human being awakes
telepathy.

The letter ‘A’ makes the chakra of the lungs to vibrate, thus, the human being acquires
the power of remembering his past lives.

Thevowds'M’ and ‘'S’ ficiently help in the development of al of the occult powers.
Therefore, one hour of daly vocdization is more worthy than reading a million books of
orienta theosophy.

The body of the Lemurians was a miraculous harp where the seven vowels of Nature
were sounding with the tremendous euphoria of the cosmos.

When night was ariving, dl of the human beings were fdling adegp as innocent
cregtures within the cradle of Mother Nature. They were lulled with the very sweet and
moving chat of the gods. Thus when the dawn was risng, the sun was bringing
diaphanous contentment and not tenebrous grief.

Oh the epoch of the Titand Those were the times in which the rivers were pouring forth
milk and honey.

The matrimonies of Arcadia were Gnogic matrimonies. Then, the human beings were
performing the sexud connubii under the commands of the Elohim, and as a sacrifice on
the dtar of matrimony, in order to provide bodies to the souls who needed to reincarnate.

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CHAPTER 12

THE WAR IN HEAVEN

And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon, and the
dragon fought and his angels.

And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven.

And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent called the Devil, and Satan, which
deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out
with him.

Therefore regjoice, ye heavens, and ye that dwell in them. Woe to the inhabiters of the
earth and of the sea! for the devil is come down unto you, having great wrath, because he
knoweth that he hat but a short time. (Revelation: 12: 7-9, 12)

There have been two wars againg the black magicians. Firs, the war in Arcadia, and the
second, the one in the year 1950, a date in which the pit of the abyss was opened. The
later is the war rdaed with the Millennium. The third war will be the one reated with
the new Jerusalem.

When the terredtrid period was initiated, the mentd plane and even the mogst divine
planes of consciousness were densely super-populated by every type of white and black
magician who belonged to the Saturnine, Solar and Lunar periods.

The millions of black magicians were congtituting gigantic populations of evil, who were
obdtructing the action and life of the white magicians. Hence, they were already a grave
inconvenience for the cosmic evolution within the superior worlds of consciousness.

If life would have continued in that way, then the progresson of aspirants toward the
superior worlds would have been impossible.

Therefore, the White Fraternity gave the misson of casting out dl of the black magicians
from the superior planes of consciousness to Michagl. He received the Sword of Justice,
and tremendous powers were granted to him so that he could totdly accomplish his
misson.

All of the organizations of the black lodge and dl of the temples of that tenebrous
fraternity were established in the superior planes of consciousness. Michael was able
perform this mission due to the fact that he belonged to the ray of power.

So, Michad fought in tremendous combats, hand to hand with the terrible hierarchies of
the black lodge. This is how the great Dragon, the old serpent caled the Demon, Satan, or
black magic with al of its legions of demons, was cas out from the superior planes of
consciousness by Michedl.

Luzbed is a great hierarch of the black lodge. He wears a red cape and a tunic of the same
color. His tail or Kundartiguador is extremely long, and he caries at the end of it a coiled
papyrus on which is written the science of evil. The tal of the demons is formed when
the current of the Kunddini is directed downwards, towards the infernos of the human
being. Therefore, this tal is nothing €se but the Kunddini itsdf, that has departed
downwards from the coccyx.
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The horns of every black magician are cetainly the mark of the beast. These horns
belong to the Guardian of the Threshold, who becomes the superior ‘I’ of the black
magician.

Ariman, a great black hierarch, wears a red turban and he is chief of enormous legions.
Lucifer was the greatest black Initiate from the Lunar epoch. His legions are numerous.

All of these millions of demons remained in the environment of our Eath. They
dedicated themsdlves to placing dl of the human souls on the way of the black path.

Bedzebub, with his legions, dso edtablished himsdf in our environment. He became
vay wdl known by dl of the present human beings throughout time. In the Bible
Bedzebub is cdled the God of Ekron, because a temple was built for him in Ekron, ad
he was worshipped there as a god.

So, Bedzebub edtablished his cavern and dedicated himsdf fully, as in the ancient
periods, to mideading souls.

The Bible refers to Bedzebub in Matthew, chapter twelve, verses 24-27, asfollows:

Therefore, they are responsible for the failure of our present luman evolution, snce it is a
terrible redlity that this present human evolution has falled.

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CHAPTER 13

ATLANTIS

The human beings of Atlantis reached a very high degree in ther civilization, amilar to
that of the Lemurians. During tha time, the Earth was enveloped by a thick migt, and the
human beings were breathing through gdls The Lemurian flying ships and boats
propelled with atomic energy were dso known in Atlantis.

In the beginning of this dvilization, sexud reations were only peaformed with the
objective of engendering bodies for the reincarnating souls. The proper day and hour was
chosen by the angds, and for this reason childbearing was painless. The human being
was living in a paadisacd dae yet Lucifer and the lucifers, who ae the black
magicians from the Lunar period, tempted the human being and they midead him
towards the black path.

The serpent is the sexud force, and not smply materid attraction, as supposed by the
Roscrucians in their monographs of ninth degree.

The sexud force has two poles. pogtive and negetive. The postive is the serpent of
bronze, which was heding the Igadites in the wilderness. The negative is the tempting
serpent of Eden.

The work of the lucifers was a work of black magic. They awoke the passonate fire of
humanity, with the only purpose of creating proselytes for the black lodge, snce every
demon isafornicator.

The cephdic-rachis liquid and the semen are the poles of the sexud energy. The angd
has the two poles upwards, towards his head. The common and current human beings and
the demons have one pole upward and the other downward. They form the brain with one
pole, and they fornicate with the other pole.

The Kunddini of the ange goes upwads, yet, the demon's Kundartiguador goes
downwards.

Jehovah prohibited fornication to man, yet, Lucifer seduced him towards it

And Jehovah Elohim commanded the man saying Of every tree of the garden thou mayest
freely eat:

But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shall not eat of it: for in the day
that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die. (Genesis 2: 16-17)

And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die.

For God dot know that in the day ye eat thereof then your eyes shall be opened, and ye
shall be as gods, knowing good and evil. (Geness 3. 4-5)

The commandment given by Jehovah is white magic. The commandment given by
Ludfer isblack magic.

When the human being ddivered himsdf to the pleasures of the coitus he lost his occult
powers. Thus, the words of Jehovah were accomplished when he said:

In the sweat of thy face shall thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground; for out of it
wast thou taken; for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return. (Geness: 3: 19)

Unto the woman he said, | will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy conception; in sorrow
thou shall bring forth children; and thy desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule
over thee. (Geness 3: 16)

The vidlation of any law dways brings pain. Childbearing was panless for the women in
Lemuria because the child was engendered in the very hour, minute and second which the
cosmic laws were favoring for reproduction. Thus, the violation of this law brought pain
in childbirth.

Nonethdess, in this day and age there is 4ill a remedy for those who resolve to follow the
Gnogtic matrimony.

The Gnogtic matrimony returns the human being to paradise. In the Gnogtic Church, the
Gnogic matrimonies recelve the exact day, hour and minute in which they have to
engender their children. Thus, there is no pain in childbirth. What is important is to know
how to travel in agtra body, in order to vist the Gnogtic Temple. | will give these dues
later on.

The Lemurians did not know death. They knew the exact date and hour of their
disncarnation, and so0 they were digging their own tombs. They were abandoning their
own body by will and with asmile on their lips.

They dso never disgppeared from the dght of ther rdatives, because they were
clarvoyant. They kept coexiging with the dead because death was smply a passng into
a different state. But when the human being logt his powers because of the coitus, then he
knew desth.
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CHAPTER 14

BLACK MAGIC OF THE ATLANTEANS

The black magicians of the school of Sodom say that black magic does not exig, that it is
only a supedition. They sy tha evil and haeful thoughts which are emitted by evil
minds are dsintegrated since “the cosmic” is pure goodness. Therefore, it cannot serve as
an ingrument for the forces of evil.

The god of the aove noted statement of the black magicians from the school of Sodom
is to judify their tenebrous teachings, in order to give them the fase gppearance of being
pure white magic.

The coamic is the whaole Infinite, and in the cosmos there are many things. As above 0
below.

If a thought which is emitted by an evil one is disntegrated & once, why then is not a
bullet digntegrated in the amosphere? Why does the cosmic serve as an ingrument for a
bullet, which is going to kill a human being, who might be an eder or achild?

If that concept of the black magicians from the school of Sodom would be true, then the
bullet should disntegrate itself a once.

Possbly they would argue by saying to me that the bullet is a maerid body and a
thought is not. Yet, this is dso not a good explanation because thought is dso matter.
Nothing can exigt, not even God, without the help of metter.

Moreover, every aom is septuple in its condtitution. The bullet used as an example is a
compound of physica, ethered, astrd, mentd, causal, conscientious and divine aoms. In
other words, the bullet is a nucleus of aomic consciousness, which is charged with the
waves of hatred from the one who shot it.

Why then is the bullet not disntegrated? Why does the cosmic serve as an insrument for
the bullet?

Why does the cosmic serve as an ingrument for the dedtructive waves of the aomic
bomb? Could it be concevable that the mentd waves are inferior to the radioactive
waves of the aloms of Uranium?

Hence, that concept of the black magicians from the school of Sodom serves them only in
order to conced their crimes and to cheat naive people. The only thing they want is to
judtify themselves as white magicians.

Do not covet powers beloved reader. Powers are born as fruits of our Intimate when our
soul has been purified. The mental force that we stubbornly use in order to move a piece
of paper, would be better used in order to dominate our carna passion, in order to end
hatred, in order to dominate our language, in order to defeat selfishness, envy etc.

Let us purify oursdves, dnce powers will be granted to us through successve
purifications. Powers are flowers of the soul and fruits of the Intimate. The powers of a
Mahatma are the fruit of millinery purifications.

The Gnodic disciple recaives diginct powers from the White Lodge through the Initiatic
ordedls. These powers are acquired by the soul and the Intimate ‘seizes them because the
Intimate is the real human within ourselves.

For ingtance, when the Gnostic wishes a distant friend to come near to him, then, he begs
his Intimete as follows “ My Father, | beg you to bring near to me (name the person), but
not as | will, but as you will.”
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If his Intimate condders that his ptition is judt, then the Intimae performs the miracle,
that is to say, He performs a work of Theurgy, and the distant friend arives. Yet, if the
Intimate congders tha the petition is unjudt, then the Intimaie doest not perform the
petition of his soul. Thisis pure white magic.

The black magician proceeds to use his so caled “Asuncion” or will power, without
taking the will of his Intimete into account.

“Thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven” is what the Gnostic says, because the
Gnogtic only performs the will of his Intimate on earth as it is in heaven, in other words,
in the superior planes of constiousness The Gnogtic places dl of his longings in the
hands of his Intimate.

We prepare our pituitary and pined glands for clairvoyance by dominating anger and
acquiring serenity. We prepare oursdves for the awakening of the inner ear when we
aways utter words of love and truth.

Sexud magic, daly vocdizaion and incessant purification teke us towards the summits
of the High Initiation.

To not covet powers does not signify that we, the Gnostics, take on a passive attitude, as
do the Theosophists. We have to prepare oursdves when practicing sexua magic, when
vocdizing, and when we expd dl of the rubbish from oursdves.

The Gnogtics transmute their sexud secretions and patiently await in order to be worthy
of recelving their occult powers, that sorout as flowers of the soul when they have adready
purified themsdves.

The Gnostics do not covet powers, on the contrary, they prepare themsalves in order to
acquire them. The prepardion of the Gnogtic is to purify himsdf and to practice sexud
magic dally.

In ther temples, the black magicians have esablished smilar ordeals to those of the
white magicians. In order to be accepted as candidates for ther initiation, the likely
candidates are dlowed to receive inaults, grumbles, to ligen to humiliations, and to even
receive blows to their person whilst in their fedtivities.

In the fifth monograph of the ninth black degree of the school of Sodom, the disciple
receives a parchment after passng the four ordeds of earth, water, fire and ar within a
temple of black magic. The parchment sates the following:

“ Peace, greetings from the Master of the temple. By decree of the high priest, and by all
of the guardians who have served and veiled over you, as proof of your perseverance,
faith and desire, and in accordance with what has been manifested in the external
chambers, you are allowed to enter into the following Sanctum. You will await to be
prepared in order to be admitted into the holy of holies after three days of sanctification
and purification. Your name will be 777, your letter will be R, your salutation will be
Aum, your book will be the one with the letter *‘M’, your jewel will be the green Jasper
which is in the shape of a scarab, and your hour will be nine. Rest with patience and
await the hour, the number and the sign.”

This is pure and legitimate black magic. These ordeals are passed by the disciple in the
adra plane within atemple of black magic.

In the White Lodge, when the Gnogtic asks the Magters in the astrd plane for the four
ordeds of earth, fire, water, and air, then these ordeals are set by the Masters one after the
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other (as described in our book The Perfect Matrimony or The Door Entering into
initiation). These ordeds ae dways occurring with the interruption of many days
between each one, and the next orded is given only if the student has been triumphant in
the previous one.

Each triumph of the disciple is cdebrated in the ‘Children’'s Hdl’, with ineffable music
and feasts. Each one of the four ordeds has its specia celebration. The ‘Children's Hal’

is so named because the disciple is received by the Masters who have taken on the shape
of children, in order to tdl him: * Except ye be converted, and become as little children,
ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven.” (Matthew: 18: 3).

So, there is nothing regarding a letter R, nothing about 777, nothing about Jasper jewds,
nothing about hours and sgns, since dl of these are just pure black magic from Atlantis.

In the White Lodge, the only thing, which is placed on the Gnogtic disciple, is the smdl
cape of a Chela (neophyte), which he has to ask for.

After having passed the orded of ar, the black magician receves a jewd with two
intertwined rings, which is what becomes the Sgn of his triumph.

The white magician recaives a symbolic ring which represents the Ray to which he
belongs to The ring of the black magician reminds him that he was hung from two rings
over an abyss. The magters of the black temple dress in white tunics. The veiled prophets
wear black vells, the stole bearers wear gray colored stoles, the scribes wear blue, he
adrologers wear blue and white, the mystics wear yellow and the doctors wear a reddish
gray colored stole. The temple remainsin obscurity.

The distiple of ninth black degree is admonished with the following words “The living
soul, who traverses this horrendous path in londiness, without vacillaions or shyness,
will be illuminated by the glorious myderies, dfter the purifications by earth, fire, water
and air.” Afterwards, the black disciple advances towards the guardians of desth.

In the ordedl of fire, a guardian says to the black disciple the following: “If you wish to
arive next to the master, you must pass through this door. In order to reach this door, you
must pass through this hal. In order to pass through this hal, you must wak over these
beams of fire. So come if you search for the master.” Then the disciple says, “Go ahead!

Go ahead! Go ahead!” So, filled with courage, he traverses through the fire.

In the orded of water, a black guardian says. “If you want to see the master and to enter
into the holy temple, you must reach that door and pass through it, and in order to pass
that door, you must pass through the lake.”

Everything here described between quotations refers to the ninth black degree of the
fraternity from the School of Sodom. Everything is pure and legitimate black magic.

The disciples of the White Lodge, as we have dready daed, only ceebrate their fedtivity
in the Children’ s Hall, after having become triumphant.

The four ordeds within the White Lodge are in order to examine the white discipl€'s
moras. For ingance, in the orded of fire the disciple is atacked by crowds of enemies
who insult him. Indead of returning insults, the disciple throws love towards his enemies.

This is how he triumphs in this orded, when with serenity, he passes through the fire
without becoming burned.

As we see in this orded of fire, there is the need to kiss the executioner’s whip in order to
triumph. Yet, in the orded of fire for the black magician, the only requirement is to pass
through the fire, snce mora preparation does not have the least bit of importance for the
black magician.
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The orded of water for the Gnogtic in the White Lodge is given with the only purpose of
knowing what level has the disciple s dtruism and philanthropy reached.

The White Lodge's orded of air is only given with the purpose of knowing the disciple’s
capacity for resstance againgt great adversities and for detachment from materid things.

It is logicd that a disciple who commits suicide because of a loss of fortune cannot pass
through the orded of ar. By amply not being capable of mordly resding a falure, it is
clear that one does not pass the ordedl of air.

Whaosoever succumbs to the grave inconveniences of life faillsin the orded of earth.

There are many persons who have passed these ordeds within the very struggle of life,
within the dally battle of obtaining their daily breed.

Sometimes in life there have been human beings who have traced a great plan for the
benefit of humanity and they have accomplished it with exact fullness in spite of dl
misfortunes, sufferings and tears. These people have passed the four ordeds in the body
of flesh and bones.

Therefore, the four ordeds of earth, fire, water and air are presented smply for the mord
examination of the disciple. All of our defects and mord faults are precisgly the negdtive
aspect of the four dements of Nature, and we have to convert oursaves into kings and
queens of it.

In the White Lodge, the four ordeals are accompanied by a verba tedt, in order to know
what level of purification the disciple has reached.

All of these ordeds occur in the agtrd plane. The prepared disciple, that is to say, the
disciple who has spiritua maturity, brings the memory of al of this to the physcd plane,
just asif he would have had a dream.

On the other hand, what only matters in the black lodge is to have the courage of a brutd
beast in order to become triumphant in the ordedls.

The sxth monograph from the ninth black degree describes to us how their dreadful
disciples, after having triumphantly passed their four ordeds, have the right to receive
(they say) the sacred initiation.

Let us see the following paragraph from the third page of the sxth monogrgph of the
ninth black degree: “ Now then, in this way | knew that two intertwined rings must be my
sign, therefore, two intertwined circles similar to two links of a chain are my sign, and
also these will be your sign in thisinitiation. As soon as this was understood by me, they
asked me to sign my name and to leave the digital mark of my thumb over a sheet of
special paper, which was attached to a piece of wood, that also was attached to other
pieces. Then after, they commanded me to go towards the door, to push a small sliding
seal, and give my letter and number.”

The whole of this seems to be like a scene in a police office, but never of a temple of
white initigtion. No one dgns his pesond name within any temple of white initiaion,
neither is anyone registered because in the white lodges and in the karmic records, the
human being is depicted with the name of his Intimate and never with profane names.

Many of the black students lose their profane name when they enrall in their spiritud
universties. Then, when they conquer ther * Anagaric-hood”, they are assgned with a
capricious name as a subdtitution of their own profane name, as areward for their success
While forming a chain, they exclam in ther Sanctum: ‘E... I.... E... l....E..... l. *“
Thisisan action of thanksgiving for these left hand adepts.
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The discipleé's conductor wears a tunic and hood of a black color because he is an
authentic black magician. Among the magters of the White Lodge, not one wears a black
hood. The Mager Zanoni (white master), dresses in a black tunic and wears a
digtinguished mantle of the same color, but never a black hood. This is because the black
hood is only for black magicians.

“Thus, having again reached the bottom of the temple, | am lead towards the center of the
temple. Then, an officid places a grest cross over my head while | kned, and three
bellstrokes resound in some other pat of the temple From the east of the temple, a
master with a purple tunic who carries a great Egyptian cross approaches me. He holds
this cross over my head instead of the other aoss while other officids who are standing
next to me say: Under the cross of immortality and eternal life, you are blessed.”

Within the hdls of the authentic white Gnogtic Initiation, a master never wears a purple
or red tunic, since these colors are only used by the hierarchies of the black lodge.

In the white Initiation the disciple throws upon his shoulders an enormous and heavy
cross of wood. This dgnifies that the disciple has dready sarted his own Via Crucis
through the nine Arcades. The weght of the cross differs very much, as this weight
depends upon the karma of each person. Sometimes the disciple cannot bear the weight
of his cross, then the Cyrenean has to hep him. The vowels E. U. grants the disciple the
power of bearing his cross when it is very heavy. Thus, the cross over the shoulders is
white magic. Y et, the cross over the head is black magic.

Chrigt did not bear his cross over his head, but over his shoulders. The cross symbolizes
matter. Hence, to bear the cross over the head dgnifies to resolve onesdf to live under
matter, under the world. This is why the black magician says “Under the cross of
immortality and eternal life, you are blessed.”

The White Magician says “ Over the cross | am.” The cross over the head is carried by
the Pontiffs on their miters. No White Magician carries the cross over his head, but over
his shoulders, as was demongrated by the Divine Redeemer. Thus, we, the Gnogtics, are
not under the cross, but, over the cross.

The Gnodgtic has to hite a certain figure in the fird Initiation. Before entering into this firgt
Initiation, he has dready received the authentic lost word, which has never been written.

The verba tests are very drict in order to receive the Initiation. The black magician does
not care for mordlity.

Once the Chela (white neophyte) triumphantly passes the white Initiation, a ceebration
OCCUrs.

In the black ceremony, the disciple receives from a black magician, who is dressed in
ydlow, a series of teachings that are utilized in order to become invishle and to make
othersinvisble. We will talk about this in the next chepter “Nirvand’.

As we have dready daed, dl of these teachings came from Atlantis. In Atlantis, the
human beings were utilizing the sexud forces in order to inflict grave damege. This is
how Orhuarpa (a black magician) was forming mongers with his mind, that later he
physicadly materidized. He fed them blood to keep them dive and he was cadting these
monsters upon his defensa ess victims whenever he wished to do so.

The Atlanteen humanity was darvoyant and they marveloudy managed to handle the
cosmic forces. A very important sanctuary exised in that epoch. This sanctuary was
named the Sanctuay of Vulcan. The guardians of this sanctuary had Ariman (another
black magician) and his legions under their control, so these black magicians could not
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fredly work on our planet. The aoms of Ariman eventudly damaged the dairvoyance of
the human being. This is how our humanity remans endaved by the illuson of this
physical world.

Neverthdess, there was in Atlantis a great College of Initistes. When the black magicians
were atempting damage agangt them, then the evil ones were killed by the Sword of
Justice.

The Lords of Mercury gave the mind to the human being in order for him to think, and
not for him to use it for destructive purposes, as did Orhuarpa

When Orhuarpa saw that people were worshipping him as a God, he armed a powerful
amy and marched againg ‘Tollan’, the city of the seven gates of massve gold, where the
White Magicians from Atlantis reigned.

During the day, Orhuarpa was fighting dressed in sted, with shidd, helmet, cask and
sword. Yet, during the night, he was unleashing his beasts with his witchcraft. They were
in the form of wolves and they were destroying his enemies. This is how he captured
Tollan, the city with the seven gates of massve gold. He became emperor of Atlantis,
thus establishing the cult of the tenebrous sun.

This is how events occurred Then, the Master Mona reincarnated. He reunited an army of
soldiers and marched againgt Orhuarpa.

Orhuarpa cast his ferocious beasts againg the Master Mona, but the Master was
dissolving them with his luminous powers.

Magter Morig, with the edge of his sword, captured Tallan, the city with the seven gates
of massive gold, and al of the soldiers of Orhuarpa fell under the sword of the forces of
light.

When Orhuarpa saw that he had logt, he enclosed himsdf within a tower and died
burning in it, because Master Mona' s soldiers st fire to that tower.

Unfortunately, events did not end here. Orhuarpa immediately reincarnated again, and
when he was old enough, he reunited his army of warriors and sorcerers and marched
agang Tallan, but he could not capture the city again. So, he established his own throne
againg the other throne.

Then, the Four Thrones (Deities) said to the White Emperor Noenra (Noah), “Leave from
this land, and pass to the Gobi desert, where you will find dry land, because God will sink
thisland.”

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All of the naive tribes from the continent of America are Atlantean remnants. These
tribes preserved many practices of black magic, which were derived from the Atlanteans.

In America, there are some who make dolls with wax and then bury them with pins. This
is how they empower their imagination and concentrate their minds on their victims.

There are others who utilize the sexua forces for destructive purposes. The whole of this
originated in Atlantis.

The Arhuacos Indians, from the Sierra Nevada of Santa Marta (Colombia) burned a
whole town named Dibuya, by utilizing the dementds of fire, which they cdl “Animes’.

| met a humble old woman in the smal town of Santa Cruz de Mora (State of Merida),
who made marvels with the dementds of Nature. When she was young, she married an
Indian. Her husband took her to his tribe into the jungle. She tells many drange things
about this tribe. She says that during the day, the Indians abandon their homes and during
the night dl of them arive with the shape of animds, ye, when they are within ther
huts, they take the human shape again.

A certain day her husband took leave from her and said that he was going to die in the
jungle (since these Indians go into the jungle in order to die). He gave her an amulet and
sad: “I ddiver this kegpsake to you, SO you can ask to it whatever you wish, when you
are needy.”

This is how the old woman made marvels in the town of Santa Cruz. She asked this
amulet whatever she wished for. Money, wine, jewes, liquors, pefumes, €., ec. were
coming to her asif by megic.

People who were robbed did nothing more but consult her. At once she was asking the
amulet for the robbed object. Then, the object was carried by invisble hands and arrived
into her hands, and so everybody was recovering their lost things.

Unfortunately, these marvels ended for the old woman when she had the wesakness of
confessing thisto a priest, who took this marvel ous talisman away from her.

The peformance of these marvels are nothing fantagtical or rare, snce they are smply
made with the dementds of Nature. The book by Mr. Franz Hatman entitted The
Elementas, widdy refersto these things.

The whole of this knowledge comes from Atlantis.

The dementads serve for good as well as for evil. The Atlanteans utilized the dementas
for evil.
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CHAPTER 15
NIRVANA

From the Gobi desart, the Isradlite tribes emigrated to the west in order to form the Aryan
Root Race. This is represented in the Book of Exodus, in the story of the emigration of
Isradl, when they were coming out from the land of Egypt towards the Promised Land.
Enormous caravans of human beings, who were commanded by the Magters of Mgor
Mydteries, came away from the drowning Atlantis towards the Gobi desert. Afterwards,
they emigrated to the west in order to cross themsdves with some western races, in order
to form our present Aryan Root Race.

The captains of the Biblicd Exodus were the same Magers of Mgor Myderies. They
were profoundly venerated by humanity, therefore no one dared to disobey their sacred
commands.

Moses remained forty years in the wilderness, that is to say, the primeva |sradites
remaned forty years in the wilderness. They built the Ark of Alliance, they established
the mysteries of Levi and they worshipped Jehovah.

The myderies of the seven sanctuaries emigrated towards the west. Under the light of
these sanctuaries is how the Magis Pearsia, the Richis India, Chades, Egypt, Helenic
Greece, etc., dl flourished.

This occult wisdom illuminated Solon, Pythagoras, Heradlitus, Socrates, Plato, Aristotle,
Buddha, etc.

The most powerful civilizations from the past flourished under the light of the sacred
mysteries.

We, the Gnodtics, know that Chrigt is a Nirmanakaya, a Being who renounced Nirvana in
order to come to save this humanity The Book of the Dead says “1 am the Sacred
crocodile Sebek. | am the flame with three wicks, and my wicks are immortal. | enter the
region of Sekem, | enter into the region of the flames which have defeated my
adversaries.”

Thisregion of Sekem, the region of the flames, is the ineffable joy of Nirvana

A Dhyan Chohan is one who has dready abandoned the four bodies of sin, which are the
physicd, astral, mental and causa bodies.

A Dhyan Chohan only acts with his Diamond Soul. He fas dready liberated himsdf from
Maya (illusion), thus, he lives happily in Nirvana

The sacred crocodile is the Intimate. The Intimate is the flame with three immortal wicks.
These three wicks are the Intimate's Diamond Soul, his Igneous Mind and Atman, his

own spiritua body.
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Nirvana is a region of Nature where the ineffable happiness of the fire reigns. The
Nirvanic plane has seven sub-planes. A resplendent hail exists in each one of these seven
sub-planes of Nirvanic matter, where the Nirmanakayas study ther myderies This is
why they cdl thar sub- planes ‘hdls and not merdy ‘sub-planes as the Theosophists
do.

The Nirvanis say: We are in the firg hal of Nirvana or in the second hal of Nirvana, or
in thethird, or in the fourth, or fifth, or Sixth, or in the saventh hail of Nirvana

To describe the ineffable joy of Nirvana is impossible. There, the music of the spheres
reigns and the soul is enchanted within a dtate of bliss, which is impossble to describe
with words.

The inhabitants of the superior hail of Nirvana use diamond tunics and they carry mantles
of diginction over their heads, which fdl to their feet.

We can vigt Nirvana with our agdrd body. The yogis from India, while in the Sate of
Samadhi, vist Nirvana with their mental body or causal body. However, to pretend to
vidt Nirvanawith black magic procedures is the bresking point of madness.

The Gnogic knows how to enter into Nirvana by utilizing the powers of his Intimate.
When the Gnogtic wants to visit Nirvana he does the following:

Firg, he leaves his physical body and departsin his astral body.

This is done with much naturdness as when one is
waking out of his home The individuad smply pronounces the mantra “RUSTI”, and in
the moment when he is getting drowsy, he gets out of his bed, not with the mind, nor the
imegination, but as if he is redly doing it with his body of flesh and bones. Hence, the
physica body remains within the bed. The mantraiis pronounced many times like this

RRRRRRUUUUUUSSSSSSSST T ...

The Gnogtics know very wdl that they must aways save their sexud force, because te
Kunddini awakens with the sexud force.

The mantra “RA” helps in the awakening of the Kundaini, but it is necessary to know
how. This is ignored by the black magicians of the school of Sodom. These black
magicians bdlieve tha by pronouncing “RA-MA” while danding on ther feat every
morning and while taking various inhdaions of ar, they will purify themsdves What
they only demondrate with this is ther complete ignorance regarding the wisdom of the
Egyptians.

We, the ancient Egyptians, pronounce the mantra “RA” while in the Egyptian postion,
which is as follows Our knees are on the ground, the pams of our hands are on the
ground and touching each other by the thumbs. Then, our head rests upon the back of our
hands. In this position, one pronounces many times the mantralikethis Rrrrrr Aaaaaaa
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As we have dready sated (in the previous chapter), in the black ceremony, the ancient
black magicians, while enveloped within a cloud, were physcdly invisble and were
transporting themselves to wherever they wished.

Chrig, the divine Rabbi of Gdlileg, taught us the secret in order to travel with the physicd
body within the astrd plane. Let us see verses 24-32, of the fourteenth chapter of
Matthew.

But the ship was now in the midst of the sea, tossed with waves. for the wind was
contrary.

And in the fourth watch of the night Jesus went unto them, walking on the sea.

And when the disciples saw him walking on the sea, they were troubled, saying, It is a
spirit; and they cried out for fear.

But, straightway Jesus spake unto them saying, Be of good cheer; Itis|; be not afraid
And Peter answered him and said, Lord f it be thou, bid me come unto thee on the water.

And he said, Come. And when Peter was come down out of the ship, he walked on the
water, to go to Jesus.

But when he saw the wind boisterous, he was afraid, and beginning to sink, he cried,
saying, Lord save me.

And immediately Jesus stretched forth his hand, and caught him, and said unto him, O
thou of little faith, wherefore didst thou doubt?

And when they were come into the ship, the wind ceased.

This is the Gnogtic secret in order to enter within the astral plane, with the body of flesh
and bones.

Peter walked upon the waters because his physicad body, by means of the force of faith,
submerged itsdf within the agtrad plane. In the moment when he doubted, he went out of
the astrd plane, and he was close to sinking.

The forces of the adrd plane were holding Peter when he was upon the waters.
Therefore, the adtrd plane was the force, which was holding Christ when he was upon the
waters.

When we, the Gnogtics, want to go to the astrd plane with the body of flesh and bones,
then we utilize the clue, which the Magter taught us.

The physica body floats smply by means of faith. We abandon the force of gravity and
the physicd plane. So, we penetrate with our physica body into the astrd plane, where
the laws of levitation reign.

Our disciples dso know how to wak upon the waters in the same way as our Master did.
Therefore, we are authentic Christians.

How terrified he
flew away from a park in Catagena (South America), when | told him that he was
conscioudy working in the agtrd plane.

This is the bresking point of negativity from Theosophiss. They horrify themsdves
amply with thinking in awakening the consciousness. They are only interested in having
their heads filled with ‘cockroaches and in living ther life adegp. Neverthdess, they say
that some day they think they will enter Nirvana

Foolish boasters of wisdom, know that only those who have dready passed through the
High Initiation, only those who have given ther last drop of blood for this humanity will
enter into Nirvana

All men long for the High Initiation, yet, they can only reech the dtar of the High
Initiation with the virile member in the date of erection (explanation in next chapter).

Therefore, the Gnogtic dways lives heroicdly, dways triumphant and aways a rebd,
like the heroes of Rabdlais, who knew nothing of weakness.

The Gnogtics yearn for Nirvana, but they know very well that they carry Nirvana within
ther sexud glads.

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CHAPTER 16
THE ELIXIR OF LONG LIFE

The Magter Zanoni acquired his Chadean Initiation in very remote ages. As a result, he
preserved his youthfulness for thousands of years. Megnour, who was Zanoni’s comrade,
dso lived through entire ages These magters were invincible death could not do
anything agangt them. They were citizens of an dready disgppeared ancient nation
(Chadea). What was their secret? What was their power?

When arriving to the present chapter of this book, many uneducated surgeons of occult
medicine will look a us with condemnation.

We have dready sad, and we will not tire of repedting that the Initigtion is life itsdf,
intengvely lived, and that the human being's redemption exclusvdy lies in the sexud
act.

When our book The Perfect Matrimony darted to circulate, then, as we had expected,
many critics emerged who qualified us as pornographic. This was because the book was
written in a Smple language which was & the reach of every on€'s comprehenson, and
a 50 because the clue of sexud magic was given.

Nonethdless, we know that for the pure ones, everything is pure, yet, for the impure ones,
everything isimpure.

However, it dso
possesses semind cands through which the semen, when trandformed into energy, rises
from the semind glands upwards towards the head. This is because the mass (semen) is
dways transformed into energy, as was dready proven by the wise and grest Eingen.

4. Aged man rguvenates and does not ever get old, because life is given to him through
their creative forces. Thus, luck and happiness surround them everywhere.

5. The sense of clairvoyance is awakened in both, and so the vel of the invisble worlds
is disclosed before their Sght.

6. The sacred fire of the Holy Spirit illuminates them interndly.

7. They unite themsdves with ther own Intimate (internd God). Thus they convert
themsdves into king and queen of credtion, with powers over the four dements of
Nature, which are earth, water, air and fire.

8. They acquire the Elixir of Long Life, which resdesin the Kunddini.
9. Death will be no more.

All of this is a fact, in spite of the doctors, who are ‘consecrated” by the materidigtic
university.

The Tree of Life is the Kunddini and the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil is the
semen.

And a river went out of Eden to water the garden; and from thence it was parted, and
became into four heads.

The name of the first is Pison: that is it which compasseth the whole land of Havilah,
where there is gold; And the gold of that land is good: there is bdellium and the onyx
stone.

The land of Havilah is our own physical body, and the gold of this land is the solar atoms
fromour seminal system, that isto say, the semen’s potable gold.

And the name of the second river is Gihon: the sameisit that compasseth the whole land
of Ethiopia.

This second river is the Cephdo-Rachis liquid, which is the other pole of our semind
system. Wth it we encompass the whole land of Ethiopia, thet is to say, the whole of our
head and throat, since we form the brain and throat with the Cephao-Rachisliquid.

And the name of the third river is Hiddekel: that is it which goerh toward the east of
Assyria. And the fourth river is Euphrates. (Geness. 2: 10-14)

The river which goes toward the east of Assyria and the river Euphrates are the two poles
of the woman's semina system. Therefore, the woman is towards the east of us, because
sheisthe door of Paradise and this door is dways towards the east.

You
throw it away because you no longer need it, and you cannot deny this. Yet, if you wish
to replace your ouitfit, then where do you go? You might answer me tha you will go to
thetailor’s store, in order for the tailor to meke another ouitfit for you.

Therefore, beloved disciple, | have dready told you that you are a soul and that your
body is your suit. Your suit of flesh was well made, in accordance to your own
proportions. This suit of flesh was made by two laborers, that is to say, your father and
your mother.

It is ds0 very true that we can preserve our youth and not die by means of the Elixir of
Long Life.

Megnour lived with his body of flesh and bones for seven times seven centuries. Zanoni
aso remained young for millions of years.

The Count of Saint Germain presently lives in Tibet with the same body that he had
during the XVII, XVII1 and part of the XIX centuries in Europe.

We, the Gnostics laugh at death. We have the scret in order to mock the mute skull, and
as we previoudy dated in the first chapter, we will make the inopportune guest (death)
flee with the sword of Damocles.

We fed oursdves omnipotent and with a gesture of sovereign rebelion, we chdlenge
scence.

Foolish doctors, ignorant biologidts, arrogant physicists, where is your wisdom?

Death sweeps away everyone, wedthy and poor, bdievers and unbeievers. All are
defeated by death, except we, the Gnogtics.

We, the Gnogtics laugh a death, and we place it before our feet, because we are
omnipotent.

Ignite your nine mydtic lamps, oh! Lanu (disciple). Remember that each one of the nine
Initiations of Lesser Mygteries hasamusica note and an ingrument, which producesit.

There are three conditions that are necessary in order to recelve the Elixir of Long Life
Sexud magic, perfect sanctity, and to know how to conscioudly travel in the astral body.

Many people can dat by traveing with their own physical body within the astrd plane,
because this is easer. Later on, they can become practicd in the use and control of the

adiral body.
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Some people are acquiring their sanctity little by little. The best way to put it into effect is
to make an addition of &l of our defects, then to terminate each one of them in a
successive order, by dedicating two months to each defect.

Whosoever wants to terminate various defects in one time, is Smilar to the hunter who
wants to hunt ten hares at the same time. He does not succeed in hunting any one of them.

Now, concerning sexud magic, there is the need to accustom the organism little by little
to it, for there exi¢ such brutd individuas who would not fed the dightest bit of pan if
their own leg was cut during the sexud act. These are human beests.

In the beginning, the couple can practice standing on their feet. The husband will
massage his wife from the coccyx upwards towards her neck, with his index, middle
fingers and his thumb, with the intention of awakening the Kunddini of his wife. She,
likewise, will do the same thing to her husband, with the intention of awakening his
Kunddini. The mind should be concentrated on the spind medulla and not in the sexud
organs.

The days for beginners of sexua magic will be Thursdays and Fridays a dawn. In the
beginning, there should be no sexua connection.

When grong pan is fdt in the coccyx, then it is a 9gn that the fire of Kunddini has
awakened. This fire will rise dong the cand of the spind column, canon by canon
(vertebra by vertebra), in accordance with our mora merits.

The awakening of the Kunddini is celebrated in the Children’'s Hal with a great
ceebration. The decisve factor in the progress, devdopment and evolution of the
Kunddini is ethics

There is the need for the disciple to be illful in the astrd, s0 that he can assg the
‘Pragtor’ of the Holy Gnostic Church a dawn on Fridays and Sundays. The other days,
the disciple can receive wisdom within the Temple' s hdl of esoteric indruction.

At the gate of the Holy Gnostic Church, there are some guardians who dlow the entrance
of the disciples based on the condition that their conduct was upright during the day.
These guardians have certain scales with which they weigh the good and evil deeds that
the disciples performed during the day.

Also, there exigs within the Gnogtic Church a lens with which the colors of the disciple
can be examined. When the disciple does not cary dl of his complete colors, then he
cannot bring the memories into his body. Many times, due to daily preoccupations, these
colors remain within the physica body.

An extremdy fine nervous tissue, which is totaly unknown by the men of science, exids
in our brain. This tissue is the ingrument in order for us to bring back our ‘internd
memories.

What does it live on? What does it take for nourishment?

This precisdy is an inconvenience for the modern pseudo-botanists, since they only
duplicate what others say. Very seddom does one of them have the indgght to individudly
invedtigate within the marvellous laboratory of Nature.

The unique thing which the pharmacigts can do with the Aloe is create “German liquor”
and pectords. These are the only things which they make with their famous Aloe gd. It is
a great pectora, yet, they do not even remotely know about the transcendenta
importance of the Aloe.

The Aloe nourishes itsdf with the ultrasensble rays of the sun, with the chrisonic
substance of the sun. The Aloe gd is the cryddlization of the agtrd light from the sun.
Therefore, the gel is the semen of the Sun. This is why a great Smilitude exists between
the Aloe gd and the human semen.

Consequently, the Aloeis agreat panaceafor the healing of impotence.

The procedure is as follows. Put into a casserole, pan or pot one white panela (hard cane
sugar commonly found in Colombia) so it can be meted by the fire This casserole must
not contain water.

Chanting these vowels for one hour daily avakens dl of these occult powers.

The blood rises upwards towards the head when we vocdize the vowe ‘I’. The blood
goes into the throat with the vowed ‘E’. With the ‘O’ it goes into the heart. The bood
goesinto the intestines with the vowd ‘U’ and into the lungswith the*A’.

Within one of the rituals, which the master Huiracocha brought to Colombia, there is a
mantric prayer, which is useful for sexud magic. This prayer must be pronounced in the
moment when the husband and his priestess wife are practicing the connection of sexud
meagic.

Many will say that the former statement is impossble, that the author of this book is
getting peskier than a fly. Yet, | recommend to those people to study The Initiatic Nove
of Occultism by Krumm Heler (Huiracocha), o they can learn about the history of the
Holy Grall.

The Holy Gral was in the physcd plane, yet now it is within the &trd plane. Also in the
adrd plane is the temple of the Holy Grail, which was physicd in the past, and dso part
of the mountain of Monsarrate in Catalufia (Spain). Thisiswhat is caled jinn State.

This chdice is filled with the blood of the Redeemer of the world, which Joseph of
Arimathae collected when he was at the foot of the crossin Golgotha

We read in Krumm Hédler's book how Commander Montero entered with his physica
body into the authentic Rosicrucian Temple of Chapultepec (Mexico). This temple isin a
Jnn State, so, Commander Montero entered into this temple with his body in a Jinn date.

Dr. Rudolf Steiner, the great German doctor, said: “ A physical body can enter into the
internal worlds without losing its physical characteristics.”
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Mario Roso de Luna made beautiful studies about the Jnn lands. Don Mario Roso de
Luna died disappointed with the Theosophica society.

The Rodcross is one of seven Initiatic sanctuaries, which are located in the astrd plane.
Yet, dl of the Roscrucian schools, which are presently known in this physica world, are
false ever since such schoolsfl into the hands of Javhe.

The natives of America knew about the Jnn states in depth. Therefore, when the Spanish
conquistadors arived; they hid their most sacred temples within the astrd plane. As a
result, the Mayan myseries were saved from the Spaniard's profanaion. The Sanctuary
of Mayan Myderies is one of the seven grest occult sanctuaries, which now reman
within the astrd plane.

When a physicd body is ative within the agtrd plane, it remains subjected to the laws of
that plane, without losing its physiologica characterigtics.

| know about a felow who robbed two gold bars from the profound cave of the
Pregoneros (State of Merida, Venezudd). When the man in question went out of this
cave, he fdt that these two gold bars were moving in his hands and smultaneoudy, a
gorm was unleashed. He then saw tha his two gold bars had transformed into two
horrible snakes. This man then threw them out of his hands and flew away in terror.

What aso can occur is that a disncarnated person can momentarily abandon the astrdl
plane and penetrate into the physicd plane. Such an individud becomes invisble for
those persons from the astral plane, yet, he remains tangible for the people of this
physicad world. In such a case, the disncarnated person remains momentarily subjected
to the laws which command the physcd plane, without his astrd body losng its own
Characterigtics.

These cases are counted in thousands within the gpparition archives of psychic societies.
These are the gpparitions of deceased persons, which the spiritists talk of. Nonetheless,
they could never know how to explan them. Supeficidly, they say that these ae
materidization phenomena, and they fill them with millions of theories

They ignore that the soul can enter into the distinct departments of the kingdom. What is
necessary isto know how to do it, as the Magicians do.

Therefore, the Magician does not need spiritis mediums in order to perform these
phenomena of practicad magic.

When magic is explained as it redly is then what occurs is that it seems to make no
sense to fanatica people. They prefer to follow their world of illusions.

| know the case of an evocator who caled Bedzebub with the clavicle (clue) of Solomon,
whichisasfollows

“Agion tetra-gram vaicheon estimilia maton espares retragramaton orgoran irion.
Erglion existion eryona omera brasin moim mesias soler, Emmanuel Sabaoth Adonai. |
praise thee and | invoke thee.”

When the evocator saw Bedzebub in the middle of the room, he became filled with
infinite terror and did not dare make any pact with him for he became tongue-tied.

Bedzebub adways had his cavern filled with weapons and sedls in order to mark the astra
bodies of hisdisciples.
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|, Samael Aun Weor, was dways obsaerving Bedzebub in the agtra plane. | tried to gain
his afection because what kept cdling my attention was the overwheming fact that he
wasirradiating love towards his friends.

He was a very rare and unique case among his kind because | had never heard of a demon
whose aurawas irradiaing a blue light, which is that of love.

Certainly, he was dways hurling terible threats upon me. Yet, | adways defeated him
with my mantras, and thus | was accompanying him into his caverns within the astrd
plane. | reached even to the point of taking pat in his feasts, pretending to be a black
magician, and even his comrade. Thiswasin order to more closdy study this personage.

My intentions in the long run were to perform the greatest task in the cosmos, which was
to take Bedzebub out from the Black Lodge, and transform him into a disciple of the
White Lodge.

My disciples were congdering this task to be something truly impossble. Bedlzebub did
not stop threstening me, nevertheless, in spite of everything, | did not dismay.

Findly, there was a curious event, which did assure my intentions. One night, 1, dong
with a chela, invoked Bedzebub in the astrd plane. Once he concurred to our cal, we
invited him to dinner. He accepted our invitation, and we went into a restaurant of the
adrd plane. As we dready explained, the astral body adso eas dements, which are
related to its organism. Thus, the astrdl world isamaost smilar to our own physica world.

So, | asked food for Bedzebub, while | contented mysdf to drink a glass of water. When
Bedzebub sat a the table, he took the biretta off from his head and began to eat in a
gentleman- like manner.

It was intriguing to see that type of gorilla edting at the table like a great lord. Some
chelas who were in that place addressed me and told me that | was being disrespectful in
bringing a demon into that place.

As it was expected, they were looking a him with disgust, and soon they began to vacate
the place. Notwithstanding, | answered them: “ This is also a man and he deserves to be
respected” Then, Bedzebub took the floor and in a profoundly sad tone, he sad:
“ Everybody despises me, the only one who does not despise me is my friend Samael Aun
Weor.”

This was the adtrd experience that did encourage me to continue with my longed for
purpose, which was to take Bedzebub out from the Black Lodge and to make him a
disciple of the White Fraternity.

Some people would see the fact that the astra body can eat and drink as something
impossible, because their unsound mydgticism is dways telling them that the astrd body is
something vague, a vgporous fluid, an intangible and non-materid body. Consdering
they are only theorids, it does not occur to them to verify it.

Let such ladies and gentlemen sudy Vivekananda's books, in order for them to be
informed that the internal bodies (astral body, etc.) are dso materid.

This is why we, the Gnogtics say that nothing can exigt, not even God, without the help of
meatter.

o, the adtral body is materid, and it is a dense organism such as the physica body. The
fact that matter in its last synthesis is reduced to energy does not deny its existence once
in that date. If we cannot see it with our sense of dght it is because it belongs to the
fourth dimenson. Our physcad eyes will not serve for seeing the agtrd plane until we
make them suitable for this purpose, or until we place ourselves into the astra plane with
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our physica body. Thus, the agtrd organism is as dense as the physicd organiam, ye, it
bel ongs to another department of the kingdom.

The adrd body is much more sendtive than the physica body. The astra organism is
like a duplicate of the physcd organiam. As the physica body has to be nourished with
food related to its nature, so does the astra bodly.

The Occultig utilizes the adrd body for his sudies and for his grest invedtigations,
because such a body is advantageoudy aranged over the physica body. Time and
disance do not exig for the astrd body, and wha one learns through it remans
immediately recorded within the consciousness of the Being forever.

Therefore my dear reader, do not take the fact that | was having dinner with Bedlzebub in
the astrd plane as something strange.

Many times | had asked for the attention of Bedlzebub's Intimate, in order for Him to do
something for his soul, but the answer of his Intimate (Spirit) was. “ 1 cannot, he does not
obey me. | have fought a lot, yet, it is impossible.” Bedzebub, as dl black magicians
from the school of Sodom, considers that the Spirit is inferior and the soul is superior.
Thisis because they say that the soul is more psychic.

So, Bedzebub, as wdl as the disciples from the school of Sodom, were convinced that
the Guardian of the Threshold was ther Red Being. Precisdly, this is why Bedzebub did
not ligen to his Intimate,

Bedzebub ignored that he was in evil. He was furioudy attacking the white magicians,
and believing them to be peverse. He was feding himsdf to be a Saint and good and
consdered the white magicians to be demons.

He was ignoring our Gnodtic principle, which sates. “One has asoul, and one is a Spirit”

The Testament of Learning says. “ Before the false dawn came over this earth, those who
survived the hurricane and the storm gave praise to the Innermost, and to them appeared
the heralds of the dawn.”

The Intimate or Innermogt is our internd sun. Thus, the soul who removes itsdlf from its
Intimate falsinto the abyss.

The Spirit is our Red Being. The soul who removes itsdf from its own Spirit is
disntegrated. Thisis the second degth.

As a result of the words that Bedzebub uttered in the middle of that dinner, |, filled with
enthusasm, peformed another experiment. | invoked him anew within the astrd plare.
Once Bedzebub attended my cdled, | politdy invited him to have some drinks with me.
Bedzebub happily and joyfully accepted my invitation.

While Bedzebub and | were waking in the astrd plane, | was changing Bedzebub's own
vibration. Findly, | succeeded and | removed him out of the asird plane and took him
into the most divine plane of consciousness of the cosmos.

This mogt divine plane of the cosmos is named “ The Pass Not Ring” in the firsg volume
of The Secret Doctrine by the Master Blavatsky.

If we congder the cosmos as a great tree with its roots in the Absolute, then these roots
will be the “ Pass Not Ring”, because no one can pass tha plane, not even the most great
Gods of the cosmos can pass beyond that ring.

Bedzebub was redly overwhdmed before the tremendous luminodty of that ineffable
region.

Its beauty and happinessisindescribable. Y et, he felt terror because for four eternities
Bedzebub was living within the darkness of the tenebrous caverns.
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When seeing the light he was feding fear, and so with a hoarse voice he uttered: “ Thisis
unceasingly terrifying | responded: “ more terrifying is the darkness in which you live.”
Then, waking through this plane we passed in front of a house. “ Can | enter?” he asked
me, and | answered him affirmativey.

Now, while lying
down upon their filthy beds they are disntegraiing themsdlves like candles, mdting with
the fire of their passion.

We found there souls of demons who were nothing else but pieces. “ Here | feel a little bit
better” sad Bedzebub to me | answered him: “ You have to accustom yourself to the
light.” He then stated: “It is very hard to do so because | have been living within the
darkness for a very long time.”

When showing him the pieces of souls, | warned him: “ Here is where you will end up if
you continue with your evilness.” Then dfter, | took him again into hisastrd plane.

Despite the fact that | was not content with the former orded, | did not dismay. |
understood that he had the Guardian of the Threshold within his internad bodies. As a
logical fact, in spite of the promisng hopes that | was observing in Bedzebub, tha
Guardian (which is 0 respected by the black magicians), was totdly endaving him.
Nevertheless, Bed zebub did not get furious againg the light, the light only annoyed him.

He was auffering greetly in the agrd plane because dl the spiritudists were turning up
their nose a him and he was very discouraged with his people.

There was dways the same despot behind the dtar commanding his temple. He was
adways around the same vices, and those vices had dready made of him a gorilla, a filthy
beast.

I, Samad Aun Weor, understood al of this. Therefore, | did not dismay, epecidly when
he was trying to fed affection for me and was congdering me his best friend.

Thus, | peformed a third experiment. This one was redly the decisve one | took
Bedzebub into the “ Pass Not Ring” for a second time. While there, | invoked for him his
best and very ancient friends from the epoch of Saturn.

These friends of his are now in this present time luminous Lords of the mind, Lords of
the light. Flled with pain, they hugged Bedzebub. One of them sad to him: “I never
believed to reach the point of seeing you in this state.” Then, Bedzebub answered: “ You
see how far | went.”

In that plane, Bedzebub seemed to be something like a gorilla from the African jungle
within an degant hall of Paris.

Neverthdess, when Bedzebub recognized his most beloved friends, he was appdled
within the depth of his soul and totally comprehended how he went astray.

This was Bedzebub, the smpatico and handsome man of Arcadia If it was not for the
taverns, he would not have known the horrifying black magician who misguided him.
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Then, | asked permission to the Magters of that luminous plane to leave Bedzebub in that
luminous region for some time. The Maders joyfully agreed with my petition, with the
condition thet | congtantly vigit him.

We then together made a chain of love around Bedzebub, inundaing him with our love
and filling him with our best atloms, saturating him with light and splendor.

| was condantly visting Bedzebub. He was dways sad, snce he was the only gorilla
within that plane of Gods. All of the Beings of tha region were looking a him with
curiosty and hisancient friends of the Saturnine period were advising and helping him.

So, Bedzebub was accusoming himsdf little by litle to the light, and he was feding
remorse in the bottom of his soul for the logt time. He felt shame when in front of his best
friends and he longed for persona improvement.

Therefore, we hdped him by temporarily uniting him with his Internd God, with his own
Intimate, and a supreme effort was made by his ‘Glorian’ in order to cdl his soul to the
union with his Intimete.

When reaching this part of our book, it will be rare for the occultists to hear about the
Glorian'.

In redity, the ‘Glorian’ is nothing dse but the Ray from where the Intimate (Spirit)
emanated.

Thus, the ‘Glorian’ is substance, yet, it is not Spirit, neither maiter.

The ‘Glorian’ is the Great Breath that is profoundly unknowable to itsdf. It is a breath
from the Absolute, one of the many breaths from the Great breeth.

The ‘Glorian’ is the ‘Atmic Thread' of the Hindus. It is the Absolute within us, our own
individud ray, thewhole of our ‘Red Being' madein glory.

The soul aspires for the union with his Intimate, and the Intimate aspires for the union
with his‘Glorian'.

The diocese of our ‘Glorian’ is the turk char of our organism. This turk char is formed
by the cervicd vertebrae of our spind column. Here is where the ‘Glorian’ has its slver
aoms. When Bedzebub became united with his ‘Glorian’, the white light of the
‘Glorian’ was shining with al of its splendor in that part of Bedzebub's agtrdl organism.

This momentary fuson of Bedzebub with his Intimae took away from him that
horrifying appearance of a gorilla. Dressed with the vestures of his Intimate, he assumed
the shape of that smpatico, young man of Arcadia

We mugt not forget that the aioms of the ‘Glorian’ are of slver and that the Holy Grall is
of dlver and not of gold as some Roscrucians suppose. Hence, the Chdice, which the
Initiates of the God Sirius cary over the hood of their forehead is of slver. Any Chela
who vidgts the Transcended Church of the Star Srrius will convince himsdf of my
affirmation.

A great interior revolution was taking place within Bedzebub. So, one night, the most
quiet and the most glent night, | made some experiments of Theurgy, which were redly
definitive.

| projected for Bedzebub upon the cosmic scenario some scenes of the Akashic records.
The primevd epochs from the Saurnine period were appearing, epochs in which
Bedzebub till was a good and smple man, when he 4ill did not have vices, when he
dtill was not afriend of brothdls or taverns.
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All of those scenes were moving themselves in a successve order. Bedzebub was
dlently contemplating them. Then &fter, the taverns, the little parties, the socid nights,
and the brothels with their orgies appeared.

Bedzebub, filled with a terrible internd emation, was contemplating those very ancient
scenes and he was remembering his errors.

He was before the primeval causes, which fad conduced him towards his present state. A
true revolution of Bedzebub was in activity. Bedzebub was revolutionizing agangt
hatred, agangt sdfishness, agang vices, agang fornication, agang anger, agang crime,
etc.,, etc.

Suddenly, something dreadful and horrifying emerged from within tha scene. It was a
being who was an abominable demon, dressed in a black tunic and who was wearing in
his ears two rings The eyes of such a demon were protruding outwardly and an
atmosphere of profound darkness was enveloping him.

Bedzebub remained agtonished when contemplating him, snce he was his very ancient
Mager. He was that horrifying black magician, who with his marveous clues, was
adways making him triumphant in the vice of gambling. He was tha horrifying demon
who leads him towards the firgt black initiation.

This demon was the one who endaved Bedzebub to the Guardian of the Threshold in
that very ancient tenebrous temple where Bedlzebub passed the firg ritud. It is the same
ritud, which in this day and age the black magicians pass through.

This sniger personage approached Bedzebub smiling in order to greet him. Bedzebub,
as when one is atracted by a hypnotic spell, wanted to gpproach him in order to return
the greetings. Yet, he stopped, and a gesture of rebdlion emerged from within the bottom
of his soul. Heroicdly he exdlamed: “ No | do not greet you, |1 do not want anything from
you, since you are responsible for me being in this state!”

Then, the Snister personage, with a very hoarse voice, which seemed to emerge from
within the bottom of the centuries and from within the tenebrous caverns, answered:

This was an orded for Bedzebub, and he emerged successful in this orded. Bedzebub
revolutionized himsdf agang black magic. A gesture of rebelion was burding within
the bottom of his soul.

After having projected these Akashic Records in the atmosphere for the sake of
Bedzebub, we, the Masters and my disciples performed chains of love together, in order
to irradiate light to Beelzebub.

Afterwards, | projected in the form of pictures the fate, which was awaiting for him, if he
would dill follow the black path.

| told him: “ This is the providence which awaits for you, f you follow the path of white
magic. Thus, resolve yourself now! Do you follow white magic or do you continue on the
black path?” Bedzebub's firm answer was. “ | stay with white magic.” Then, Bedzebub
fdl down on his knees weeping as when a child weeps. Raising his eyes towards heaven
he closed his hands together over his chest, and among tears and sobs, he prayed to
heaven.

He was a repented demon. His horns were shining upon his forehead as if they dready
wanted to vanish with the light.

The Mgor Brethren were hugging him with tears in ther eyes. All of them were rgoicing
amongs themsdves while a triumpha and delectable march with its ingffable meodies
played in the starry heavens of Urania

“| say unto you, that likewise joy shall be in heaven over one sinner that repenteth, more
than over ninety and nine just persons, which need no repentance.” (Luke 15: 7).

Then, | kneded and prostrated myself before the most powerful Hierarch of the cosmos,
who is caled by the Tibetans “the Mother of Mercy” or “the Melodious Voice Oeaoeh” .
He is the only Begotten, the great universal verb of life, whose body is dl of the sounds,
which are played in the Infinite. His beauty is ineffable He bears a crown with three
points, and the Elohim carries his very long cape. They carry the long train of his cape.

S0, | begged the only Begotten to have Bedzebub close to Him, in order for Him to
adjust Bedzebub's Kunddini.

Bedzebub's Kunddini was flowing downwards, forming the tall (Kundartiguador) of the
Demon. Now, the only Begotten's duty was to raise Bedzebub's Kunddini upwards,
towards his head, in order to convert himinto an Angd.

The Mager (the only Begotten) accepted my supplication, and within that plane of
diamantine light, he placed Bedzebub within a resplendent garden, and gave him a
cosmic book for him to study. He ingructed him in the path of light and filled lm with
atoms of wisdom.

Later on. | made Bedzebub ‘reviveé the whole of his life throughout al of the four grest
cogmic periods, and | showed him the beautiful fate, which was awaiting for him if he
was going to follow the luminous path.

When Bedzebub saw himsdf dready converted into a Hierarch of the future, he asked
me

“Would this be soon?” | answered him affirmatively.

Afterwards, when he finished reviving al of these scenes, he then arived before the only
Son (only Begotten), saying: “1 come with my soul transformed.” The Master then
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continued hdping him, and his Kunddini arose. Thus, the ‘tall’ (Kundartiguador) of the
demon disgppeared from him.

Nonetheless, the horns were gill over his forehead, because these horns belong to the
Guardian of the Threshold and he was cosdy fused with the Guardian of the Threshold.
This internd beast was a terrible obstacle for his evolution. It was necessary to cast this
beast out from him, in order to liberate him from this internd mongter, which held him in
bondage for innumerable ages.

That internd monder had taken possesson of his will, of his thought, of his
consciousness, of everything. Therefore, the necessty of expdling him out from his own
Being, in order to perform afast internd progress was peremptory.

This then was the moment when | took him into the astrd plane, in order to submit him to
the firgt Initiatic orded, through which anyone who wants to reach the ‘Initiation” has to
irremediably pass through. Thisisthe orded of the Guardian of the Threshold.

In this orded, when we invoke this monster, he comes out from within ourselves and he
thresteningly thrusts himsdlf againg us.

Bedzebub had to invoke his own Guardian many times. Findly, a horrifying breeze blew
everywhere and then, in a dreadful and threastening way, the specter of the Threshold
appeared. That cresture was a giant; about three meters in stature and his body had two
meters of thickness. He had the gppearance of a monstrous gorilla with a flat and round
face, two horns and protruding eyes.

Bedzebub had fortified this mongter throughout the ages. Now, Bedzebub did not have
any other choice but to fight him. Therefore, Bedzebub courageoudy thrust himsdf over
the mongter, and subsequently defeated him.

This was the monger, which gave Bedzebub that horrifying appearance of gorilla This
was the beast of the Threshold. Hence, a ‘dry’ noise resounded within space, which is
different than the metdlic sound produced in Smilar cases with our present disciples.
Thisis because Bedzebub is from another World Period.

Afterwards, Bedzebub was wdcomed within the Children's Hdl with a great fegtivity
and deectable musc, and s0, he remained converted into a disciple of the Mgor
Brethren.

The Magters gave him a symbolic cup of siver.

After Bedzebub passed through this first orded, | then took him again to the only
Begotten, in order for the only Begotten to keep heping him.

The horns disappeared from the forehead of Beelzebub, because these horns belonged to
his internal beast, to the Guardian of Threshold, which is caled by the Roscrucians from
the school of Sodom “The Guardian of ther Chamber”, and adso “The Guardian of their
Sanctum”.

The mongtrous figure of the gorilla dso disgppeared from Bedzebub, because that figure
was not his own, but the figure of the Guardian of the Threshold, which is cdled by the
Rosicrucians from the school of Sodom “The Guardian of their Consciousness’.

Bedzebub beautified himself. Neverthdess, he now had to accomplish that saying of the
Master:

“ Render therefore unto Caesar the things which are Caesar ‘s, and unto God the things
that are God's.” (Matthew 22: 21).
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Bedzebub had to return to the black magicians dl the articles which he had from them:
the biretta, the seven knotted cord and the cape of the prince of demons. Also, he had to
erase his name from the book where it was written.

When reaching this part of our present chapter, we have to give some explanations about
this matter, because many readers would think it strange that we talk about books within
the astra world and it is because people are accustomed to think that the astrd world is a
vague, fluid, vaporous, intangible, immaterid, etc. world.

We, the Gnogtics, are essentidly ‘redistic and we have reached the concluson that
nothing can exis, not even God, without the help of matter, even though what is matter is
something absolutely unknown to the so called materidigtic schools.

Such schools are nothing else but a theoreticd ‘cage of parrots, because in redity these
‘know- it-alls of materidism truly do not know anything ese but the most gross dtates of
meatter. For example, what do they know about occult chemidry, the anatomy and ultra
biology of theinterna bodies of the human being?

Materidistic skepticism is the result of a cerebrd dementia This has dready been
confirmed by the psychiatric doctors of Paris, when they were andyzing the brain of an
exigentidis.

In redity, within each norma human being, there exids a true, naurd mygic who is
without any type of aberdion. This is because the mateididic, as wdl as the
spiritudidic theories are equdly filled with aberrations and fantases. Therefore, we, the
Gnodtics are not spiritudigts, neither materidigts, but we are ‘redists .

We deeply know about the infinite manifestations of matter and the Spirit, and we know
that the fundamentd base of the Being is not Spirit neither matter. The ‘Glorian' is a
substance, which givesits substance to itsdlf, yet, it isnot Spirit or matter.

Therefore, when we affirm that Bedzebub had to erase his name from the book of a
temple, we speak with much authority as when we say that we have to erase a name from
a physica-materid book. If materid objects exig in this physica plane, likewise materid
solid objects exist within the adtrd region, because the astrd plane is as maerid as the
physca plane. Moreover, we can vidt the astrd plane any time we want by penetrating
within it with our physca body of flesh and bones, dressed and prepared as if we are
going on the street for awalk.

Books of astrd matter exit within every temple of black magic. The names of its
affiliates are written in these books. Whenever a black magician withdraws from a temple
of black magic, he must dways erase hs name from the book where it is written. Also, he
has to return dl of the articles to their owners. “ Render therefore unto Caesar the things
which are Caesar’s; and unto God the things that are God's.” (Matthew 22: 21).

So, after the orded of the Guardian of the Threshold, Bedzebub presented himsdf to his
tenebrous temple in order to erase his name from the book where it was written.

It was an enormous, gigantic temple of black magic. The Great Hierarch of the temple
was behind the dtar. When he saw Bedzebub, impatiently and irritably he exclamed:
“You finally remember to come? Since you are the one who directs this temple, why do
you delay so much in coming?”

Then, Bedzebub answered with an energetic tone “1 do not belong to this temple
anymore. | am now following the path of white magic.” Afterwards, he took the biretta
from his head and the cord from his wast and thrust them over the dtar while saying:
“There, | leave these things to you. | do not need them any more, since now | am of the
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White Lodge.” Then he added, “ Give me the book so | can erase my name from it.”
Then, the tenebrous priest answered in a despotic way: “ Look for the book yourself; 1 will
not give myself that duty.”

Thus, Bedzebub looked for the book, and then after, he erased his name and departed
from the temple with afirm and triumphd step.

Subsequently, we directed oursdves to a certain tenebrous cavern, where he had to
deliver the cagpe of the Prince of Demons.

When Bedzebub entered into the black cavern, he spoke the fdlowing “1 come to
deliver this cape that does not belong to me anymore, because | am now a disciple of the
White Lodge.” And so he thrust the cape towards them. Bedzebub departed from that
cavern, while the black magicians from that cavern were insulting him.

Once out of that cavern, we directed oursdves to Beezebub's own cavern. Here,
innumerable wegpons and sedls of black magic were shown. Bedzebub burnt dl of these
with the sdlamanders of fire,

This is how, my beloved reader, the former prince d demons “Bedzebub” was liberated
from black magic.

Bedzebub continued abiding within the light of the “Pass Not Ring’, and the only Son
(Begotten) kept teaching him.

Some days after, the orded of the Great Guardian of the Threshold of the World was
presented to him. This is the second orded, which every disciple must pass through.
Bedzebub courageoudy confronted the second Guardian. Another party was celebrated
in another temple, and another symbolic cup of Slver was ddivered to him.

When the second ordedl is passed, then another ordeal comes in order to burn with fire
the resdue, which remains within the disciple.

Bedzebub entered within the hal of fire and he courageoudy sustained himsdf within
the flames. This is the third ordedl and Bedlzebub passed it very well. The fire burnt al of
the larvae of his agtral body, thus, he remained clean.
