🛠 Correction Techniques
A. Gesture (e.g., drawing ‘s’ in the air)
B. Recasting (repeat correct version naturally)
C. Metalinguistic feedback (give a grammar hint)
D. Self-correction prompt (pause or repeat up to the error)
E. Explicit correction (state the rule and give correct form)
F. Elicitation (ask student to self-correct)
G. Verb confusion (remind vs. remember)
H. Auxiliary verb correction
I. Preposition misuse
J. Pronunciation modelling

Answer Key: Matching Spoken Errors to Correction Techniques

	Learner Error
	Correction Technique
	Explanation

	1
	“She go to school every day.”
	A
	Use a gesture (e.g., draw ‘s’ in the air) to indicate missing third person ‘s’.

	2
	“I didn’t went to the shop.”
	F
	Use elicitation to prompt the learner to recognise and fix the incorrect verb form.

	3
	“I have been slept all afternoon.”
	E
	Use explicit correction to explain present perfect continuous form.

	4
	“He have a dog.”
	B
	Use recasting to model the correct version naturally: “He has a dog.”

	5
	“I eat fish yesterday.”
	C
	Use metalinguistic feedback to hint at past tense usage.

	6
	“Please remember me to call my mum.”
	G
	Clarify verb confusion between "remember" and "remind".

	7
	“I taked the bus to school.”
	D
	Use a self-correction prompt by pausing or repeating up to the error.

	8
	“He can sings very well.”
	C
	Provide metalinguistic feedback (e.g., modals take the base verb).

	9
	“Where you are going?”
	H
	Focus on auxiliary verb correction in question formation.

	10
	“The chocolate is made from Swiss people.”
	I
	Correct the preposition misuse – should be “by Swiss people.”
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
