
CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS OF
NORTH FRESNO YOUTH SOCCER LEAGUE 
(N.F.Y.S.L.)
A CALIFORNIA NON-PROFIT CORPORATION

1:00 CONSTITUTION

1.01 NAME
The Name of this league shall be NORTH FRESNO YOUTH SOCCER LEAGUE, INC.

1.02 BOUNDARIES AND TERRITORIES
The territory of this league shall be the current Hoover High School District boundaries as set forth by the Fresno Unified School District (FUSD) and such other areas that petition to join NFYSL, and are accepted by the Executive Board of NFYSL, and are accepted by California Youth Soccer Association (CYSA).

1:03 PURPOSE
The purpose and objectives of this League shall be to develop, promote and administer the game of soccer among youth (boys and girls under nineteen (19) years of age), regardless of race, creed and/or ability within the territory of this league.

1:04 AFFILIATION
This League shall be an affiliated branch of and comply with the authority of the California Youth Soccer Association (CYSA), the United States Youth Soccer Association (USYSA) and the United States Soccer Federation (USSF).

1:05 AUTHORITIES
1:05:01 This League shall be governed by its Constitution, Bylaws and Rules & Regulations except when these are superseded by C.Y.S.A., Cal North Soccer, U.S.Y.S.A. and U.S.S.F.

1:05:02 The governing authority of this League, whose powers shall be designated in the Bylaws, shall be vested with the Executive Board of the League.

1:05:03 The League may recognize subunits for the purpose of coordinating the administration of the League program.

1:05:04 The Governing Board will be composed of an Executive Board.
1:06 MEMBERSHIP
1:06:01 Membership in this League shall be by registered teams.

1:06:02 All member teams, their players, coaches, parents and referees shall abide by the Constitution, Bylaws and Rules & Regulations of this League as set forth by the Executive Board and all applicable rules and regulations of the associations with which this League is affiliated.

1:07 ANNUAL MEETING
1:07:01 Toward the end of each seasonal year, the President of this League, with the concurrence of the Executive Board, shall call for an Annual General Meeting (AGM) of the membership, to be held no later than Jan 31 of the seasonal year. Written or electronic notification to all registered teams shall be sent at least thirty (30) days prior to said Annual General Meeting.

1:07:02 The order of business at the Annual General Meeting shall be as follows:

1:07:03 Each registered team, each member of the Executive Board and each School Site Coordinator from each FUSD school (13) within NFYSL's territory shall be entitled to one (1) vote. Voting shall be restricted to those teams which have been registered during the current season. Voting by proxy shall not be allowed and only those members of record in good standing shall be entitled to voting privileges

1:07:04 The properly registered head coach from each member team shall represent his/her team at the Annual General Meeting except in one of the following conditions:

A. The person is not in good standing with the League or is unable to attend the Annual General Meeting, in which case the properly registered assistant coach of the member team shall attend. 


1:08 CHANGES
1:08:01 Amendments to the Constitution, Bylaws and Rules & Regulations of the League shall be made at the Annual General Meeting (A.G.M.) of the membership, except in such cases as specified in the Bylaws of this League.

1:08:02 Amendments to the Constitution, Bylaws and Rules & Regulations to be voted on at the Annual General Meeting, shall be forwarded in writing to the membership at least thirty (30) days prior to the Annual General Meeting.

1:08:03 An amendment shall be deemed adopted by an affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the voting members present at the Annual General Meeting.


1:08:04 Changes to the rules and regulations of the League may be adopted by the Executive Board of at a regular Board Meeting under the following conditions:

A. Any proposal for adoption shall be voted on at the following regular Board Meeting.
B. Any changes adopted shall be by an affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the members present at said Board Meeting.

2:00 BYLAWS

2:01 EXECUTIVE BOARD

2:01:01 The Executive board shall consist of a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer and appointed Registrar.
The Executive Board duties will consists of the following:
     Appoint League Registrar as Needed
If needed, appoint Age Group Commissioners
Responsible for carrying out the administration of NFYSL sponsored playing leagues
Responsible for seeding and scheduling of all league games
Assist the Coaching Coordinator and Player Development in seeing that player development curriculums are being utilized
Appoint and Oversee Field Commissioners
Handle Player, Coach, and Parent Complaints
Coordinate with Referee Assigner
Keep Standings
Schedule Playoff Games
Administer Individual and Team Awards
Appoint and oversee site Coordinators
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Facilitate the flow of communication between adults and players of teams at their school and the Executive Board, Committees, and Committee Chairpersons
Coordinate the allocation of training fields for teams associated with the School
Coordinate field assignments, setup and takedown at the School for league play
Coordinate registration and rostering of players and adults associated with teams at the
School with the NFYSL Registrar
Assist the NFYSL Coaching Coordinator and Player Development to recruit and appoint
coaches for teams associated with that School
Oversee School's and School team's general ledger account(s) in the NFYSL account
Coordinate with the NFYSL Fund-raising Committee.
Oversee any Team Fund-raising Activities
Coordinate with NFYSL All Star Coordinator
Coordinate with the NFYSL Equipment Coordinator on equipment needs for teams
associated with that School.

School Site Coordinators are encouraged to recruit and appoint volunteers to assist with these duties.


2:01:02 Replacing a member of the Executive Board:

A. Executive Board: If an Executive Board member becomes unable to serve out their term, the vacated position will be filled by an election of the Executive Board. Said vote shall take place at the regularly scheduled meeting following nominations to fill the vacant position on the Executive Board.

B. School Site Coordinator: If a School Site Coordinator becomes unable to serve out the term of office, the Executive Board may appoint an adult associated with a team from the School to serve the remainder of the term. 

2:01.03 Executive Board members and School Site Coordinators may be removed, for good cause, as follows:

A. By a two thirds (2/3) vote of the membership at the Annual General Meeting.

B. For reasons of urgency, by a two thirds (2/3) vote of the Executive Board at a regular meeting of the Board.


2:01:04 The Executive Board shall be elected/appointed and shall serve for a term of 2 years, President and Treasurer every even year, Vice-President and Secretary every odd year as follows:

A. The President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasure shall be elected by a majority vote of the eligible voters at the Annual General Meeting, from nominations made by the eligible voters. Nominations need to be submitted by email to League Secretary and President, no later than Two weeks prior to AGM. No nominations will be allowed from the floor.

B. The Registrar and School Site Coordinators shall be appointed by the Executive Board. 

2:01:05 Duties of Officers of the Executive Board:

A. PRESIDENT: The President shall conduct all meetings of the Board of Directors. The President shall appoint, at the beginning of each season, the standing committees and/or committee Chairmen. Shall be assistant to League Registrar and be familiar with Current Registration system. 
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C. SECRETARY: The Secretary shall keep an accurate record of all meetings, handle all correspondence, give notice of meetings and maintain the files of this League. The Secretary shall be responsible for the preparation of the annual report.

D. TREASURER: The Treasurer shall give a receipt for all monies which shall be deposited in a recognized bank in the name of this league. All accounts shall be paid by check and shall bear two (2) signatures: The Treasurer's and/or the President's, Vice-president's or Secretary's. At no time shall any related parties be the two (2) signatures on a check, regardless for whom the check is made. The receipt book and vouchers shall be produced when required by the Executive Board, properly balanced according to the bankbook or statement, which ever is up to date. The Treasurer shall be responsible to the Articles of Incorporation and tax exemption status of this League.

2:01:06 The Executive Board shall be responsible for and have sole authority for the following:

A. Being familiar with, interpreting and enforcing the Constitution, Bylaws and Rules and Regulations of this League and all applicable Rules and Regulations of the Associations with which this League is affiliated.

B. Approving procedures for formation of registered teams. C. Ensuring proper registration of all players and coaches.
D. Ensuring proper accounting of fiscal transactions and accurate reporting to the District Commissioner and/or his/her appointed assistant.

E. Sanctioning travel of teams for any competition played out of the League boundaries.

F. Establishing a common set of administrative rules for all teams registered to the League.
G. Establishing a common set of playing rules for League play.
H. Providing levels of competition within the League for all players within the boundaries of the League.

I. Providing opportunities of play for all youth within the boundaries of the League.

J. The Executive Board shall have the right and authority to suspend, bar completely or otherwise discipline any team, player, coach, manager, team assistant, league official or any other person associated with the operation of this League from any member team or organization.
2:02 STANDING COMMITTEES
2:02:01 The following standing committees, committee chairpersons, and others as needed shall be appointed yearly by the President of the League, subject to the approval of the Executive Board.

2:02:02 The standing committees, led by their committee chairpersons shall have the following duties:

             A. REGISTRAR appointed by Executive Board with Executive Board voting Rights 
Oversee the registration of all players and adults associated with NFYSL teams
Oversee the preparation of rosters and passes for players and coaches of NFYSL teams
Oversee the collection of registration fees and delivery thereof to the NFYSL treasurer
Oversee the collection and storage of copies of player birth certificates or CYSA accepted alternatives
Oversee adding, dropping, and transferring of players to and from NFYSL teams
Serve as liaison to the District VII Registrar
Assist Coaches in preparing for and obtaining District VII verification of rosters, passes, and travel papers
Oversee the collection and verification of credentials (proof of voting rights) at NFYSL Annual General Meeting or Special General Meetings
Defers to League President with any Registration issues requiring clarification.

 B. RULES AND REGULATIONS COMMITTEE
Oversee the development of proposed changes to NFYSL Constitution, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations

C. PROTEST, APPEALS, AND DISCIPLINARY COMMITTEE
Determine and administer disciplinary actions for violations of FIFA, USYSA, CYSA, District VII, and/or NFYSL Constitution, Bylaws, and Rules and Regulations by players and adults associated with NFYSL
Hear and rule on protests of decisions made by NFYSL referees or officials during league sponsored play or practice. Note that all decisions and actions of the PAD Committee are subject to appeal to the NFYSL Executive Board of Directors.

D. REFEREE COORDINATOR
Make arrangements for Referee Clinics (for licensing, upgrades, and brushing up)
Maintain lists of Licensed Referees desiring to referee NFYSL sponsored games
Coordinate and oversee the activities of the Referee Assigner 
Assigns games to referees weekly
Reports assignments to the NFYSL Treasurer for referee
Pay check preparation
Oversees the distribution of referee pay checks
Oversee assessment of referees assigned to NFYSL games
Handle complaints regarding referees assigned to NFYSL games
Oversee policy regarding referee assignments and pay scale

E. FIELDS COORDINATOR
Oversees the allocation of fields within NFYSL for practice sessions and games. Serves as liaison to District VII Commissioner regarding the use of fields within NFYSL's territory for District VII sponsored league and/or tournament games

G. EQUIPMENT COORDINATOR
Oversees the procurement, storage, distribution, and retrieval of all soccer equipment associated with League sponsored games and practices including (but not limited to): chalkers, painters, goals, nets, comer flags, uniforms, balls, ball nets, cones, and practice jerseys.

H. TOURNAMENT COORDINATOR
Oversees the administration of all league sponsored tournaments 


I. FUND-RAISING, AWARDS, AND PICTURES
Initiates, coordinates, and supervises all fund raising activities of the League
Oversees and establishes guidelines for contacts with prospective sponsors
Coordinates communications with sponsors concerning League activities
Oversee the procurement and distribution of individual and team awards for NFYSL teams, players, and adults
Oversee team and individual picture taking and distribution for NFYSL teams 

J. COMMUNICATIONS
Coordinates the preparation and distribution of all flyers announcing tryouts, registration, tournaments, all-star tryouts, coaching clinics, referee clinics, etc.
Provides information regarding League activities and teams to the media
Oversees preparation and distribution of regular periodic league newsletters (as directed by the Board)

L. ALL-STARS
Oversees the selection of coaches, assistant coaches, and other assistants for NFYSL all star teams (subject to Board approval)
Oversees all-star tryout sessions
Serves as liaison to District VII All-Star Coordinator
Committees and committee chairpersons are encouraged to recruit and appoint volunteers to assist in the performance of their duties.
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The NFYSL Executive Board may appoint a Coaching Coordinator and Player Development. Duties of the Coaching Coordinator and Player Development include:

Oversees recruiting, evaluation, and recommending to the league the selection and assignment of coaches and assistant coaches
Develops, conducts, and/or arranges for coach education and training programs including
CYSA licensing for NFYSL coaches and assistant coaches
Develops an age-level player training curriculum as a guideline for the Leagues coaches
Observes, critiques, participates in training sessions of the Leagues teams on a rotational basis in order to oversee player development
Attends all regular meetings of the NFYSL Executive Board, unless excused by the President
Attends as many matches involving League teams as is reasonable and practicable during league play, tournaments, Founders and Association Cup play, in order to evaluate player development and the performance of coaches
Adheres to and supports FIFA, USYSA, CYSA, Cal North Soccer, District VII, and NFYSL Constitution, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations, and Codes of Conduct

2:04 MEMBERSHIP
2:04:01 Any applicant for membership in this league shall submit yearly, with the appropriate fee(s):

A. Properly completed registration forms for each team, player and coach prepared in accordance with the current C.Y.S.A., District 7 and Cal North Soccer registration instructions and procedures.
B. Submit upon initial registration of each player, proof of place and date of birth.

2:05 MEETINGS
2:05. 01 Regular meeting of the Executive Board will be held on the Third Wednesday of each month at a location agreed upon by the Executive board. The agenda for regular meetings may be as follows:

2:06 QUORUM
At all meetings of the Executive Board, fifty percent (50%) of the Executive Board membership shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

2:07 SEASONAL YEAR
The seasonal year for membership/registration shall be from January 1 through December 31 Insurance coverage shall be for the same period of time.

2:08 PROTESTS AND APPEALS
2:08.01 Only violations of the Constitution, Bylaws, General Procedures and Specific Rules of this League, misapplication of the "Laws of the Game" shall be proper subjects to be considered for action.

2:08.02 Protests or Appeals are to be in writing and delivered to the chairman of the Protest and Appeals Committee within two (2) working days of the action being protested or appealed. The fee of $25.00 must accompany the Protest or Appeal and will be returned if the committee votes to uphold the Protest or Appeal. Any decision rendered by this Committee may be appealed to the full Executive Board and then if needed to Cal North District 7 Protest and Appeals Committee as per Cal North District 7 Constitution, Bylaws and Rules and Regulations.

2:08:03 Upon rendering a decision, the League shall forward a copy of its evidence, findings and decision to Cal North District 7 Secretary for future reference. All pertinent data must be forwarded within fourteen (14) days of the League decision.


2:08:04 In the matter of Protest and Appeals, no person associated with the operation of this League shall invoke the aid of the courts of any state or of the United States without first exhausting all available remedies within the appropriate soccer organization, including a final appeal to the Annual General Meeting of the U.S.Y.S.A.

2:09 DISSOLUTION
Should this League be dissolved, all assets remaining after payment of all debts shall be distributed to a nonprofit foundation, or corporation which is organized and operated exclusively for the purpose of the development of youth soccer.

2:10 RULES ORDER
Rules of Order shall be deemed as adopted at all meetings of this League unless otherwise agreed to by the participants; insofar as such rules are not inconsistent with or in conflict with the Constitution, Bylaws, Rules and Regulations of this League or of any organization with which this League is affiliated.
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
