So, if you triple the first Par-5, don’t worry — it may not count! Just try not to repeat it. And if you 
birdie your first three Par-5s, go for eagle on the last one… there’s nothing to lose!

 Signup deadline: Tuesday, April 7 
 Sign up early to guarantee your spot. Registration may close sooner if the player limit is 

reached. 

Schedule:

 April 10: Tee times and pairings released. 

Because this is an individual event, each player must register themselves in Golf Genius. 

How to Register –  

Step 1: Open the tournament invitation email and scroll to the bottom. Select Playing or Not 
Playing. 

Step 2: If needed, you may send a message to the tournament manager with special requests (for 
example: tee time or pairing preference). We will do our best to accommodate requests. 

Step 3: Click SEND to complete your registration. 

Once registered, your name will appear on the Golf Genius tee sheet link. Pairings will be posted 
once tee times are finalized on April 10. Registered players will also receive an automated 
confirmation email from Golf Genius.
