May 16th is our next tournament, the 2 Man 4 Clubs – Red Tees Better Ball.  
 
Look for on-line signups to open early again! Tournament signups will close 
Tuesday May 12th. Sign your team up early to guarantee a spot. Online signups 
will close earlier if the player limit is reached before May 12th. We will confirm the 
roster of players in email on Wednesday May 13th before the tournament, and 
release tee times and pairings Friday May 15th.  
 
It’s a TEAM event and only one member needs to signup/register your team in 
GG.  
 
When Signups open, please follow these steps to register: 
 
Step 1. You or your Playing Partner will need to navigate through the signup confirmation buttons by 
checking playing.  
 
Step 2. Click on the signup other members link scroll and add your playing partner’s name.  
 
Step 3. If you choose - you or your Playing Partner can SEND message to the manager either noting 
your TEAM PAIRING and/or include any special requests in your message. 
 
Step 4. Hit the SEND button.  
 
The tee sheet link in Golf Genius will populate names for the confirmed list of players. Pairings will not 
appear until TEAMS are made on the back end in Golf Genius. As always, be assured we will monitor 
signups closely and communicate with you if there are any issues. Registered players should get a 
Golf Genius automated signup confirmation email.  
 
Finally, it will be important this month to talk early with your team partner and make sure they are 
playing before you sign up! If you are a single with no partner, please sign up as a single making a 
note in Golf Genius to the manager and we will try our best to pair you up with another single. 
Remember that we cap our tournament size and will place players on a waitlist if reached. If you’re 
lost in the signup process, or need any assistance please communicate with us.

Pro’s Corner 

   

                                                                         19th Hole 

 Thank you to all our member groups, participation has never been better 
and we appreciate your loyalty in playing El Prado Golf Courses on a daily, 
weekly or monthly basis.  Our aerification schedule will be completed by the time 
you read this newsletter and I wanted to share how good the feedback has been 
on the quality of our golf courses, especially our greens.  I hope most of you 
have seen our latest Instagram postings and the newest one we created has to 
do with the speed of our greens.  The greens at El Prado have been measured 
by my Trackman device as running in the range of 9 to as fast as an 11 on our 
latest video.  To compare the green speed of other courses, most public golf 
courses will have green speeds at around 7 to about a 9 on the stimp meter.   
We have measured the greens on both courses running in the 9 to 11 range on the stimp meter, 
putting to most golfers are one of the most important aspects in enjoying your round, if the speed of 
the greens fall below expectations then it definitely puts a damper to anyone’s round.   
 Our featured golf item this month will be seasonal golf gloves, we have them marked down in 
the front of the pro shop for 20% off, if you show your membership scrip card to any employee or your 
Senior membership card the cost will be a minimum of 25-30% off.  We now offer Titleist golf balls in 
the pro shop, please make sure get your Titleist golf balls and hats from your home club. 
 Lastly on May 1, 2026 we will be increasing rates by about 4-6 percent, our Men’s Club 
weekend rate will now be $52.00 to walk and $69.00 to ride.  It’s a $3 increase from the previous 
member rate of $49.00 to walk and $66.00 to ride.  Our Men’s club Tuesday rate will be increasing to 
$45.00 to ride and our Senior and Ladies club rates on Tuesdays and Thursdays will be increasing 
from $37.00 to ride to $40.00 to ride. 
           In regards to our monthly rules question, please help me congratulate John Kramer for 
answering our last rules scenario that asked for the correct ruling when a ball can’t be determined if it 
went into a water hazard or in tall grass that has an OB sign on the area where the ball supposedly 
went to.  I quoted the exact answer John sent in and this is how any ruling on the course is made, 
make sure to explain the ruling and quote the exact rules it was pulled from.  John’s answer was “Art, 
the rules require that players know or are virtually certain that a ball came to rest either in the hazard 
or OB.  Since no one knows where the ball came to rest, Rule 18.2b requires that it is played as a lost 
ball and stroke and distance is applied as a penalty.”  Well done John, I will skip this month for rules 
and have a new one in the next newsletter.
