Tournament News 

The April tournament enjoyed 
great weather and a full field. 92 
players competed for $4,232 in 
payouts. The 5-4-3 Out format 
always gives us hope during the 
round, knowing that a blow-up 
hole won’t hurt our score.  

We had one unfortunate situation: 
There was a no-show at the 
check-in table, but the first player 
on the waitlist was standing by, so 
he took the spot. The original 
player showed up later, only to find 
but his spot was already filled. We 
always put the closing time in the 
tee time email, usually 45 minutes 
before the last tee time, so 
everyone knows. Another lesson to read your emails 
and be on time!  

We had three 50/50 winners with $110 each: Dan 
Hughes, Colby Poh, and Victor Sanchez. Lyle 
Furgeson won the free round of golf.  

Pairing requests have gotten out of hand. This 
month the tournament had 37 requests – many of 
them impossible. The most common problems are 
requests to play with somebody who is on the other 
course or has not signed up. We understand you 
don’t know if you’re going to be on the same course 
as your buddy, but if he doesn’t sign up, your request 
will be ignored. Every player is responsible to sign 
himself up by clicking a button in the email invite – 
not sure how we make that easier. One member 
requested to play with any of 5 players, but 2 were 
not playing and 3 were on the other course. After the 
pairings came out he asked to play with three other 
players. The answer is NO – once we balance the 
flights, set the pairings, and print the scorecards, 
we’re not going back. Another player had to play 
after 10:00. With the last time at 8:51, that’s not 
going to happen. Sorry! 

The good news is the closest markers were handled 
very well this month, so thanks to the first and last 
groups for taking care of them. 

We had pace of play issues on Butterfield Stage. 
The last groups teed off 25 minutes late, which may 
not be under our control. But the groups at the front 
and middle of the field spread out, with some groups 
1-2 holes behind, and that is under our control. I 
spoke to some of the players and was told “There’s 
nobody waiting on us” and “It was wide open in front 
of us when we started”. So clearly, some of you need 

to go back and re-read Doug’s column from last 
month. 

The board decided it’s time to PLAY THE BALL 
DOWN. That’s right – we think the course is ready to 
play golf without preferred lies. This applies to all 
skins games and tournaments until further notice. 

On the financial side, Zelle works well for the 
Getaway, so Scott and Wayne are looking to see if 
we could use it to pay for monthly tournaments. 
There are some details to be worked out, but we will 
keep you posted. 

May 17th is our next tournament, the 2 Man 4 Clubs 
– Red Tees Better Ball. Look for on-line signups to 
open early again! Tournament signups will close 
Tuesday May 13th. Sign your team up early to 
guarantee a spot. Online signups will close earlier if 
the player limit is reached before May 13th. We will 
confirm the roster of players in email on Wednesday 
May 14th before the tournament, and release tee 
times and pairings Friday May 16th.  

It’s a TEAM event and only one member needs to 
signup/register your team in GG.  

When Signups open, please follow these steps to 
register: 

Step 1. You or your Playing Partner will need to 
navigate through the signup confirmation buttons 
below by checking playing.  

Step 2. Click on the signup other members link 
scroll and add your playing partner’s name.  

Step 3. If you choose - you or your Playing 
Partner can SEND message to the manager 
either noting your TEAM PAIRING and/or include 
any special requests in your message. 

Step 4. Hit the SEND button.  

The tee sheet link in Golf Genius will populate 
names for the confirmed list of players. Pairings will 
not appear until TEAMS are made on the back end 
in Golf Genius. As always, be assured we will 
monitor signups closely and communicate with you 
if there are any issues. Registered players should 
get a Golf Genius automated signup confirmation 
email.  

Finally, it will be important this month to talk early 
with your team partner and make sure they are 
playing before you sign up! If you are a single with 
no partner, please sign up as a single making a note 
in Golf Genius to the manager and we will try our 
best to pair you up with another single. Remember 
that we cap our tournament size and will place 
players on a waitlist if reached. If you’re lost in the 



 

signup process, or need any assistance please 
communicate with us.

Spring Golf is Here! 

Welcome to Spring. Golf starts 
to get serious now that the 
weather is changing, and the 
punched greens are 
recovering. The course is in 
excellent shape and getting 
better every week.  

I know some of you have seen 
some of the changes we have 
made in the Saturday Skins flights. We are always 
trying to ensure the flights are fair and attempt to 
keep them as equal as we can within those flights. 
We do not like to make changes very often, because 
it can be confusing to members trying to remember 
what flight you fall into. Until further notice, the flights 
below are what we are using for Saturday Skins. 

A Flight: 7.5 and below 
 Blue Tees (Both Courses) 
 
B Flight: 7.6 - 14.6 
 Blue Tees on Butterfield 
 White Tees on Chino Creek 
 
C Flight: 14. 7 and above 
 White Tees (Both Courses) 

Another change is that we are playing the ball 
down again. No more lift clean and place until 
further notice. As I stated above, the course is in as 
good of shape as it’s been in many years, and this is 
a natural progression back to normalizing golf for our 
members.  

With that said, the course is doing a great job in 
defining the fairways and that means the rough will 
be thicker. Please do your best to help other golfers 
watch their tee shot so that everyone can help find 
those balls in the rough. You still need to ensure that 
you don’t spend more than 3 minutes looking for 
your ball.  

A couple of notes to remind us all to help out all our 
members and the club.  

 No more than two carts in any group. If you want 
your own cart, you must talk with the pro shop 
and have it approved. 

 Pace of play is based on keeping up with the 
group in front of you, not staying ahead of the 
group behind you. 

 At the end of the round, please bring your card 
to the scorekeeper immediately before going to 
your car or hanging out in the parking lot. 

 Be on the tee ready to hit before the group ahead 
of you has left the fairway on #1. 

 Have fun and enjoy the game. It makes it better 
for everyone you are playing with.
