St. John has a safety task force in place to work on the steps to move us back to in-person 
worship as soon as we can safely do so.  We have several guidelines to follow and benchmarks 
to meet before we return to in-person worship safely.  With an uptick in the # of cases in our 
immediate area, we will not be returning to the Sanctuary in September.  We will reevaluate 
the situation in 30 days.  Online worship continues every Sunday.  Drive-in worship on the 2nd 
and 4th Sundays.
