Overview
The DRIVER / Peer Recovery Coach will provide and maintain a supportive, hopeful,
empathic, and engaging environment for individuals seeking help. As a member of the team,
this position will provide driving services with the opportunity to provide recovery coaching to
people to help participants create a healthier way life. The right candidate for this position has a
strong self-care practice in place and is in a stable position to provide safe driving services and
stability for participants in the program. Knowledge or practice of holistic medicine is a
requirement for the position. This position is 40 hours per week where driving for our Rides for
recovery program is the main focus. Drivers are consistently occupied with rides throughout the
workday and will be specialized with a chauffeur driver license.

Position Description
The Driver position is responsible for providing safe and reliable transportation for our Rides
for Recovery participants. Duties will include safe transporting, accurate reporting of rides and
mileage, vehicle inspections which conducting rides to a variety of locations within the county,
some longer trips may be required to treatment facilities. Majority of rides are conducted locally
to drop centers, doctor appointments, recovery related services and to SHC for groups and
events. The position reports directly to the Executive Director. This position is a full-time
position at 40 hours per week. Hours are Tuesday through Friday 10 am - 7 pm and Saturday
from 10 am - 2 pm.

Ability to provide holistic care in the form of reiki, Acudetox & Reiki (will be trained if not
already)
Facilitate recovery support groups
Participate in staff, community and program meetings
Perform other job-related duties as assigned
