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The God Factor is important 

in every season of life. 
Ecclesiastes 3:1-7 
"To everything there is a season, and a time to every 
purpose under the heaven." 

Life is made up of seasons. There are seasons of joy and 
sorrow, abundance and lack, promotion and waiting, 
victory and testing. No one remains in the same season 
forever. However, one truth remains constant: a person 
cannot successfully navigate the seasons of life without 
the God factor. Many people have talent, education, 
connections, and resources, but without God, they 
struggle to fulfill their divine purpose. The difference 
between an ordinary life and an extraordinary life is 
often the presence and guidance of God. 

The God factor is God's presence, wisdom, favor, 
direction, and power operating in a person's life. 

1.God Determines Times and Seasons--The seasons of 
life are under God's control. 
Daniel 2:21-22--"And he changeth the times and the 
seasons: he removeth kings, and setteth up kings." God 
is the One who changes seasons. When God decides it is 
time for a change, no man can stop it. 
Joseph experienced many seasons: 

• The pit 
• Slavery 
• Prison 
• Palace 

What brought Joseph from the prison to the palace was 
the God factor. Genesis 41:39-40 
"And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Forasmuch as God 
hath shewed thee all this, there is none so discreet and 
wise as thou art." Without God, Joseph would have 
remained a prisoner. When God is involved, your 
difficult season becomes preparation for your next level. 

2. Success in Every Season Requires God's Presence 
Many people desire success but overlook the source of 
true success. Joshua 1:8 
This book of the Lord---"For then thou shalt make thy 
way prosperous and then thou shalt have good success."

4. The God Factor Brings Favor in Every Season 
One touch of God's favor can accomplish what years of 
human effort cannot. 
Psalm 5:12--"For thou, Lord, wilt bless the righteous; 
with favour wilt thou compass him as with a shield." 
Romans 8:28 
"And we know that all things work together for good to 
them that love God..." 
Jeremiah 29:11 
"For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith 
the Lord..."No season of life can be successfully 
navigated without a relationship with Christ. 
John 15:5 
"I am the vine, ye are the branches... for without me ye 
can do nothing." 
Proverbs 3:5-6 
"Trust in the Lord with all thine heart; and lean not 
unto thine own understanding. In all thy ways 
acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths." 
Matthew 6:33 
"But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his 
righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto 
you." The God factor is not merely attending church; it 
is living daily in dependence upon God.
