VACATION CHECKLIST

WATER [Prior to departures in excess of three (3) days as per POA Rules & Regulations it is recommended]:

· Turn off electricity to your water heater via the breaker on your electrical panel

· Slowly turn main water valve off. [**When you return, be sure you slowly turn the water on first before the hot water heater – the water heater has coils inside that can burn up if they are on with no water passing through them].
AIR CONDITIONING:
· Set air conditioning system to no more than 82 degrees

· Our local fire department recommends all ceiling fans be turned off

BEDROOMS:

· Leave drawers and closet doors ajar for airflow
LIVING ROOM/DEN:

· Unplug or shut off circuit breakers to TV, cable and stereo equipment
· Cover furniture with dust covers (This also applies to all rooms)
BATHROOMS:

· Do not put bleach tablets in the toilet tank (Bleach eats away the flapper)

· Turn off the water valve to the toilets while you’re gone

· Add two cups of extra water bowl to prevent evaporation

· Add one quarter cup of bleach to the bowl only

· Put a “do not use” sign on the toilet, just in case

· Cover toilet seat with plastic wrap

· Make a toilet brush accessible for your house-watcher
LAUNDRY ROOM/GARAGE:
· Unplug washer/dryer
· Turn washer water valve off

· Set hot water heater to vacation setting, unplug or shut off circuit breaker

KITCHEN:

· Remove perishables, leave refrigerator on, set temperature slightly higher

· Turn water to the refrigerator icemaker off (This is controlled by a small valve under your kitchen sink) Dump ice from freezer, put in “off” position
· Run a few cups of ice through the garbage disposal and spray with WD-40
· Clean the oven so that no spilled food particles can attract pests

· Unplug small appliances

PATIO:
· Remove all furniture and objects that could become airborne in a hurricane and store in the garage.  
· Store seat cushions inside your house to prevent mildew

· Arrange for container plants to be watered by your house-watcher
· Remove all outside container plants to areas inside

POOL VILLAS: 

· Arrange for a pool service, while you’re away

· Make sure your pool is not accessible to children

· Trim overgrown trees that could cause damage to your screen enclosure
HURRICANE SHUTTERS:

· Close and lock all hurricane shutters

· Leave shutter key on kitchen counter in case of emergency 


SECURITY SYSTEM [if applicable]:
· Turn on system and make sure your house-watcher and management know the code and/or password
