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Abstract
This research examines the use of career planning and placement services on college campuses. It examines the reasons for use and non-use by various ethnic segments of undergraduate students. Variation of usage between class standing and variation based on gender are also examined. Results show that a majority of students chose not to use the Office, but for different reasons, primarily driven by the ethnicity of the student.
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
