First Battle of Saratoga (Freeman’s Farm) - Sept. 19, 1777

Genera Horatio Gates, along with General Benedict Arnold, engaged British General John Burgoyne on September 19, 1777 afew miles south of
Saratoga, NY . At the end of avicious day of fighting, the British were in charge of the field but their success came with a huge cost. Rather then engaging the
Americans to follow up on the success, Burgoyne consolidated his forces and rested his army waiting for reinforcements from New Y ork City. The delay
allowed American reinforcements to pour in and set up the second, and decisive, Battle of Saratoga at Bemis Heights on October 7th.

Second Battle of Saratoga (Bemis Heights) - Oct. 7, 1777

After the Battle of Freeman’s Farm, Gen. Burgoyne consolidated his position and planned to follow-up with an attack on September 21st. In apiv-
otal and ironic twist of fate, he received aletter from General Henry Clinton indicating that reinforcements could be sent his way in about 10 days. Burgoyne
knew that even under the best of circumstances, aforce could not reach him before early-October. Because of his poor situation and his expectation of receiv-
ing reinforcements and supplies, he decided not to press his planned attack.

The Americans used this valuable time to gather reinforcements and supplies, including much needed ammunition. Generals Horatio Gates and
Benedict Arnold also used the time to skirmish and argue among themselves. This culminated in General Gates relieving Arnold of his command. Arnold,
however, remained in camp.

The British began the action on October 7 by attempting to test the strength of the American |eft flank. Burgoyne sent a small force, which included
10 cannon, into Mr. Barber’s wheat field. Opposing them were the men under the command of Generals Poor and Learned and Col. Daniel Morgan. In all, the
Americans had about 8,000 men in the field to the British 5,000.

The British fired on General Poor’ s troops, on the right of the

American line at about 2:30 PM. The Americansinitially held their fire until % 7
the British advanced to close range and then devastated their ranks. The left
flank had Col. Morgan’s men a so sweeping aside the British who began a
disorganized retreat. At this point, the Americans were joined by an unex-
pected participant. General Arnold.

Arnold joined the American chase, and then led Poor's men in an
attack on the Balcarres redoubt. This redoubt had been set up well, and the
redoubt was held, in action so fierce that Burgoyne afterwards wrote, "A
more determined perseverance than they showed ... isnot in any officer's
experience”. With the action at the Bal carres redoubt checked, and seeing S
