1. Where are both our title and fitness for heaven to be found? (283:2)

["Righteousness within is testified to by righteousness without. He who is righteous within is not hard-hearted and unsympathetic, but day by day he grows into the image of Christ, going on from strength to strength. He who is being sanctified by the truth will be self-controlled, and will follow in the footsteps of Christ until grace is lost in glory. The righteousness by which we are justified is imputed; the righteousness by which we are sanctified is imparted. The first is our title to heaven, the second is our fitness for heaven."-The Review and Herald, June 4, 1895, paragraph 7.]
2. What thoughts will be a shield against Satan, our enemy? (284:2)
["With eternal realities in view we will habitually cultivate thoughts of the presence of God. This will be a shield against the incoming of the enemy; it will give strength and assurance, and lift the soul above fear."-Our High Calling, (1961), page 285.]
3. List several "mighty incentives" for giving loving service to our Creator. (285:1)
["Oh, let us contemplate the amazing sacrifice that has been made for us! Let us try to appreciate the labor and energy Heaven is expending to reclaim the lost, and bring them back to the Father's house. Motives stronger, and agencies more powerful, could never be brought into operation,--the enjoyment of Heaven, the exceeding rewards for right-doing, the society of angels, the communion and love of God and his Son, the elevation and extension of all our powers throughout eternal ages; and it hath not 'entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.' Are these not mighty incentives and encouragements to urge us to give our heart's loving service to our Creator and Redeemer?"-The Signs of the Times, December 1, 1887, paragraph 15.]
4. Heaven will be our home where the wicked cease from _[troubling]_ and the weary are at _[at rest]_. (285:2)
5. Why did heaven cease to be indefinite/undefined space to the disciples? (286:1)
["What a source of joy to the disciples, to know that they had such a Friend in Heaven to plead in their behalf! Through the visible ascension of Christ all their views and contemplation of Heaven are changed. Their minds had formerly dwelt upon it as a region of unlimited space, tenanted by spirits without substance. Now Heaven was connected with the thought of Jesus, whom they had loved and reverenced above all others, with whom they had conversed and journeyed, whom they had handled, even in his resurrected body, who had spoken hope and comfort to their hearts, and who, while the words were upon his lips, had been taken up before their eyes, the tones of his voice coming back to them as the cloudy chariot of angels received him: 'Lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world.'"-Redemption: or the Resurrection of Christ; and His Ascension, (1877), page 79.]
6. If we could see heaven's city just once, what would we never want to do again? (287:4)
["The glory of the eternal world has been opened before me. I want to tell you that Heaven is worth winning. It should be the aim of your life to fit yourself for association with the redeemed, with holy angels, and with Jesus, the world's Redeemer. If we could have but one view of the celestial city, we would never wish to dwell on earth again."-The Signs of the Times, April 8, 1889, paragraph 13.]
7. How is the tree of life described? (288:0)
["Within the city we saw the tree of life and the throne of God. Out of the throne came a pure river of water, and on either side of the river was the tree of life. On one side of the river was a trunk of a tree, and a trunk on the other side of the river, both of pure, transparent gold. At first I thought I saw two trees; I looked again, and saw that they were united at the top in one tree. So it was the tree of life on either side of the river of life. Its branches bowed to the place where we stood; and the fruit was glorious, which looked like gold mixed with silver."-Testimonies For The Church Volume One, (1855-1868), page 61.]
8. How are the following to be different from what they are now? (288:1-3) Streams Beasts Woods
["Then we entered a field full of all kinds of beasts--the lion, the lamb, the leopard and the wolf, altogether in perfect union; we passed through the midst of them, and they followed on peaceably after."-Broadside1, April 6, 1846, paragraph 5.]
9. How will the righteous be different from each other at the resurrection? How will this change later? (289:3)
["All come forth from their graves the same in stature as when they entered the tomb. Adam, who stands among the risen throng, is of lofty height and majestic form, in stature but little below the Son of God. He presents a marked contrast to the people of later generations; in this one respect is shown the great degeneracy of the race. But all arise from their last deep slumber with the freshness and vigor of eternal youth. In the beginning, man was created in the likeness of God, not only in character, but in form and feature. Sin defaced and almost obliterated the divine image; but Christ came to restore that which had been lost. He will change our vile bodies, and fashion them like unto his glorious body. The mortal, corruptible form, devoid of comeliness, once polluted with sin, becomes perfect, beautiful, and immortal. All blemishes and deformities are left in the grave. The redeemed bear the image of their Lord."-The Spirit of Prophecy Volume Four, (1884), pages 463 and 464.]
10. At his creation Adam had _[twenty]_ times as much vital force as we have today. How has this affected us all? (289:4)
["God endowed man with so great vital force that he has withstood the accumulation of disease, brought upon the race in consequence of perverted habits, and he has continued for six thousand years. This fact of itself is enough to evidence to us the strength and electrical energy God gave to man at his creation. It took more than two thousand years of crime and indulgence of base passions to bring bodily disease upon the race to any great extent. If Adam, at his creation, had not been endowed with twenty times as much vital force as men now have, the race, with present habits of living in violation of natural law, would have become extinct."-The Health Reformer, November 1, 1872, paragraph 2.]
11. In heaven, "we shall ever feel the _[freshness]_ of the morning, and shall be far from its _[close]_." (290:1)
12. When we are tempted to speculate about the conditions in heaven we are assured that God "has made every _[provision]_ for our _[happiness]_ in the future life." (290:5)
13. Does it encourage you that infants will be resurrected to go to heaven? (293:1-4)
["As the little infants come forth immortal from their dusty beds, they immediately wing their way to their mother's arms. They meet again never more to part. But many of the little ones have no mother there. We listen in vain for the rapturous song of triumph from the mother. The angels receive the motherless infants and conduct them to the tree of life."-The Youth's Instructor, April 1, 1858, paragraph 3.]
14. What special recognition will be given to mothers? (294:2,3)
["It is the joy of seeing that your efforts, mothers, are rewarded. Here are your children; the crown of life is upon their heads, and the angels of God immortalize the names of the mothers whose efforts have won their children to Jesus Christ."-Child Guidance, (1954), pages 567 and 568.]
15. In heaven there will be no. . . (296,297)
["No tempter is there, no possibility of wrong. Every character has withstood the testing of evil, and none are longer susceptible to its power...And there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away."-Education, (1903), pages 301 and 302.]
16. What will we learn from angels? (298:2)
["Every redeemed one will understand the ministry of angels in his own life. The angel who was his guardian from his earliest moment; the angel who watched his steps, and covered his head in the day of peril; the angel who was with him in the valley of the shadow of death, who marked his resting place, who was the first to greet him in the resurrection morning--what will it be to hold converse with him, and to learn the history of divine interposition in the individual life, of heavenly co-operation in every work for humanity!"-Education, (1903), page 305.]
17. What testimony will only the redeemed be able to give? (299:2) 
["'Ye are My witnesses, saith the Lord, that I am God.' Isaiah 43:12. This also we shall be in eternity."-Education, (1903), page 308.]
18. What song will the ransomed sing? (300:2)
["... the song which the ransomed ones will sing--the song of their experience--will declare the glory of God: 'Great and marvelous are Thy works, O Lord God, the Almighty; righteous and true are Thy ways, Thou King of the ages. Who shall not fear, O Lord, and glorify Thy name? for Thou only art holy.' Revelation 15:3, 4, R.V."-Education, (1903), pages 308 and 309.]
19. What eternal reminder will we have of the cruel work of sin? (302:3) 
["'And I saw a new heaven and a new earth; for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away.' [Revelation 21:1.] The fire that consumes the wicked purifies the earth. Every trace of the curse is swept away. No eternally burning hell will keep before the ransomed the fearful consequences of sin. One reminder alone remains: our Redeemer will ever bear the marks of his crucifixion. Upon his wounded head, his hands and feet, are the only traces of the cruel work that sin has wrought."-The Spirit of Prophecy Volume Four, (1884), page 489.]
