States, and that three U.S. Presidents died on July 4th?  Yes, it is true!  

 

The Fourth of July—also known as Independence Day or July 4th—has been a 
federal holiday in the United States since 1941, but the tradition of Independ-
ence Day celebrations go back to the 18th century and the American Revolu-
tion. 

 

On July 2, 1776, the Continental 
Congress voted in favor of inde-
pendence, and two days later 
delegates from the thirteen colo-
nies adopted the Declaration of 
Independence, a historic docu-
ment drafted by Thomas Jeffer-
son.  From 1776 to the present 
day, July 4th has been celebrated 
as the birth of American inde-
pendence, with festivities rang-

ing from fireworks, parades and concerts to more cas-
ual family gatherings and barbeques.

Tasty 4TH OF JULY POPCORN S’MORES 
INGREDIENTS 

3 Tbsp. Canola Oil 

½  Cup of Popcorn Kernels 
One 3-Quart Saucepan 
1 Cup Brown Sugar 

½ Stick of  Butter 

½ Cup Corn Syrup 
½ Tsp. Baking Soda 
1 Package (10½ oz) Mini-Marshmallows 
2 Cups Mini Graham Cookies 
1 Cup Chocolate Chips  

POPCORN S’MORES DIRECTIONS 

1.  Heat oil in a 3-quart saucepan over medium heat for about 3 
minutes.  Add popcorn.  Cover, leaving cover just slightly ajar.  
Shake frequently over medium heat until popping stops.  Dump 
popcorn into large bowl. 
2.  Combine brown sugar, butter and corn syrup in medium sauce-
pan.  Cook until hard cracking stage (290° to 295°F); remove from 
heat and stir in baking soda. 
3.  Combine popcorn and marshmallows in a large bowl.  Pour mix-
ture over popcorn to coat.  Gently stir in graham cookies and choco-
late chips.  Spread mixture evenly into greased 15 X 10 inch pan. 
4.  Let cool completely.  Break into pieces and enjoy!
