Day 1 - 1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. 

3 Then God said, "Let there be light"; and there was light. 

Day 2 – 6 Then God said, "Let there be an expanse in the midst of the waters, and let it separate the waters from the waters."

The Intervention of God – The Fall of Man the Fall of Satan

Following the sin of Adam and Eve, God intervened by handing down consequences for that sin to Mankind and to Satan. 

God’s relationship with Man has been changed because of sin and it will be necessary to resolve the sin problem in order for God to restore the relationship that He wants with mankind. 2) He tried and failed to interrupt God’s plan of redemption for mankind – Jesus went to the cross and paid the price of all sin.

3) He will fail to kill all of the Jews – they will ultimately recognize that Jesus was their chosen Messiah and call out to Him at the end of the Tribulation Period.

4) He will attempt to kill Jesus and the believers when he is released from the abyss after the Millennium.

5) He will finally be cast alive into the Lake of Fire fulfilling God’s promise that the seed of the woman would crush his head from Genesis 3:15.

The Intervention of God – The Flood of Noah

Satan attempted to manipulate the genetic code of mankind.  

His purpose in this was to interrupt the genetic line that would result in the birth of the Messiah or the Seed of the Woman that had to originate with Adam.

If Satan was able to keep the Messiah or the Seed of the Woman from coming, as God promised in Genesis 3:15, then Satan’s life would be spared and he would have interrupted the plans of God.

God saved the only righteous man on the planet (Noah) that had genetic ties to Adam.

God preserved Noah through the flood that He used to destroy the rest of mankind that had been corrupted by Satan.
