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Following the Triumphal Entry, we see that Jesus is no longer teaching Jews in Judaism.  Following the Triumphal Entry, Jesus is now preparing His disciples for the church era.

This is the transition period between the end of the Jewish Era and the beginning of the Church Era.

What was necessary to make this work?

1) It could only be done by a human man.  Since sin came into the world by a human, it had to be resolved by a human.  

2) This human man also had to be God since no one but God was able to break free from Torments and cross over to Abraham’s Bosom

3) This human man, also, had to be sinless.  Otherwise, He could not take on the sins of the entire world.
