What will each group be doing during the Millennium?

1. Jesus will rule and reign as the King of Kings and the Lord of Lords.

· He will rule with a rod of iron.  (Psalm 2:9, Rev. 2:27, Rev. 12:5, Rev. 19:15, Isa. 2:2-4)
· There will never be another earthly king to ever rule the earth again.

Dan 2:34-35

34 "You continued looking until a stone was cut out without hands, and it struck the statue on its feet of iron and clay and crushed them. 35 "Then the iron, the clay, the bronze, the silver and the gold were crushed all at the same time and became like chaff from the summer threshing floors; and the wind carried them away so that not a trace of them was found. But the stone that struck the statue became a great mountain and filled the whole earth.

Purpose of the Millennium

2) The time of the Millennium will act as a filter for those that have lived with Jesus in perfect conditions for 1000 years.

God’s Promises fulfilled during the Millennium

1) God’s promises to the Nation of Israel

God promised to gather the remnant of Jews, that believed in Jesus as the Messiah of the Nation of Israel, back to their own land.  

Ezek 36:24-25 

24 "For I will take you from the nations, gather you from all the lands and bring you into your own land. 

25 "Then I will sprinkle clean water on you, and you will be clean; I will cleanse you from all your filthiness and from all your idols. 

God promised to pour out the Holy Spirit on them. (also, Isa.32:15, 44:3) 

Ezek 36:26-27

26 "Moreover, I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit within you; and I will remove the heart of stone from your flesh and give you a heart of flesh. 

27 "I will put My Spirit within you and cause you to walk in My statutes, and you will be careful to observe My ordinances.

God will clear away the enemies of Israel.
Zeph 3:14-15

14 Shout for joy, O daughter of Zion!

Shout in triumph, O Israel!

Rejoice and exult with all your heart,

O daughter of Jerusalem!

Ezek 34:25-30

27 "Also the tree of the field will yield its fruit and the earth will yield its increase, and they will be secure on their land. Then they will know that I am the Lord, when I have broken the bars of their yoke and have delivered them from the hand of those who enslaved them.

Rev 20:11-15
