(Matt 23:37-39, Rom 11:11)
Not only were you rescued from going to hell or entering into the Tribulation Period, but the prophets that gave their lives to get the message of God’s plan of salvation were not serving themselves but they were actually serving you.

Peter is writing to believers that know that they live as aliens here on the earth.

Their focus is no longer this planet.  Their focus is on their citizenship in heaven.

They have been set apart by the Holy Spirit to obey Jesus and His commands.  The only way to effectively obey Jesus is to take every thought captive.

They have been born again to a living hope by the resurrection of Jesus from the dead.

They know they have an incredible inheritance reserved in heaven.

They know they are protected by the power of God because of their faith for a salvation that will keep them from going to hell or entering into the Tribulation Period.

Even though they are facing trials, they rejoice more in their salvation.  

They know that the trials they face just allow them to prove that their faith is genuine.

They know that the prophets that gave their lives to deliver the message of God’s salvation were not serving themselves but those prophets were actually serving the believers.

That’s what a true alien looks like.  Do you and I look like this?

13 Therefore, prepare your minds for action, keep sober in spirit, fix your hope completely on the grace to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ.

So, what is the kindness from God, that we will receive at the Rapture?

1) Our salvation will be revealed to us.

2) Will be reunited with believing family and friends

3) Will not experience death

4) Will meet the Lord for the 1st time.

5) Following the rapture, we will always be with the Lord.

6) Our mortal bodies will be transformed.  We will be given immortal bodies that will never decay. 

7) We will be like Him and we will be pure.

     8) At the Rapture, we will be presented to God as blameless.

9) God protects us from the wrath of the Tribulation Period.
10) You will enter into heaven through a door that only the Church will go through

11)  You will enter into the Throne Room of God and witness Jesus take the Scroll from the hand of the Father and begin to redeem the Earth back to the Father.

12) You will be married to Jesus, as your bridegroom, at the Marriage Supper of the Lamb.

14 As obedient children, do not be conformed to the former lusts which were yours in your ignorance, 

15 but like the Holy One who called you, be holy yourselves also in all your behavior;

20 For He was foreknown before the foundation of the world, but has appeared in these last times for the sake of you 

21 who through Him are believers in God, who raised Him from the dead and gave Him glory, so that your faith and hope are in God.

And this is the word which was preached to you.

So, Peter is giving us 3 points to look at regarding the Word of God.

1) You have been “born again” by the word of God.

2) The word of God was preached to you.

3) The word of God endures forever.
