THINK ABOUT THIS - 

We, if we will only take the time to know and understand God’s Word, will have more faith about what we are going to be doing after our departure from earth than before.  The things we will be doing after we depart are incredibly awesome, so we should be looking forward to that with great anticipation.  In the process of learning about that, the things we will learn about our heavenly Father and His Son will bring us into an unbreakable relationship with them based on faith. 

It really is a relationship, not religion

It is an eternal relationship. You are not just a human being hoping to live 80 years, you are an eternal person. Live each day with the faith of knowing that.


Hebrews 6:17-19

17 In the same way God, desiring even more to show to the heirs of the promise the unchangeableness of His purpose, interposed with an oath,
