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Ezek 39:12

So, the Nation of Israel has finally recognized that Jesus as their true Messiah and they have received Him as their king.

What is the significance of this?

1) This concludes the 70th 7 of Daniel.

Dan 9:24
24 "Seventy weeks have been decreed for your people and your holy city, to finish the transgression, to make an end of sin, to make atonement for iniquity, to bring in everlasting righteousness, to seal up vision and prophecy and to anoint the most holy place.

· To finish the transgression – the transgression was their rejection of Jesus as their Messiah in 32 AD.  That transgression is now finished.  The Nation of Israel finally received Jesus as their Messiah.
· To make an end of sin – Now that they have accepted and believed in Jesus as their Messiah, their sin is removed from them.  (More on this in point #2)
· [bookmark: _Hlk211848247]To make atonement for iniquity – Iniquity refers to a premeditated choice; to commit iniquity is to continue without repentance.  Continuing to reject Jesus as their Messiah, the Nation of Israel broke their relationship with God.  When the Nation of Israel finally received Jesus as their Messiah, there was atonement for their iniquity.  Atonement is what was necessary to re-establish the relationship with God when an Old Covenant believer sinned against God.  God re-established the relationship between Himself and the Nation of Israel because they willingly said, “Blessed is He who comes in the name of the Lord”.
· To bring in everlasting righteousness – Righteousness is obtained by believing.  (Abraham believed and it was accounted as righteousness, Rom. 10:10 says that with the heart one believes resulting in righteousness).  Now that the Nation of Israel believes in Jesus, they have everlasting righteousness. 
· To seal up vision and prophecy – Jesus ruling in the Millennium from the throne of David has sealed up vision and prophecy.  Jesus is the fulfillment of all of those visions and prophesies from the Old Testament.
· To anoint the most holy place. – Ezekiel chapters 40 - 48 describe the Millennial temple.

2) God creates a New Covenant with the Nation of Israel

Jer 31:31-34
31 "Behold, days are coming," declares the Lord, "when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah, 
32 not like the covenant which I made with their fathers in the day I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke, although I was a husband to them," declares the Lord. 
33 "But this is the covenant which I will make with the house of Israel after those days," declares the Lord, "I will put My law within them and on their heart I will write it; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. 
34 "They will not teach again, each man his neighbor and each man his brother, saying, 'Know the Lord,' for they will all know Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them," declares the Lord, "for I will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will remember no more." 
NASU

God will forgive the iniquity of the Nation of Israel that has been intentionally rejecting Jesus as their true Messiah without repentance since 32 AD.  God will also remember their sin no more.  

Let’s talk about forgiveness.

1) Jesus forgave in advance.  Jesus forgave you and I before we even asked to be forgiven.
2) Jesus forgave even when it was painful.  “Father forgive them for they know not what they do”
3) Forgiveness is conditional.  Although Jesus made the way for the sins of the world to be forgiven, only those that accept Him are forgiven.
4) Once forgiveness is given the sin is remembered no more.

Let’s apply this to our lives.

1) Do we forgive in advance?
2) Do we forgive even when it is painful
3) Are we careful who we forgive? (Conditional)
4) Once we forgive to we continue to remember the sin?

· There will never be another earthly king to ever rule the earth again.

2) The time of the Millennium will act as a filter for those that have lived with Jesus in perfect conditions for 1000 years.

Let’s look at God’s promises to be fulfilled during the Millennium.
God’s promises to the Nation of Israel

1) God promised to gather the remnant of Jews, that believed in Jesus as the Messiah of the Nation of Israel, back to their own land.  

Ezek 36:24-25 
24 "For I will take you from the nations, gather you from all the lands and bring you into your own land. 
25 "Then I will sprinkle clean water on you, and you will be clean; I will cleanse you from all your filthiness and from all your idols. 

2) God promised to pour out the Holy Spirit on them. (also, Isa.32:15, 44:3) 

Ezek 36:26-27
26 "Moreover, I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit within you; and I will remove the heart of stone from your flesh and give you a heart of flesh. 
27 "I will put My Spirit within you and cause you to walk in My statutes, and you will be careful to observe My ordinances.

3) God will clear away the enemies of Israel.

Zeph 3:14-15
14 Shout for joy, O daughter of Zion!
Shout in triumph, O Israel!
Rejoice and exult with all your heart,
O daughter of Jerusalem! 
15 The Lord has taken away His judgments against you,
He has cleared away your enemies.
The King of Israel, the Lord, is in your midst;
You will fear disaster no more.

· Satan was chained in the abyss (Rev. 20:1-3)
· Antichrist and the False prophet were cast into the Lake of Fire (Rev. 19:20)
· The armies of the Antichrist and the kings of the earth were killed and cast into Hades. (Rev. 19:21, Psalm 2)
· The “Tares” that were placed by Satan amongst the Israelites in the Wilderness were removed by an angel and cast into Hades. (Rev. 14:14-16, Matt. 13:36-42)

4) God promised them peace

Ezek 34:25-30
25 "I will make a covenant of peace with them and eliminate harmful beasts from the land so that they may live securely in the wilderness and sleep in the woods. 26 "I will make them and the places around My hill a blessing. And I will cause showers to come down in their season; they will be showers of blessing. 
27 "Also the tree of the field will yield its fruit and the earth will yield its increase, and they will be secure on their land. Then they will know that I am the Lord, when I have broken the bars of their yoke and have delivered them from the hand of those who enslaved them. 
28 "They will no longer be a prey to the nations, and the beasts of the earth will not devour them; but they will live securely, and no one will make them afraid. 
29 "I will establish for them a renowned planting place, and they will not again be victims of famine in the land, and they will not endure the insults of the nations anymore.

5) God promised that Jerusalem would be the central focus of the world.  The law of the world will come from Jerusalem and the nations would come to learn the ways of the Lord. (Isa. 60-62)

Isa 2:2-3
2 Now it will come about that
In the last days
The mountain of the house of the Lord
Will be established as the chief of the mountains,
And will be raised above the hills;
And all the nations will stream to it. 
3 And many peoples will come and say,
"Come, let us go up to the mountain of the Lord,
To the house of the God of Jacob;
That He may teach us concerning His ways
And that we may walk in His paths."
For the law will go forth from Zion
And the word of the Lord from Jerusalem. 

6) God promised to multiply their numbers and their land (Ezek. 48:1-29)

Ezek 36:10-12
10 'I will multiply men on you, all the house of Israel, all of it; and the cities will be inhabited and the waste places will be rebuilt. 11 'I will multiply on you man and beast; and they will increase and be fruitful; and I will cause you to be inhabited as you were formerly and will treat you better than at the first. Thus you will know that I am the Lord.

7) Israel will be the desire of the nations
