10.  Lift up your heads, recognize the kingdom of God is near, watch; be ready - be on the alert for the Rapture – (10) (Lk 21:28) (Lk 21:29-31) (Mt 24:42-43; Mk 13:33-37; Lk 21:34-36) (Mt 24:44)
