The safety of the dog is our primary concern. By entering this trial. Exhibitors acknowledge that they are
familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport, and that their dogs are familiar with and able to perform
all obstacles safely.

It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or
children.

This trial is open to all dogs fifteen (15) months of age and older that are registered with the American
Kennel Club or that have AKC Limited Registration, Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges
(PAL/ILP), an AKC Canine Partners listing number, or approved Foundation Stock Service (FSS) breeds
are eligible to participate.




Dogs with a Purebred Alternative Listing/Indefinite Listing Privileges (PAL/ILP) or an AKC Canine Partners
listing number must be spayed or neutered in order to compete. Wherever the word “dog” is used in these
regulations it includes both sexes.

Dogs should be physically sound. Dogs that are blind shall not be eligible, and neither are bitches in season,
aggressive dogs, or digs suffering from any deformity, injury, or illness which may affect the dog’s physical
or mental performance. No dog shall compete if it is taped or bandaged in any way or has anything attached
to it for medical purposes. Refer to chapter 2 of the Registration and Discipline Rules for the listing of
registerable breeds that may participate. Puppies under four (4) months of age are strictly prohibited from
trial grounds.

If you miss the deadline,
you may move your dog up on the first day of the trial for any subsequent days. If you are not showing on
the first day you may still move your dog up for the following day.

There will be day-to-day move-ups at the show, provided the Trial Secretary receives them within 15
minutes after the last class of the day.

\ MIXED HEIGHT ENTRIES

Exhibitors may enter a mixture of both Regular and Preferred classes on the same trial day and/or during
a trial weekend. Any mixture of Regular and Preferred classes is allowed. Please note that is a dog qualifies
in Regular Master Standard or Preferred Master JWW (or vice versa) on the same trial day, then NO Double
Q shall be earned toward either a MACH or PACH title.

e FEO runs are treated as trial entries, and must be entered, paid and recorded as such. The handler
must declare FEO the day of the trial/at the time of the run. FEO does not need to be noted on the
entry form; the handler will declare FEO on the day of the show

e Dogs may be entered in any jump height for FEO. If entered in an ineligible jump height, the team
is committed to FEO for that run and must declare FEO on the start line. Day of show jump height
changes are not allowed.

o If the dog is not eligible for the level entered, the team is committed to FEO for that run and must
declare FEO on the start line. Day of show level changes are not allowed.

e The exhibitor must declare FEO in the ring prior to leading out. FEO may be declared earlier by
checking in on Agility Gate or at the gate board

o Toys are allowed in the ring

o Toys must be non-audible
o Toys may not leave the handler’s hand
o Toys that roll freely cannot be used

e Food and treats are NOT allowed in the ring

e FEO should be utilized for the benefit of the dog and not as a punitive correction. Harsh verbal
and/or physical corrections shall not be tolerated. Any determination of harshness by the judge
shall be immediately whistled and the handler will be dismissed from the ring

¢ Ajudge must monitor the entire run. Judges can stop the run at any time

FNG is not pre-entered, it occurs during the course of the run. FNG allows exhibitors to immediately
reattempt an obstacle at any time while on course. FNG may only be used once during a run in order to
continue the run. FNG more than once will result in the judge asking the competitor to immediately exit the
ring.

| COURSE WALK-THROUGH AND WARM-UP INFORMATION |

Handlers in all classes are permitted to walk the course, without a dog, during a walk-through period held
prior to the start of the class. The walk-through is restricted to handlers entered in that class only. Handlers
with multiple dogs, at events with multiple rings may request to walk with a height group other than the one
their dog is entered in if a conflict is imminent.

A warm-up area, consisting of a regulation agility jump, may be provided for exhibitors. The warm-up area
is to be used exclusively for warming up the dog and not for training or relieving of the dog.
