This is a very easy ministry to serve within because our members control their visit schedules, and our visit guidelines 
are easy to follow. Our volunteers make literally millions of direct contacts for Jesus every year, handing out crosses and 
books in the process. One of our hallmarks is to encourage, support and help direct efforts of our volunteers to educate 
and improve themselves in ways which make them more effective as Ambassadors of Christ. 

For those interested, we also offer a program to become a Chaplain which offers increased access for visitation and skill 
development. 

Ministry Requirements 

 Member must confess Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior and follow the teachings of the Holy Bible
 Dog must attain Canine Good Citizen Certificate from American Kennel Club or equivalent
 Member must be over 18 years old or have guardian participate with youth as a Jr Handler
 Dog must be current in all vaccines and be in good health
 Member must sign liability waiver
 Agree to wear the T-shirt, ID tags, and provide an approved vest and patch for the dog
 Agree to pass out, as appropriate, the card with your dog’s picture and the message of God’s plan of salvation
 Agree, as appropriate, to listen and offer to share God’s message of love, hope and salvation
