We are 

thankful we have not had a funeral 

service at Peace for the past year, 
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and while we have aged as a con-

gregation, we have been blessed. 

As we start into 2019, we will 

continue to have a great deal on 

our plate.  We have a Congregation 

Survey that we have to study, peel 

back and understand.  We need to 

find ways to improve our participa-

tion in the communities we serve.  

We need to find ways to find and 

recruit new members.  We need to 

find ways to improve our participa-

tion and giving.  We need to con-

tinue to find ways to deliver the 

good news of Jesus Christ our Sav-

ior, not just to our congregation, 

but to all people.

said Martin Luther. Given the ob-

stacles they encountered, we would 

understand if they had given up 

altogether! 

First, the travelers were “off the 

mark,” coming to Jerusalem to 

seek a newborn king in a “royal 

palace.” Then, directed to Bethle-

hem, the wise men found a sight 

“so utterly out of keeping with a 

king” — a poor young woman and 

child, in a “poor hut” — that one 

might expect them to head straight 

home. “But,” declares Luther, 

“with a great, strong and full faith 

they ... follow the word of the 

prophet and the witness of the star 

in all purity of heart,” bowing to 

worship and honor the Savior.

the Epiphany (1522), Luther’s Works

were reviewed and approved as printed. 
President: Mic Carlson reported the following: 

 Thanks to the challenging member and all the mem-

bers of the congregation for their donations to the 

HVAC challenge.  We received $4,000 from the 

challenger and $3,943 from the congregation. 

 Motion was made, seconded and passed to authorize 

the treasurer to establish an account at Lutheran Ex-

tension Fund for the Peace Lutheran Church Depre-

ciation Fund.  Signatories: Treasurer (Rita Riemann), 

Elder Chairman (Bob Mueller), President (Mic Carl-

son). 

 Motion made, seconded and passed to have the fol-

lowing signatories on our Lutheran Extension Fund 

Account: Treasurer (Rita Riemann), Elder Chairman 

(Bob Mueller), President (Mic Carlson). 

 Recommendation that we only keep $5,000 end of 

month balance in our operating fund account at Bank 

of Versailles, and the treasurer deposit any excess 

funds into the Lutheran Extension Fund account, af-

ter we have paid the balance of the cost of the new 

HVAC unit. 

 The Constitution and By-Laws call for the President 

to nominate a Member at Large at the beginning of 

the year. Will make that nomination at the Jan. 15, 

2018 Voters Meeting. 

 We received a check from Southwest Electric Coop-

erative in the amount of $214.01 for a refund to 

members who purchased services in 1996.
