Now, we’re going to get to the religion part, so I want you to hold your
toes out because I may very well step on them. In short, I’m convinced that
Satan was having himself a “hay day” with each riot that took place. The fol-
lowing is “Anderegg theory” and is not something you have to believe. But it
seems as though the reservoir of intense emotions is like a magnet inside of
us, and Satan loves to draw us into sin by way of “connecting” to this magnet.

Oh, it is easy enough to see in those with whom we dlsagree and especial-
ly those who break the law. Maybe
it was a peaceful protest to begin
with, but before all was said and
done a lot of people allowed their
“beliefs” to draw them into some
pretty bizarre behavior (hurling
Molotov cocktails, throwing heavy
objects at the police, rampant loot-
ing, and worse). Easy enough to
see! Their sinful nature was drawn
by the Old Evil Foe. Terrible, sin-
ful, unlawful behavior! (By the
way, part of my theory is that more
and more people are drawn to “demonstrations” because fewer and fewer peo-
ple are attending church nowadays. There is, therefore, an even larger reser-
voir of intense emotions from which to draw.

Meanings in the Meal

Jesus instituted Communion
while celebrating the Jewish Pass-
over with his disciples. The meal’s
ritual foods hold meaning for
Christians, too, because our faith
story is interwoven with that of
Judaism.

Matzoh: This unraised bread re-
calls the Israelites’ has-
ty departure from op-
pression in Egypt. Jesus
used the Passover bread
to symbolize his body,
which delivers us from
bondage to sin and
death.

Salt water: It symbol-
izes the tears of the He-
brews and of all who
suffer in any time and place. Chris-
tians believe that in Jesus, God
embraced human suffering so we
need never face it alone.

Parsley: Dipped in the salt water,
this green, leafy vegetable repre-
sents the Hebrews’ rebirth out of
sorrow into the joy of freedom.
Easter’s celebration of resurrection
proclaims a coming day when God
“will wipe every tear from [our]

proclaims a coming day when God
“will wipe every tear from [our]
eyes [and] there will be no more
death” (Revelation 21:4, NIV).

Shankbone: A lamb slaughtered
for each Hebrew household meant
life for those within. The meat
strengthened them for the escape
journey, and the blood,
swabbed on their door-
frame, signaled for
Death to “pass over.”
Jesus used wine at the

~ Passover meal to sym-
* bolize his blood — of
the Lamb of God —
which he would shed
for our salvation.

Egg: For Jews cele-
brating Passover, an egg symboliz-
es memory of the Exodus and re-
newal of faith. For Christians at
Easter, eggs — especially open,
empty ones — call to mind Jesus’
empty tomb, renewal and abundant
life.

So the pastor took
them and placed them in the sanctuary where his congregation could see and
enjoy them. After the service, the minister gave single roses to some of the
church members as they left.

Eve-
ry good deed, every selfless kindness,
every thoughtful action which comes

His perfect life and death count for all who believe in Him. He claimed us
as His own children in Holy Baptism. He sustains and strengthens our faith with
His Holy Word and His Body and Blood.

As new creatures, who have put
on Christ, we bear good fruit. We do
the good works prepared for us,
which He makes known to us in His
Word. By faith then, trusting in the
Word of God, we do what he says
because He does not lie and always
keeps His promises. For “with-out
faith it is impossible to please God,
because anyone who comes to him
must believe that he exists and that
he rewards those who earnestly seek
him” (Heb. 11:6).

And so the Lord promises:
“Honor the Lord with your wealth
and with the first fruits of all your
produce; then your barns will be
filled with plenty, and your vats will
be bursting with wine” (Prov. 3:9-
10). How do we honor the Lord with
the wealth that God has given us in
His generosity? By giving generous-
ly to those whom the Lord has called
us to love and support your family,
your society, and your church. And
His promise is that, in so doing, you
will never lack.

A common counterpoint is: “But
that’s from the Old Testament!” Our

A common counterpoint is: “But
that’s from the Old Testament!” Our
Lord Jesus Himself gives us similar
promises in the New Testament. He
says, at the conclusion of the parable
of the talents: “For to everyone who
has will more be given, and he will
have an abundance” (Matt. 25:29).

And then at the end of the parable
of the dishonest manager, he says:
“One who is faithful in a very little
is also faithful in much, and one who
is dishonest in a very little is also
dishonest in much. If then you have
not been faithful in the unrighteous
wealth, who will entrust to you the
true riches? And if you have not
been faithful in that which is an-
other’s, who will give you that
which is your own? No servant can
serve two masters, for either he will
hate the one and love the other, or he
will be devoted to the one and des-
pise the other. You cannot serve God
and money” (Luke 16:10-13).

And in His sermon on the mount,
he says: “Do not lay up for your-
selves treasures on earth, where
moth and rust destroy and where

“Do not store up for yourselves
treasures on earth, where moth
and rust consume and where
thieves break in and steal: but
store up for yourselves treasures
in heaven.”

Matthew 6:19-28. NRSV

selves treasures on earth, where
moth and rust destroy and where
thieves break in and steal, but lay up
for yourselves treasures in heaven,
where neither moth nor rust destroys
and where thieves do not break in
and steal. For where your treasure is,
there your heart will be also” (Matt.
6:19-21).

We have become conditioned
against these promises because of
their misuse by the peddlers of the
prosperity gospel — the guys on TV
who say you get rich by putting God
in your debt. And thus, we miss out
on the fact that God does reward
temporal faithfulness in temporal
matters with temporal blessings. It’s
no quid pro quo. It’s all from God’s
grace and His fatherly divine good-
ness and mercy. But those Bible pas-
sages do in fact say what they say!
It’s not the Old Testament’s pro-
blem. It’s ours. It is almost as if we
have become so jaded against this
that we think it a virtue to be stingy
with our offerings.

But our Father in heaven still
loves to bless those who bless oth-
ers. He loves to give to those who
give freely and generously. In fact,
he challenges us to challenge Him:
“Bring the full tithe into the store-
house, that there may be food in my
house. And thereby put me to the
test, says the Lord of hosts, if I will
not open the windows of heaven for
you and pour down for you a bless-
ing until there is no more
need” (Mal. 3:10).

And so, while we don’t give so
that we would get, we do receive
from the Lord in order to give, and
He will bless your giving with more
receiving. As St. Paul wrote in Rom.
8:32: “He who did not spare his own
Son but gave him up for us all, how
will he not also with him graciously
give us all things?”

Argument #2

The teleological argument (The universe is systematically and intricately de-
signed). As King David proclaimed, “The heavens declare the glory of

God...” Psalm 19:1-4.

This argument can be summed
up as follows:
1. Every design has a designer.

2. The cosmos has an extremely
complex design,

3. Therefore, the universe has a
designer.

Isaac Newton noted this argument
when he commented, “This most
beautiful system of the sun, planets,
and comets could only proceed
from the council and dominion of
an intelligent powerful being.” We
live on a planet in an extremely hos-
tile universe. Earth has been placed
in an area — the “Goldilocks” area
(an area “just right”). It is the per-
fect distance from our sun giving us
the conditions and specifications
called anthropic constants.

1. The oxygen level is 21 percent
of our atmosphere, making life
possible. Also the specific lev-
els of nitrogen, carbon dioxide,
and ozone are essential.

2. The degree of transparency of
the atmosphere permits the
proper amount of solar radia-
tion to reach the surface of the
earth, making possible the hos-
pitable climate we live in and
also protecting us from too
much radiation.

3. The moon that has been placed
at the proper distance from the
earth and its gravitational in-
fluence affects earth’s ocean
tides, atmosphere, rotational
period, weather and climate.

Being so full of joy and apprecia-
tion, he told everyone he came
across in the Decapolis (a region of
ten cities) how much Jesus had done
for him.

Have you ever tried to start a
conversation about Jesus but found it
difficult or uncomfortable to say the
right words? Then the Every One
His Witness program is designed to
help you. It will show you how to
relate to people, how to go about
beginning a conversation about Je-
sus, how to be actively involved in
what others have to say and how
they say it.

March 9 Council Minutes

NOTE: Due to severe weather issues
there was no February meeting.

Vice President Bob Hansen called the meeting to order
at 6:30 P.M. Pastor Brandt opened with prayer.
